As the game progresses, you’re given additional 
vehicles to drive, and this chapter reveals all of 
the available cars, along with their statistics, 
including how many “lives” a car has before 
it becomes a complete wreck in certain game 
modes. Then there’s a progression chart for you 
to check how far you are from Elite status!

Event Advice
The majority of your progression is spent 
completing seven different types of events: 
Races, Road Rages, Marked Man Events, Burn-
ing Routes, Stunt Runs, Time Road Rules, and 
Showtime Road Rules. In this chapter, you’re 
given all the information you need to win every 
one of these 248 events!

Chapter 4:
Tour of Paradise
Half the game is about fi nding out the coolest 
and most interesting alleys and shortcuts, and 
fi guring out where all the landmarks are so you 
can use your in-game map as little as possible, 
and concentrate on the road ahead. Thankfully, 
half this guide has segmented each of the fi ve 
neighborhoods into districts, and revealed the 
major landmarks, thoroughfares, 35 drivethrus, 
11 parking structures, and the three types of 
570 discoveries (50 super jumps, 120 bill-
boards, and 400 smashes) you can fi nd!

Finally, there’s descriptions of all the 350 online 
Freeburn Challenges you can complete, advice 
on receiving all 60 Paradise Awards (for Play-
Station 3) or 50 Achievements (Xbox 360), and 
fi nally, the ultimate revelation: how to become 
a true ultimate Criterion Elite racer and fi nish 
100 percent of the game!

Basic Car Types 
and Maneuvers
Starting Your
Journey: Drivethrus

Auto Repair: After you obtain your fi rst vehicle 
from the junkyard, the fi rst order of business 
is to fi nd an auto repair shop. This is what one 
looks like. The guide maps shows where all 11 
are. This is the fi rst of the four types of driv-
ethru. Drive through each auto repair shop to 
repair your car, and do this immediately, every 
time you win a new car.

Once you repair your car for the 
fi rst time, it needs further repair 
only if you knock into scenery or 

other vehicles but aren’t wrecked.

Gas Station: The second type is a gas station. 
There are 14 to fi nd. Drive through each so it 
appears on your in-game map. This refuels 
your boost meter, which is vital during certain 
events, or if you want to quicken your pace.

Junkyard: There are fi ve junkyards. Drive 
through each, and you can choose a new car 
from the vehicles you have acquired, and then 
choose your car’s color if you visited a paint 
shop. Check the Junkyard section for specifi c 
details on obtaining all the in-game cars.

Paint Shop: Lastly, you can change the color of 
your vehicle by driving through a paint shop. Do 
this the fi rst time you obtain a new vehicle, be-
cause this unlocks an additional choice for this 
car, in the junkyard, from this point onward. You 
can choose any color you like for most cars!

Speed-Class Vehicles: Use these vehicles 
when racing, or obtaining the quickest time 
possible (for Races, Burning Routes, and Time 
Road Rule Events). Perform dangerous actions 
(see below) to increase the boost bar. This bar 

can only be used when it is completely full. 
However, this is the only class of vehicle you 
can “boost chain” with.
Boost Chaining (AKA Burnouts): Perform 
actions to increase your boost. When you’re 
instructed that a boost is ready, start and 
continue the boost until the bar empties without 
stopping the boost, and the bar half-fi lls again. 
Use dangerous actions while you’re boosting to 
top up the bar, and boost again. Combo these 
for a series of Burnout Chains. This is useful 
when racing. Attempt Burnout Chains on long, 
mountainous roads to the west.
Author High Score: 10 Chains
Aggression-Class Vehicles: This is the best 
class to use during Road Rage and Marked Man 
Events, as your boost refi lls quickly with hostile 
driving, and these vehicles are likely to be 
the toughest. However, when you’re wrecked, 
your boost bar drops. Unlike the Speed-class 
vehicles, you can boost at any time.

Stunt-Class Vehicles: Arguably the most useful 
of all the classes, these receive quicker boost 
bar refi lls if you barrel roll, jump, drift, spin, get 
big air, or perform other such actions. You can 
use all other types of dangerous driving to refi ll 
the boost, and use the boost at any time. This 
means these vehicles are useful in almost every 
event, including races! Also use Stunt-class 
cars for any exploration.

Introduction: As the Instruction Manual states, 
there are three vehicle classes: Speed (yellow

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Optimizing Your 
Journey: General 
Advice
Introduction: Next to learning the lay of the land, 
the most important thing to master is knowing 
how to increase your boost, and when to use it. 
Before we run through all the different ways to 
earn boost, here are a few general tactics:
1. Stay in the middle of the road. That way, you 
can edge in to attempt oncoming actions, but 
keep a look-out for oncoming traffi c.

2. Perfect your racing line. View the map and 
learn to cut corners, driving as close to barri-
ers as possible, so you are always driving the 
shortest distance between two points (such as 
subsequent bends in a road, as shown).

3. Camera change: Although the “chase” cam 
(picture 1) is preferred in almost every event, 
the “hood” cam (picture 2) is benefi cial if you’re 
heading down a hill. That way your vision isn’t 
blocked by the back end of a car (important if 
another vehicle is incoming).

4. Looking back: Use this during events to see 
who’s behind you, and if anyone is about to 
slam you. Quickly fl ick the rear view on, then 
fl ip back to regular view, so you don’t crash!
5. Reversing: Remember your vehicle can 
reverse. Not only is this incredibly useful during 
Stunt Runs (see the Event Advice section for 
more information), but you can e-brake and 
spin the vehicle around 180 degrees. Use this 
technique to back out of awkward positions.
6. E-brake “tapping”: Instead of letting go of 
your boost button to e-brake, try keeping your 
right thumb on the boost, then tap the e-brake 
and steer when you want to corner. You’ll con-
tinue at a faster speed!
7. Know your vehicle: Each vehicle has its own 
inertia, weight, strength, and fl exibility. Some 
ponderous vehicles are terrible at cornering, 
but remove rivals easily. Some are fantastic at 
barrel rolls, but pathetic when scraping against 
rivals. If you’re fi nding a particular maneuver or 
event diffi cult, check your vehicle’s statistics, 
and change vehicle classes.

Optimizing Your 
Journey: Increasing 
Your Boost by Actions
Introduction: Here are all the ways to increase 
your boost bar during your journey. Use any or 
all of them as much as possible, when the situ-
ation allows it! You know you’re succeeding in 
one of these actions when a message appears 
in the screen’s bottom left.

1. Get Airtime: Achieve this by launching off a ramp 
and fl ying through the air before landing safely. The 
longer the drop, the more airtime you get. 
2. Flat Spinning: Drive up a ramp, or to an area 
where you know you’re going to get airtime, 

and combine this with an e-brake, just as the 
car is about to leave the ramp. Rotate through 
the air and land (usually facing the way you 
came, unless the airtime is longer).
3. Landing a Barrel Roll: Locate the ramps 
throughout the city that have a second, steeper 
section to them. Accelerate strongly, so the two 
left or two right tires hit this ramp squarely. If 
you’re at an angle, you usually crash. You rotate 
through the air, and must land on your tires. 
Longer jumps (especially in out-of-the-way ar-
eas), and different cars allow for multiple barrel 
rolls—the key to gigantic stunt scores!
4. Escaping a Crash: During a race or other 
event with rivals, many pile-ups are going on 
around you. Instead of becoming a victim of one, 
if you can drive under, through, or around a crash 
without being struck, expect a boost reward.
5. Drifting: Approach a long curved bend (like 
the ones on South Mountain Drive) and tap the 
brake (not the e-brake) while continuing to ac-
celerate. The drift begins. Hold the drift by fl ick-
ing the steering to maintain the turn. If you’re 
boosting at the same time, you’re boost drifting. 
If you e-brake instead, this isn’t counted as a 
drift. The length of the drift, not the angle of the 
turn, is counted here. 

6. Grinding a Rival or Another Player: This 
is done during events (notably Road Rages). 
Simply swerve into a rival or player and crush 
them against a wall as you both continue to 
move forward. This is grinding.

7. Using the E-Brake: Simply apply the 
e-brake, ideally at top speed, and your car 
spins around. Keep the spin going for more 
“distance” (the greater angle you turn, the more 
boost). E-brakes are vital for heading around 
sharp corners without slowing too much, or for 
avoiding obstacles. Remember e-brakes can be 
“dabbed,” and used to power park, too.
8. Near Misses (Traffi c or Rivals/Players): 
This is an easy action, and one to always use 

keep a look-out for oncoming traffi c.

9. Nudging or Trading Paint (with a Rival/
Player): Not quite grinding; this is less vicious. 
Simply knock your rival back and forth a few 
times without either of you crashing into a wreck.

10. Oncoming: The other easy way to increase 
your boost is to simply drive on the “wrong” 
side of the road, into oncoming traffi c, but miss 
them (combine this with near misses). The 
longer the distance, the more boost.

11. Shunting a Rival/Player from Behind: 
During Road Rage or Race Events, simply ram 
a rival from behind. They’ll be angry, but you’ll 
be boosting!

12. Shunting a Rival/Player from the Side: This 
is the same deal as Action #11, except this is 
more of a sideswipe, steering left or right into the 
side of a foe rather than ramming from the rear.

13. Smashing a Burnout Billboard: Locate any 
of the 120 billboards—whether you’ve crashed 
through them or not—head through them, and 
land safely.

14. Landing a Super Jump: Locate any of the 
50 super jumps, whether you’ve completed 
them or not, and land safely.
15. Tailgating a Rival or Player: Match the 
speed of a foe, and follow their “slipstream” 
without nudging or overtaking them, and you’re 
awarded with boost power.

16. Performing a Takedown: Simply ram a 
foe off the road in one of the many entertain-
ing ways detailed in the Road Rage section of 
Event Advice.

17. Traffi c Checking: Hit traffi c and survive the 
collision. Almost similar to the near miss, except 
you glance into them as you pass, sometimes 
causing them to crash. Some Aggression-
type vehicles are better at this; you can strike 
vehicles head-on and at greater speeds in a 

Takedown 4x4, compared to a low-strength 
Speed-class car, for example.

Continuing Your 
Journey: Exploration
Now that you should have fi gured out the types 
of cars to use for specifi c events, and how to 
increase your boost, you can fully explore Para-
dise City. The overall plan is to strive for better 
licenses, until you reach Elite and Criterion Elite, 
status! Complete the following tasks:

Power Parking: This fun little mini-game also 
allows you to perfect tight e-braking. Approach 
a gap between two parked cars, and e-brake 
180 degrees into the gap. Your car should spin 
around without touching the cars, and stop with 
the inside wheels just inches away from the 
curb. To perfect a 100 percent score, make sure 
you position your vehicle as shown (pictures 1, 
2, 3), and have the vehicle parked parallel to the 
other cars. Remember you receive boost from 
the e-brake, too!
Events (120 Total): This occurs throughout the 
entire time you are obtaining licenses. Choose 
from Races, Road Rages, Marked Man Events, 
Burning Routes, and Stunt Runs. Basically, you 
drive to the nearest intersection and begin an 
event. Additional licenses are awarded, the 
more events you complete. Consult the Event 
Advice section for further information. 
Road Rules (128 Total): Turn on Road Rules by 
hitting w, and the signposts of upcoming roads 
turn from green to red. You have Time Road 
Rules (64 events), where you must beat each of 
the city’s roads by driving from either end to the 
other, and Showtime Road Rules (64 events), 
where you must execute a crashing roll, and 
strike other vehicles and scenery for a massive 

(or same-way) traffi c, and avoid hitting them!

Shutdowns (29 total): Listen for announce-
ments that a new rival has entered the city, and 
cruise around until you spot them. Then use a 
car (ideally Aggression class) and take them 
down to add that car to your collection. 

Car Collecting (76 total): You can obtain 
vehicles in various ways. They are awarded at 
licenses upgrades, after shutdowns, when you 
fi nish Burning Route Events, and after complet-
ing discoveries. Check out the Junkyard section 
for all the details.
Discoveries (570 total): The other main 
“collectible” aspect of this game are the three 
types of discoveries scattered throughout the 
city. Refer to the Tour of Paradise section to fi nd 
them all!

Super Jumps (50): Look for ramps with three 
(or more) fl ashing cones to ram through. These 
lead to a slow-motion, epic jump. Land one to 
complete the super jump. There are 10 super 
jumps per neighborhood.

Billboards (120): Look for the specifi c red 
Burnout billboards, scattered across town 
(there are 20–30 per neighborhood). Crash 
through them and land without wrecking to add 
a billboard to your collection. Note that broken 
billboards are still counted during Stunt Events, 
so don’t delay in crashing through them all!

Smashes (400): There are 50–90 wire fences 
per neighborhood with yellow warning signs on 
them. These are usually at the beginning or end 
of a shortcut and need to be crashed through. 
Note that you must destroy at least one of the 
fence’s gates for the smash to count!

Additional Exploration: The largest part of 
your game plan should be exploration. Here are 
just a few of the options (check the guide map 
for all the information you need):
  1. Find all the shortcuts (and drive through 
multiple ones in the same direction).
  2. Locate all the “hidden” areas not on your 
in-game map (such as the Lone Peaks Quarry).
  3. Find all “non-road” areas, like the train 
tracks.
 4. Look for all the ramps (blue arrows on the 
guide map).
  5. Look for all the drops (black arrows on 
the guide map).
 6. Figure out where all eight compass 
fi nishing places are.

Training Part 2: 
Going Online
Unlocking events and vehicles is only half the 
fun. Check out some incredible online antics, 
too! Get online, and hook up with your friends. 
The most important games you can choose 
from are the following:

Today’s Best

First of all, you can simply lark about throughout 
the city, attempting various actions (tactics for 
them are shown earlier in this chapter). Here’s 
what you can attempt:

Airtime

Simply hang in the air for the longest possible 
time. Try falling off Uphill Drive, or into the Lone 
Peaks Quarry.

Barrel Rolls

Hit any ramp with a narrow, higher section. Try 
the ramp on South Mountain Drive, or at the top 
of the quarry.

Beat a Time Road Rule or  a Show-
time Road Rule on a particular road, 
and the road sign turns from red to 
silver. Beat a Time Road Rule and a 
Showtime Road Rule, and that road 

sign turns from silver to gold.

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Burnouts
Maximize your boost in a Speed-class car, and 
continuously Burnout to the max! The mountain 
roads, where only a few cars are seen, is the 
best place for this.

Drifts
Approach a long curved corner at speed (option-
ally while boosting), and tap the brake. South 
Mountain Drive is a great place to try this!

Flat Spins
Boost toward any ramp, and e-brake and turn 
at the last second. Try this from the quarry, too; 
massive fl at spins are possible!

Jump Distances
Accelerate strongly, toward a ramp, and sail 
through the air for the longest possible time. As 
usual, the quarry is exceptional for this maneuver!

Near Misses
Drive close to, but without hitting, any of the in-
nocent, cross-town traffi c. The populated areas 
are best for this.

Oncoming
Drive on the wrong side of the road, dodging 
incoming vehicles (including your friends) if nec-
essary. This is a great way to keep your boost up.

Power Parking
Find a gap between two cars, drive at speed 
parallel to them, then e-brake 180 degrees, and 
hope for a high percentage score!

Summary
This gives you a running total of how many 
events you’ve got the best score at, compared 
to your friends.

Freeburn Challenges: 
Recorded
Refer to the Appendices for the list of all 350 
Freeburn Challenges. There are 50 per number 
of players (so, 50 for two players, 50 for three 
players, all the way up to 50 for eight players). 
Choose any one you like if you’re hosting. For 
location-specifi c challenges, a red dot appears 
on your in-game map.

Freeburn Challenges: 
Yo GJ, Pump This Party!
As you play online with your friends continu-
ously, you’ll learn you don’t have to simply play 
by the rules; think about creating your own 
types of gameplay. Be inventive, because Free-
burn Challenges work on many levels. As the 
host, you should know the different properties 
that this mode has to offer. Consider yourself a 
Game Jockey (GJ), with a role to select and mix 
appropriate actions and events!

Here are just a few of the almost limitless types 
of “freeform” gameplay you should think about 
employing. Chat to your friends over headsets 
and let them know what your plans are:
1. Attempt the challenges: These are usually 
in order, and fi nishing them all gives you a great 
sense of achievement!
2. Adventures: Figure out an awesome path 
(using this guide’s map for shortcut and off-
road information); and get all your friends to 
follow you —convoy style—over ramps, under 
bridges, off-road into the stock car track. What 
stock car track? Exactly! 
3. Convergence: Choose a destination (either 
one that’s easy to fi nd, like the Wildcats Base-
ball Stadium, or a diffi cult place to get to, like 
Silver Lake Island), and all meet up. Last one to 
reach the place loses!
4. Learning the basics: Make sure everyone 
warms up before starting any diffi cult chal-
lenges. For example, can everyone land a barrel 
roll every time? If not, show them how it’s done! 
Now try multiple barrel rolls!

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5. Invent your own challenges: Try jump-
ing over all the other players, or achieving 
10 (or any other number of) near misses on a 
specific road.
6. Other competitions: Pick a target (for 
example, locating 10 super jumps), and the fi rst 
person to reach that target wins.

Make Your Own Challenges: 
Examples
Interstate Baton Race

1. Position two players at each interstate toll 
booth. Start a one-on-one race (in Instant 
Freeburn mode, not in Race mode), and have 
the fi rst two rivals drive to the next toll booth. 
When one hits their friend, the “baton” is 
passed, and they drive to the next toll booth, 
and so on until an entire interstate loop is 
made. The fourth teammate who drives back to 
the fi rst toll booth to hit his fi rst teammate wins 
the game for the team!

Stock Car Slamming

2. Head to the stock car track. The last one to 
crash is the survivor, and winner!

3. Locate the top of a barn or warehouse roof, 
such as the one at guide map coordinates H4 
(the junction of Nelson Way and Lewis Pass) as 
part of a Freeburn Challenge. When the chal-
lenge is over, knock each other off; last man 
standing wins!

Red Rover
4. Known in the UK as British Bulldogs, this tag-
like game has the fi rst player driving from and 
to a preset destination, chosen by everyone, 
such as from the Lone Stallion Ranch to the 
Wind Farms, or across Silver Lake Island. The 
other players are positioned along the route, 
and the fi rst player must reach the destination 
without being “tagged.” “Tagged” can mean 
touched or wrecked, your choice, GJ!

Parking Paparazzi

5. Start power parking near one another, and 
put additional pressure on the last player to 
fi nish this move by following him around, to 
watch his technique and put him off. However, 
the “paparazzi” players can’t move or damage 
the parked cars!

Hanging On

6. Drive to the airfi eld in Silver Lake, ideally to 
complete the Freeburn Challenge that requires 
you to barrel roll through the fuselage sections 
at this point. While the slackers fi nish up this 
event, the ones who have fi nished this chal-
lenge drive to the ramped top of any of the barn 
hangars, and try to stay there while rivals try to 
knock them off!

Road Rules: Time and 
Showtime

The fi nal online aspect to perfect is to aim for 
the highest possible Time and Showtime scores. 
Time Events have you racing from one end of 
a specifi c road to the other, and recording the 
time. Showtime has you demolishing as many 
vehicles as possible in a continuous roll. Consult 
the Event Advice section for all the information.

If you don’t come in fi rst, 
you get nothing, so strategies for beating all the 
other cars will be essential.
  However, the route you take is completely up 
to you! Therefore, it becomes important for you 
to pore over this strategy guide map (showing 
all the shortcuts) in great detail, so you can learn 
the quickest routes possible. With this in mind, 
this portion of the book splits the races into dif-
ferent sections. 
  Each section showcases all the races ending 
at a particular compass direction, starting with 
north, and ending with northwest. From there, 
two excellent and cunning routes are plotted out 
for you, along with screenshots showing points 
of interest along the way.

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Additional
Pre-Race Advice
The better you know your way around the 
streets of Paradise City, the bigger the advan-
tage you’ll have over your rivals.

  It’s essential to choose the right car before 
you race. To reach the fi nish line before anyone 
else, your best bet in a race is a Speed car. You 
can win races in any class of car, but speed is 
ultimately your goal.

  Your car’s indicators blink when you approach 
a turn that is advantageous to your route.
  If you’re in a Stunt or Speed car, look out for 
all the jumps along the way to get some boost.
If you’re in an Aggression car, which is generally 
stronger than the other two classes of car, take 
down your rivals up to fi rst place and earn extra 
boost chunks.
  If you’re having problems being pushed 
around, move from a Speed to a stronger Stunt 
class vehicle.

  Look at the plotted-out race routes through-
out this chapter, and drive them, memorizing the 
turns prior to a race!

  Many races go past gas stations. Keep an eye 
out for them on the Crashnav when planning 
your route to gain a boost refi ll.

  Check out this guide’s map poster to see 
where all the ramp opportunities are. The blue 
arrows show where to get quick boost refi lls.

  Speed cars work supremely well in the White 
Mountain and Silver Lake neighborhoods. Boost 
chain through the drift corners to keep your 
speed maxed out.

  When you really learn the city, you can plan 
and take your own route to the fi nish line rather 
than following the indicator signs. There may be 
a straighter or faster way there, especially if the 
race goes near the interstate. 

  At that point in the game, you may fi nd the 
compass more useful than the fl ashing street 
signs.

  When you become a Grand Master at Burnout 
Paradise, you’ll ignore all the compass and 
map information completely, and use in-game 
landmarks to fi nd your way around!

Start Point: Gabriel and Manners

Route 1

Continue north along Gabriel, and merge onto 
Lambert Parkway while still heading north. 
Before you reach the intersection, optionally 
enter the building site to the right, and use the 
ramped exit onto Lambert.
  Simply drive through the traffi c, ideally stay-
ing in the middle of Lambert Parkway, all the 
way north, passing all the major intersections to 
your right. Eventually, you reach the Ocean View 
archway and can continue through to the fi nish.

Route 2

Instead of heading north directly, turn right and 
continue along Manners. Gain more speed as 
you head through the fi shing market warehous-
es and over the ramps, before merging back 
onto Manners.
  Take the small shortcut onto Evans and 
accelerate north. Although this route is longer, 
there’s less traffi c to worry about and Evans is 
a straight shot all the way to Franke. Head left, 
into the Franke Avenue shortcut, and onward to  
the fi nish.

 4. Driving Off
Start Point: West Lake and Nelson

Route 1

 Accelerate north on West Lake, ignoring the 
shortcut on your left, and power through the 
intersection with Chubb Lane. Continue heading 
northeast.
  Drive onward, over the two steel bridges, 
optionally using the super jump on your right. At 
the paint shop, swerve right, and enter the marina 
shortcut; it’s quicker than continuing onto East Lake.
  Drive onto the marina, back up, and merge 
back onto East Lake. Ignore the junction with 
West Crawford, and instead merge left at the 
intersection with Ross Drive.
  Optionally gain some boost by using the 
banked shortcuts and gaps, landing and boost-
ing through the junkyard, crossing Nelson, and 
optionally using the snaking shortcuts to reach 
the junction with Lawrence. 
  Enter Lawrence Road Tunnel, and accelerate 
strongly, optionally dropping into the left lane at 
the gap, toward the eastern end.
  Emerge from the tunnel, and immediately 
make a very sharp left turn onto Newton Drive. 
Follow this north to the fi nishing place. If you 
overshoot Newton, skid left onto Lambert instead.

Route 2

Swing around and journey southeast down West 
Lake Drive. At the parking lot, merge onto the 
shortcut road by the side of Silver Lake.
  Accelerate down the hill, using the ramps 
on the building to gain boost, and merge onto 
Geldard Drive at the top of the dam. You can 
optionally drop down onto Casey Pass here, but 
a safer option is to stay on Geldard.
  Follow the winding tunnels to the intersection 
with East Lake Drive, and head east, but slow 
down so you make the shortcut curve through the 
billboard, and onto I-88. Turn right so you don’t 

land in the middle of the interstate wall and crash.
Accelerate strongly as you speed south down 
the interstate, as it curves around to the east. 
Continue on this easterly path, keeping to the 
far left. 
  As you approach over Parr Avenue, brake 
sharply, spin 180 degrees, and drop off the gap 
from the interstate to Parr. Then speed up as 
you head toward the fi nish on Lambert Parkway.

 5. High Noon Club
Start Point: South Mountain and Lucas

Route 1

Upper: Head northeast from the starting point, 
and head left, onto the shortcut that leads to 
the train tracks. Accelerate across the bridge, 
staying on the tracks.
  Accelerate strongly and line yourself up for the 
ramp at the northeastern end of the train tracks, 
leap over, and land on the interstate itself. Drop 
off onto Parr and continue up Lambert Parkway 
to the fi nish.

Route 2

Lower: Jet off the starting line, ignoring the 
shortcuts, and aim for the suspension bridge 
entrance. Accelerate through the bridge, using 
the super jumps if you wish.
  Head along South Bay Expressway, but slow 
as you reach Hall Avenue, and swing left, head-

you head toward the fi nish on Lambert Parkway.you head toward the fi nish on Lambert Parkway.

You can continue along the inter-
state before dropping off near Man-
ners Ave. Look for these opportuni-
ties, as there are many, and some 

don’t involve braking.
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ing north. At the next turn (Manners), make a 
right, and follow Manners east. Use the shortcut 
off Manners to cut across to Evans. Proceed 
to Franke and continue on to the fi nish as 
described in race #1.

Part 2: Northeast 
(The Coast Guard 
Headquarters)

 1. Rollercoaster
Start Point: Young and Hubbard

Route 1

Start by heading north along Hubbard, ignoring 
the shortcuts, and accelerating past the right 
turn onto 2nd. Pass the interstate bridge to 
your left, and at the long looping corner, use the 
shortcut to your right.
  Merge back onto Hubbard at the top of the 
turn, then make a sharp left onto Lambert 
Parkway and accelerate north.
  Pass by 9th Street, then look for a line of 
white barriers on your right. Skid through them, 
before you reach East Crawford, and drive onto 
the train yard. Head through the warehouse and 
onto the northern end of Hamilton, then merge 
onto East Crawford.
  Follow East Crawford Drive along the beach-
front area, weaving in and out of traffi c and 
avoiding the central road islands. Use any of the 
ramps if boosting is an issue. The gas station 
at Nakamura should have solved that problem, 
though.
  Boost east, passing all the luxury hotels to 
your right, and aim straight for the Coast Guard 
HQ fi nishing place, just past Patterson.

Route 2

Follow Hubbard north, but cut through the short-
cut to your right, just before 2nd. Merge onto 2nd, 

and follow it all the way through to the bridge.
Speed through Downtown, avoiding the traffi c, 
and look for signs for Root Avenue up ahead. 
  Merge into the park entrance on your left.
Speed through the park, and stay heading 
northeast, into the construction yard. Keep right 
so you enter the narrow lower shortcut that 
brings you out onto Webster heading north; 
don’t take the super jump because your direc-
tion after landing isn’t ideal.
  Enter the tunnel on Webster, accelerating 
north out of it, pass the parking structure, steer 
right slightly at the junction with 7th, under the 
interstate bridge, and continue north to the fi nish.

 2. Avant Guard
Start Point: Young and 1st

Route 1

Turn and head east on 1st Street, and look for 
either of the construction shortcuts on your left, 
before you hit Evans. Follow this underground 
shortcut north, on a parallel route to Evans. Merge 
back onto Evans at the intersection with 5th Street.
  Immediately steer right slightly onto the 
grassy shortcut that cuts across Franke, emerg-
ing onto Young at the auto repair shop. Cut across 
into the underground parking lot at the corner of 
Young and Paradise, then drive north on Paradise 
to the sunken 7th Street highway. Skid right, onto 
any of the three parallel roads of 7th Street. Fol-
low one of them east to the Twin Bridges, and join 
Webster at 4th. Then head to victory!

Route 2

Instead of heading east, continue north on 
Young. Make sure you bear right at the junkyard 
and intersection with Hamilton, and continue to 
speed up as you enter the Twin Bridges district. 
  Continue toward the auto repair shop (on 
your right), skid into the underground parking 
lot, and follow the route to the fi nish.

 3. Coast to Coast
Start Point: Warren and Manners

Route 1

This is very straightforward. Accelerate north on 
Warren toward the four-way intersection, then 
keep straight onto Hamilton. Drive northeast, 
either to the start of Race 2 (Young and 1st), or 
through the warehouse shortcut to your right, 
and through the construction shortcut that leads 
to Lambert Parkway. Either way, continue to your 
goal using either of Race 2’s routes.

Route 2

Ignore the route to the north, and turn right, 
continuing northeast along Manners, cross-
ing the river bridge, and heading through the 
shortcut at King Avenue and Harber.
  Skid onto Fry and head north, using the 
shortcut under the police headquarters to cut 
the corner of Fry and 2nd. Follow 2nd east, to 
the park and  the Root intersection. Proceed on 
the shortcut, following the route to the fi nish.

 4. Save Ferris
Start Point: West Crawford and Nelson

Route 1

Begin heading north on West Crawford, and 
follow the road as it winds through the coun-
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tryside. Just before the Crawford Tunnel, skid 
right, and head into the shortcut to the right.
Accelerate through the muddy tunnel, emerging 
on North Rouse Drive heading south. Keep your 
speed up now that you’re on the tarmac!
  Use the shortcuts on North Rouse if you 
wish, but slide left as you reach the entrance 
to the Lawrence Road Tunnel. Accelerate all the 
way through to the other side, and make your 
second turn left, sharply skidding onto Lambert. 
Follow that north to the fi nish.

Route 2

Ignore West Crawford, and instead head south-
east along Nelson Way, optionally using the 
shortcut at the ranger station. At the junction 
with Ross Drive, skid left, optionally using the 
snaking paths that run parallel. You end up at 
the junction with North Rouse and Lawrence 
Road Tunnel. Enter the tunnel and follow the 
route northeast to East Crawford and the fi nish.

 5. Going Coastal
Start Point: Nelson and Lewis

Route 1

This starting point is only one junction away 
from Race #4, so simply journey south-
east along Nelson to the junction with West 
Crawford, and follow either of the routes of the 
previous race.

Route 2

Try this variation: follow the path to take the 
Crawford Tunnel, emerging on the winding path 
that eventually leads toward East Crawford. 
Pass Newton as you enter Palm Bay Heights, 
and stay on Crawford all the way to the fi nishing 
place.

Part 3: East (The
Waterfront Plaza)

 1. Plain Sailing
Start Point: East Crawford and Moore

Route 1

Follow East Crawford, dodging the traffi c and 
road islands, and head toward the northeastern 
fi nishing place at the Coast Guard HQ.
  Accelerate through the warehouse shortcut 
from Crawford, bringing you out onto Angus 
Wharf. Accelerate south on Angus.
  Keep your speed up as you race south on 
Angus Wharf, all the way to the fi nishing place.

Route 2

Start by heading east on Crawford, but look for 
the shortcut on your right, just before you reach 
Patterson. This leads to a ramped area that 
allows you access onto the interstate.
  Speed up on the interstate. You can fl y off at 

the billboard if you wish, but a quicker path is to 
pass by the toll booths on the right, exiting onto 
Webster via the shortcut.
  Emerge from the covered area heading south 
on Webster, and look for the red stripes of the 
construction yard at the corner of Webster and An-
dersen. Skid left sharply, and cruise to the fi nish.

 2. Waterway to Go
Start Point: Hubbard and South Rouse

Route 1

Head east along Hubbard, optionally heading 
through the tunnel for a shorter excursion to the 
junction with Harber. 

  Ignore this turn and instead continue north to 
the shortcut just before 2nd Street. Cut across 
the corner of 2nd, and continue traveling east 
on this road.
  Pass the junction with Lambert Parkway and 
boost forward, heading directly for the bridge 
that leads into Downtown.
 Once over the bridge, avoid the traffi c and 
continue along 2nd until you reach the intersec-
tion with Root Avenue. Cut across the park, 
then head through the construction building, 
choosing either the ground or super jump exit, 
quickly dropping onto Andersen, heading east to 
the fi nish.

Route 2

Accelerate along Hubbard using the same path 

Waterfront Plaza)

junction with Harber. junction with Harber. 
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as Route 1, but swing right at the junction with 
Harber. Follow it as it winds south then meets up 
with the junction of Young and Lambert.
  You can choose Route 1 or 2 of Race #3 from 
here, or head northeast along Lambert, to the 
junction with 2nd Street, and boost east, follow-
ing this race’s Route 1.

 3. Pleasure Cruise
Start Point: Harber and Lambert

Route 1

Journey north to the triangular intersection with 
1st Street, and boost east, maximizing your 
speed for the jump over the broken bridge, into 
Downtown.
  Land on 1st Street in the River City District 
near Downtown, and boost along 1st. Although 
you can head up the ramp to the El Train, then 
drop off and head to the Wildcats Baseball 
Stadium, it is slightly quicker to cut the corner at 
1st and Root.
  Use another shortcut through construction 
to steer onto 2nd, but ignore the park and 
continue east, all the way to Angus Wharf. Skid 
left, and use the Rayfi eld Grand Hotel shortcut 
to the goal.

Route 2
Instead of heading along Lambert, follow Harber 
east and then turn northeast on Hamilton, using 
the warehouse shortcut to reach 1st Street. Then 
complete the race using Route 1. 

 4. Eastern Promise
Start Point: Lucas and Schembri

Route 1

Swing around and ensure you’re traveling south 
on Lucas, using the shortcut on the left, through 
the timber building to reach the intersection 
with Hans.
  Continue south through the trailer park, and 
skid left onto the shortcut leading to the train 
tracks. Boost across the suspension bridge 
above the expressway.
  At the eastern end of the bridge, locate the 
ramp on the train tracks, and use it to land on 
the interstate. Head east at top speed along this 
intersection section.
  Stay on your preferred side of the interstate, 
either heading into traffi c for extra boost, or 
remaining on the other side for a safer path. 
  Continue all the way to the toll booth in 
Downtown Paradise.
  Pass through the toll booth, and head into the 
tunnel under Webster (you can take the shortcut 
leading to the Wildcats Baseball Stadium before 
the tunnel, if you wish). Head north on I-88, 
then locate the ramp in the middle of the road 
that lands you on Webster above. Skid right off 
the shortcut, and proceed to the goal.

Route 2

For the alternate route, weave down Schembri 
(or take the Super Jump), merge onto Chubb, 
and take West Lake southeastwards, across the 
parking lot to the shortcut: the lakeside road that 
leads to Geldard, above the dam.
  Cross the dam, then wind through the tun-
nels to the junction with Manners, East Lake, 
and Hubbard. Continue east, along Hubbard, 
crossing the bridge over the Interstate, through 
another small tunnel and out to the junction 

with South Rouse. The remainder of the race 
should be selected from either path on Race #2 
(detailed previously).

 5. Plaza Endurance
Start Point: Cannon and Nelson

Route 1

Begin this cross-city race heading southeast 
along Cannon Pass, cutting through the parking 
lot at the junction with West/East Lake, and 
then drive onto the marina shortcut.
Skid back onto East Lake Drive, and continue 
heading southeast until you reach the junction 
with Ross. Turn left slightly, onto Ross.
  Cross Nelson and stay on Ross, optionally 
using the snaking shortcut for additional boost. 
Then cross into Lawrence Road Tunnel and 
increase your speed.
  Head directly east as you zoom out of the 
tunnel, onto 7th Street, and look for the shortcut 
on your right, just before you spot the El Train 
tracks. Skid right, and drive onto Franke Avenue.
  Once on Franke, it’s a straight shot across 
the bridge and into Downtown. At Paradise 
City Square, skid left and head into the base 
of the shopping mall, then out onto Andersen. 
Optionally take the El Train ramp, land back on 
Andersen, and accelerate straight to the fi nish.

Route 2

Instead of heading down Cannon Pass, journey 
northeast along Nelson Way, optionally using 
the storage barn shortcuts to the south along 
the way.
  Continue along Nelson until you reach the 
junction with Lewis Pass, and ignore it. Stay on 
Nelson as it bends southeast.
  At the next junction with West Crawford 
Drive, jet across to the east, then follow the 
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road southeast, all the way to the junction with 
Ross, and continue to the tunnel. Follow Route 
1 to the fi nish.

Part 4: Southeast 
(The Wildcats
Baseball Stadium)

 1. Stealing 1st
Start Point: Webster and 7th

Route 1

Immediately continue along Webster, weaving 
south, passing the parking structure, entering the 
small tunnel, and heading out the other side.
  Continue heading south on Webster, watching 
for cross-traffi c and using the middle ramps if 
extra boost is needed.
  Continue on Webster heading directly south. 
The road passes under another small tunnel, 
and once on the other side, you should be able 
to spot the fi nish.

It is important to learn that the fi nishing place is 
outside the baseball stadium, on the intersec-
tion of Angus Wharf, Webster Avenue, and 1st 
Street.

Route 2

This takes a little more skill. Head onto the 
parking lot to the left of Webster, and locate the 
ramp pointing toward the interstate. Leap onto 
the toll booth, and land without crashing.
  Drive into the interstate tunnel underneath 
Webster, and increase your speed. At any time 
before you reach the southern corner, move to 
the middle and line yourself up with a ramp. 
Jump out, onto Webster, and follow the remain-
der of Route 1 to your goal.

 2. Curveball
Start Point: Lambert and East Crawford

Route 1

Accelerate south down Lambert before making 
a sharp left turn at 7th Street, heading down the 
southern of the two split lanes.
  Skid right, head into the shortcut that leads 
to Franke Avenue, and then follow Franke south-
east, toward the bridge leading to Downtown.
  Once in Downtown, pass through the middle 
of Paradise Square, continue on Franke to its 
end, and merge onto 2nd Street heading east. 
  Pass the park and make a sharp right turn 
onto Webster. You’re a block north of your goal

Route 2

Instead of turning left onto 7th, make a sharp, 
controlled left turn a block from your starting 
point, onto 9th Street, and follow it east, locating 
this shortcut on the corner of 9th and Nakamura.
This allows a straight shot onto the interstate 
on-ramp. Once on the interstate, accelerate 
wildly, and follow the road south, through the toll 
booths to 2nd Street. Proceed on the same route 
as described in race #16 (route 2) to the fi nish.

 3. Race for the Plate
Start Point: South Bay Expressway and South 
Rouse

Route 1

Travel east along the expressway, optionally 
using any of the parallel shortcuts to increase 
your boost.
  Keep this up until you reach the junction with 
Manners; keep to the right and use the shortcut 
by the ocean. Keep this up as you reach the fi sh 
market warehouses on your left and right. Stay 
right, and merge onto Harber.
  Keep up your speed as you head along 
Harber, and be sure to head into the covered 
Exhibit Hall thoroughfare, leading to the left 
curve. Avoid heading into the baseball stadium 
itself; stay on the road to reach the fi nish.

Route 2

Alternately, follow Route 1 until you reach the 
junction with Gabriel. Skid left and travel north 
up this road. A block farther north is the inter-
state on-ramp.
  Turn right, head onto the interstate route, and 
keep going along it at high speed, making sure 
you have a good, straight racing line as you pass 
through the toll booths.
  As the road drops down into the tunnel, look 
for a shortcut on the right side, and take it, 
leading onto the Exhibit Hall main road. Follow it 
as it curves around to the fi nish line.

to spot the fi nish.
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 4. Call of the Wild
Start Point: Nelson and Lucas

Route 1
Ignore Lucas and instead head southeast on 
Nelson and onto West Lake, optionally using 
any of the parallel shortcuts. Power across the 
junction with Chubb.
  Keep on your southeast trajectory, staying on 
West Lake all the way to the junction with South 
Mountain Drive.
  Accelerate down South Mountain Drive, and 
line yourself up with the ramp that allows you to 
fl y off the cliff, landing on the road below. Skid 
left at the junction with the expressway, and 
cross the suspension bridge.
  Cross the bridge, and continue to work your 
way along the South Bay Expressway, all the 
way to the junction with South Rouse, after 
which you can choose either of the routes from 
the previous Race.

Route 2

Begin as you did in route 1, but once on the bridge, 
use a middle ramp to land on the train tracks, and 
stay on them instead of dropping down. 

Continue along this train track above the road 
bridge until you reach this ramp, and land on 
the interstate, accelerating and heading east 
until you reach the victory line.

 5. Baseball Battle
Start Point: North Rouse and Lewis

Route 1

Begin with a strong acceleration southeast, 
through the tunnel, and down North Rouse 
heading along this mountain road.
  Head farther down North Rouse, past the 
heliport, and winding down to the junction with 
Lawrence Tunnel. Enter the tunnel heading east 
at speed, and exit out onto 7th Street. Now fol-
low the rest of Race #2 Route 1 to the fi nish.

Part 5: South
(The Naval Yard)

 1. Deep South
Start Point: East Crawford and Hudson

Route 1

Head south on Hudson, then make a cunning 
off-road decision and steer onto the railroad 
tracks, and boost southeast.
  Skid south and launch over 7th Street using 
one of the concrete ramps, land in the train 
yard, then exit via Smash #12, landing after the 
short drop onto Glancey.
  If you land perfectly, you’ll have an excellent 
racing line at the junction of Glancey and 4th 
Street, into the shortcut that cuts diagonally, 
leading you into Andersen.
  Jet across Anderson, up the concrete short-
cut, and off the drop, driving from north to south 
through the park.
  Continue due south, into the shortcut in the 
middle of the park block of 2nd Street, which 
curves west slightly and allows you access onto 
Harber Street on the opposite side of the road 
from the auto repair shop.

Boost west along Harber until you reach the 
fi sh market warehouse shortcuts, and power 
through them, merging onto the expressway 
soon afterward.
  Keep your speed up as you head along the 
South Bay Expressway, all the way to the naval 
yard, which is just before Hall Avenue.

Route 2

This is slightly less direct, but offers wider thor-
oughfares. Start by driving east, then southeast 
onto the shortcut leading through the billboard, 
and onto the interstate.
  Increase your speed as you tear along the in-
terstate, boosting past the toll booths, and into 
the tunnel under Webster. Continue at speed, 
and choose a central ramp, or roadway either 
side, to merge up and into Webster.
  Once on Webster, tear under the southeast 
fi nishing place by the Wildcats Baseball Sta-
dium, skid right, and power along Harber before 
following the remainder of Route 1 to your goal.

 2. The Duel
Start Point: Hamilton and 7th

Route 1

Head directly south down Hamilton, past the 
parking structure after zipping between 3rd 
Street’s crossroads.
  After Hamilton merges, continue almost 
directly south, passing the junkyard and gas 
station, and keep pointing south as you cross 
1st Street.
  Continue south all the way to the intersection 
where Hamilton ends and Harber continues in 
a southwest direction. Almost instantly, make 
an easy left onto Shepherd, taking you across 
Manners and all the way to the expressway, and 
the fi nal race to the fi nish!

stay on them instead of dropping down. 
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Route 2

There’s a slight variation to this route; begin by 
heading south as in Route 1, but at the intersec-
tion with Harber, head south onto Warren Avenue.
  A block later, you’re on Manners, and the 
junction where the expressway begins. Boost 
south onto the expressway, opting to use the 
shortcut warehouse ramps at the fi sh market if 
you wish, and continue on to the fi nish.

 3. Man O’ War
Start Point: 3rd and Angus

Route 1

Begin with a boost south, along Angus Wharf, 
and curve your racing line around to the junc-
tion with Webster, heading under the southeast 
fi nishing place. Then continue on the road as it 
turns into Harber. Then follow Race #1 Route 1 
from that point to the victory line.

Route 2
Turn right, and jet off west along 3rd for two 
blocks, lining yourself up with the park en-
trance. Blast through the concrete arch, across 
the park, and onto 2nd Street.
  Remain on 2nd Street through the rest of 
Downtown, heading west across the bridge, 
and a block after Evans, make a sharp left, onto 
Hamilton. You can now choose either of Race 
#2’s routes.

 4. Torpedo Run
Start Point: North Mountain and Hans

Route 1

The reason for this race name becomes apparent 
when you reach the suspension bridge. To get 
there, head south as North Mountain becomes 
South Mountain. Use this shortcut if you wish.
Power down this mountain road, passing the 
gas station and Lone Stallion Ranch, and make 
a massive acceleration across the suspension 
bridge, from the west to eastern end. From here, 
it is two short blocks to the fi nish.

Route 2

A longer, but no less entertaining route can lead 
you away from the rival drivers. Head east along 
Hans, following the road and the shortcut, to 
this junction with Lucas. Optionally, head south 
down Lucas, and join Route 1.
  Or, build up speed heading from Hans, past 
the junkyard, to South Mountain Drive and 
south, past the quarry entrance, and then off the 
cliffside jump. A block later, take a sharp left, 
onto the suspension bridge. Then follow Route 1 
for the rest of the race.

 5. Hard Fort 
Start Point: North Rouse and Read

Route 1

The fi rst part of this race is concerned with exit-
ing the northwestern region; head east, using 
North Rouse’s shortcut, and cut the corner. Keep 
going to the tunnel entrance.
  The next route is long, but simple. Stay on 
North Rouse and ride it all the way past the 
intersection with Ross and Lawrence, head 
across the interstate, drive into the tunnel, and 
emerge as the road changes to South Rouse, in 
Harbor Town. Travel south a block, then turn left 
on Hall, and follow that across Lambert Park-
way, for a straight shot down to the victory line. 
Don’t forget to skid left across the fi nish!

Route 2

Follow the path of Route 1 all the way to the 
junction with I-88. Instead of cutting across and 
continuing on Rouse, enter the interstate, driving 
to the left side, and heading to the fi rst off-ramp. 
This leads to Lambert Parkway, and a turn back 
onto South Rouse. Follow that to a right turn 
onto the expressway, and the naval yard.

Part 6: Southwest 
(The Lone Stallion 
Ranch)

 1. Horse Power
Start Point: 8th and Hudson

Route 1

Turn to face west, and drive a couple of blocks 
to Moore. Head right, and then drive up and onto 
I-88. Accelerate strongly along the interstate, all 
the way to the toll booths, curving round to the 
south, across the bridge. Keep right as you enter 
the interstate tunnel.
  Emerge from the tunnel, keeping to the 
right, and head through another set of toll 
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booths. Make a right on the off-ramp road, 
which winds back and around onto the end of 
Lambert Parkway. At the junction, turn left onto 
Manners. Speed through the tunnel, then turn 
right at the exit, into the tunnel.
  Emerge from the tunnel onto Casey Pass, 
drive over the super jump at the base of the 
dam, skid around the corner, and drive up and 
onto South Mountain Drive, heading south. 
Follow the bend to the right, and the fi nish is up 
ahead, just before the junction with Lucas.

Route 2

Instead of heading east, move southeast down 
Glancey and follow the edge of the river, turning 
onto 4th Street heading west. This becomes King 
Avenue. Continue to boost south before merging 
onto Harber. 
 A second later, merge onto the beginning of 
South Bay Expressway, using the fi sh market 
warehouses as a shortcut. Follow the express-
way west, all the way to the suspension bridge, 
where this joins Route 1 near the fi nish.

 2. Final Furlong
Start Point: Hamilton and 3rd

Route 1

A straightforward run south is all that’s needed 
here. Boost through the junction with 1st Street, 
following Hamilton as it changes into Harber 
Street, and at the next left, skid onto Shepherd 
Street, heading south. Cross Manners to reach 
the expressway. The rest of the route is west 
along the expressway to the suspension bridge, 
then along South Mountain Drive to the fi nish.

Route 2

Follow under the El Train to the junction with 
1st, then make a right and merge onto Lambert 
Parkway, heading southwest. At the grassy 
corner with Parr, drive onto Parr until you reach 
Manners, and skid right. Head west one block, 
then turn sharply left, moving south on Hall. 
Then drive to the expressway bridge, and then 
the Ranch.

 3. Spaghetti Western
Start Point: Harber and Glancey

Route 1

Begin by looking for the steps at the starting 
junction that allow you to head up and onto the 
interstate, then boost toward the toll booths at 
high speed, and follow the interstate as it winds 
southwest, then west again.
  After you see the parking structure on your 
right, continue to boost, but look for the fl ashing 
warning barriers on the right edge, and drop 
down. Land on Manners and continue west, then 
swerve left at Hall, and continue to the goal.

Route 2

This is a simple affair. Boost west along Harber 
Street, passing the auto repair shop and staying 
under the interstate bridge, before you merge 
onto Race #1’s Route 2 at King Avenue. Follow 
that path along the South Bay Expressway to 
the goal.

 4. Full Gallop
Start Point: Nelson and Chubb

Route 1

Take Nelson south, all the way down past the 
gas station, through the junction with Lucas, 
and make the turn at Chubb. Boost south past 
Tindle’s Mine to Hans, and screech right, then 
almost immediately left so you skid onto Lucas. 
Accelerate south all the way to the end of Lu-
cas, and skid left, through the fi nishing place.

Route 2

This starts with the same boost south along 
Nelson, but instead of turning at the intersec-
tion with Chubb, continue on Nelson, passing the 
parking lot, until you hit South Mountain Drive, 
then accelerate down South Mountain, and over 
the ramp that cuts out the fi nal loop. Land and 
drive to the fi nish.

 5. Demolition Derby
Start Point: East Lake and Ross

Route 1

Head south down East Lake, following the coast 
of the lake itself, optionally heading into the 
tunnel, and following the road to the junction 
with Nelson. From here, head to Geldard and 
speed onto the dam.
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As soon as you round the corner onto the top of 
the dam, fi nd the opening on your left, and drop 
off the side of the dam to the metal platform 
halfway down. Drive west, off the edge of the 
platform, land on Casey Pass, and follow it south 
to South Mountain Drive, then onward to victory!

Route 2

This route is exactly the same as Route 1, until 
you reach the dam. Instead of the potentially 
dangerous drop down to Casey Pass, head 
to the shortcut area that merges onto South 
Mountain Drive, then take the clifftop ramp drop 
down, and proceed to the goal.

Part 7: West (The 
Wind Farm)

 1. Race to the Summit
Start Point: Franke and Young

Route 1

Take a trip south down Young, using the parking 
lot shortcut by the gas station to merge onto 
2nd Street. Then skid onto Lambert Parkway, 
follow that past the triangular intersection, and 
stay on Lambert as it winds west.
  Follow Lambert all the way to the junction 
with Manners and Geldard, and cross Manners, 
looping around into the Geldard Tunnel that 
leads to the top of the dam. Speed across it, into 
the shortcut by the water’s edge. Boost out onto 
West Lake, and accelerate through Sunset Valley 
village, all the way to the junction with Nelson.
  Follow Nelson northwest to the junction with 
Uphill Drive, and make a sharp left onto this 
road. There’s a trio of nasty switchbacks as 
you rise up; take the shortcut as you reach the 

middle one if you need to. Continue all the way 
to the junction with North Mountain, and the 
fi nish line.

Route 2

Ignore Young and instead look for the road to 
the right of Franke Avenue. Head down Evans, 
along the southbound covered roadway, until 
you reach the expressway. Use the regular 
shortcuts if you wish, traveling all the way along 
the expressway and over the bridge.
  Travel west, passing Lone Stallion Ranch, and 
then drive up South Mountain Drive along the 
twists and turns, fi nding the shortcuts that you 
need. Pass Schembri, and enter the shortcut 
through the concrete pipe just north of here, 
dashing out at the junction with Uphill Drive and 
through the fi nish line.

 2. Go West!
Start Point: Newton and East Crawford

Route 1

Make a turn right, moving onto West Crawford, 
and enter the hills, making sure you maneuver 
into the tunnel.

The rest of the middle of your journey is along 
these train tracks. Ride them across the rickety 
bridge, across the northern suspension bridge, 
through the tunnel, and between the two dirt 
ramps and sheds leading to billboards. Pass 

through the yellow steel bridge, and power 
south toward the bridge where Uphill Drive 
starts. Take the shortcut on the right, join Uphill 
just right of the bridge over the train tracks, and 
wind up Uphill Drive to fi nish.

Route 2

Make a quick acceleration south, but skid right 
at the tunnel entrance, onto Lawrence Road. 
Speed through the tunnel, exiting at the junction 
with North Rouse. Speed across onto Ross, and 
follow that to the junction with Nelson. Here, 
make a right, and head northeast, past the 
ranger station.
  Stay on Nelson as you head past West 
Crawford, and wind through the mountains, 
passing the storage depots, zipping past Frankie’s 
Campground on your left, and winding up the 
vista hill to the junction with Uphill Drive. Finish 
using this switchback-heavy road.

 3. Spin City
Start Point: 1st and Glancey

Route 1

Jet forward heading west along 1st Street; this 
is an excellent run, especially if you head up 
the ramp onto the El Train, and jump the broken 
bridge from this height. Continue to blast for-
ward, toward the triangular junction where you 
can easily merge onto Lambert. Follow Race 
#1’s Route 1 the rest of the way.
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Route 2

Start by heading along 1st Street west as you 
would in Route 1, but turn left through the 
shortcut across Fry, then through the forecourt 
shortcut near the sundial to reach Harber and 
King. Cross the bridge, and merge onto Race 
#1’s Route 2, following that to the goal.

 4. Catch My Drift
Start Point: South Bay Expressway and Hall

Route 1

Make sure you learn Race #1’s Route 1 before 
you try this one. Launch your vehicle heading 
west on the South Bay Expressway, but skid 
right onto South Rouse, traveling up two blocks 
to Lambert Parkway, and follow Race #1 Route 
1 the rest of the way.

Route 2

This starting point occurs midway through 
Route 2 of Race #1. Therefore, you should also 
attempt to continue west along the expressway, 
following the middle and latter part of this 
earlier route, to the goal.

 5. Power Surge
Start Point: Hans and West Lake 

Route 1

Steer northwest along West Lake as it heads 
into Sunset Valley village, and continue to your 
goal by following the latter portions of Race #1 
Route 1.

Route 2

This is a good alternate route, if you can prop-
erly skid through the sharp curves and corners. 
Head west along Hans, and then skid right at 
the junction with Lucas. Follow Lucas, ideally 
using the timber building shortcut. At the junc-
tion with Schembri Pass, make a left and go up 
the pass all the way to South Mountain Road. 
The goal is north of you.

Part 8: Northwest 
(Crystal Summit
Observatory)

 1. Tunnel Vision
Start Point: Glancey and 7th

Route 1

The fi rst half of this road trip is almost entirely 
straight. Head straight along 7th, down into the 
sunken highway before emerging and continu-
ing west through the junction with Lambert, 
into Lawrence Road Tunnel. At the western end, 
swerve right, and begin to climb North Rouse.
  The road north is winding, but keep on North 
Rouse for the most direct path. Pass over the 
tunnel, through the tunnel to the weather sta-
tion area, and continue, heading west, across 
the entirety of hillside pass (this part of North 
Rouse road). Use the shortcuts, especially in 
the middle of the road as the main paths split 
slightly.
  Race across the junction of North Mountain 
Drive and Read Lane, and almost immediately skid 
left into the shortcut, bearing right as the shortcut 
path branches left and right. This leads to a drop 
and the straightest shot to the fi nish line!

Route 2

Route 2 is a little more convoluted, but still 
worth a shot. Head west on the sunken high-
way, as in Route 1, but make a sharp right onto 
Newton, then skid left onto West Crawford. 
  Follow the winding path to the tunnel en-
trance, and make sure you head into the train 
tunnel.
  Emerge at full speed from the tunnel, and 
cross the rickety bridge, boosting west and 
crossing the suspension bridge, but slow down 
for an accurate escape onto the narrow dirt exit 
path just before the tunnel. This allows access 
onto Read Lane. Drive up, along the switchback 
to the junction with North Mountain Drive, and 
complete the race using the shortcut.

 2. Far, Far Away
Start Point: 2nd and Root

Route 1
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This is one of the longest races, so prepare 
yourself! Begin on Root, but head up Franke 
Avenue, crossing the bridge, and taking the 
shortcut that allows you access onto 7th Street. 
Here, you can choose to continue on Race #1’s 
Route 1 or 2.

Route 2

Begin on Root as before, heading up Franke, but 
turn left just after crossing the bridge, driving 
into the covered section of 5th Street. Acceler-
ate up and out, then make a right turn onto 
Hamilton. Skid left onto 7th Street. Here, you can 
choose to continue on Race #1’s Route 1 or 2.

 3. Reach for the Stars
Start Point: South Rouse and Lambert

Route 1

The fi rst route is straightforward. Boost onto the 
interstate on-ramp and roar north, through the 
toll booths and crossing the broken overpass 
sections and onto North Rouse itself. Follow this 
road to the junction with Ross, and from here, 
continue using the plans detailed in Route 1 of 
Race #1.

Route 2

This is a completely new route compared to the 
previous plans. Begin by heading west along 

Lambert, but head under the interstate bridge, 
and wind up at the start of East Lake Drive, and 
the junction where Race #4 begins.
  From here, head right onto Nelson Way and 
boost north, heading up past the airfi eld (on your 
left), passing the junction with Ross and the junc-
tion with West Crawford. Continue along Nelson 
through the mountains near the storage depots.
  Make the turn at Read Lane’s southern end, 
and power up this winding road, joining Race 
#1 Route 2 as it merges onto Read Lane. Then 
continue up to the top of Read, and use the 
shortcut to reach the fi nishing place.

 4. Lakeside Getaway
Start Point: Nelson and East Lake

Route 1

The fi rst route to take from this starting place is 
the last 80 percent of Race #2’s Route 2. Start 
at the junction with Rack Way and follow Nelson 
Way north.

Route 2

Route 2 begins similarly, with you driving north 
on Nelson, but when you reach Rack Way, make 
a right, and wind past the water treatment 
facility, all the way to North Rouse. Join this, 
and head north, completing the race using the 
course from Race #1, Route 1.

 5. Mano a Mano
Start Point: North Mountain and Schembri

Route 1

This exciting duel race is simply a task to see 
who can head north along South Mountain Drive, 
then North Mountain Drive the fastest. Begin by 
heading into the shortcut, moving through the 
concrete pipe, and out at the Wind Farm  . 
 Continue to boost north, leaping the gap 
where the billboard is, and then optionally tak-
ing the shortcut to avoid the small tunnel and S 
bends.

Continue along North Mountain Drive, and into 
the two small tunnels that lead to Dead Man’s 
Curve. Use the super jump shortcut to easily 
sail past your foe! For a fi nale, head up the 
shortcut and drop off the concrete area next 
to the fi nish line. A vertical Takedown (almost 
impossible to time) is an impressive (but purely 
optional) way to win!

Road Rage Events
Overview
Welcome to Road Rage! This type of event has 
you swiping, crashing, and fi nally taking down a 
series of rivals before a time limit runs out or your 
vehicle becomes completely wrecked. This chap-
ter details the possibilities and tactics to ensure 
that you fi nish these events with the maximum 
number of Takedowns and the minimum number 
of crashes. Use the cunning tactics herein to 
ensure a decisive victory, and earn a Takedown 
score you can boast to your friends about!

Part 1: Before You Race

1. When cruising the mean streets of Paradise 
City for a Road Rage Event, make sure that your 
vehicle is up to the task. Choose an Aggression-
class vehicle; it increases its boost when you 
execute a Takedown, which is the main task in 
this event! Choosing other classes makes your 
Road Rages more diffi cult.
2. Before the race begins, double-check your 
vehicle’s statistics in the Junkyard section of 
this book. You want a car with high strength and 
lives. Strength is important, as the stronger the 
car, the easier it is to crash into other cars and 
take them down. You can also view adversaries 
during a race, compare their strength to yours, 
and learn which vehicles are going to be easier 
to slam into than others. 
3. Study the map of Paradise City, and pay 
attention to the 11 auto repair shops, and (to 
a lesser extent) the 14 gas stations dotted 
throughout the city. Although you can drive 
anywhere during a Road Rage, heading to auto 
repair shops becomes important to continue 
your Road Rage Event.

4. The number of Takedowns you must complete 
varies throughout your game. The same event 
requires more Takedowns the farther into the 
game you are. Also, the type of rival cars you 
have varies depending upon your vehicle, so you 
won’t be completely outclassed. The number of 
takedowns starts at three, and maxes out at 25 
(when you’re approaching Elite status).

Part 2: Takedown Tactics

1. Once you begin a Road Rage Event, you have 
a group of fi ve or six rivals, all jostling you. They 
swarm around you but you don’t need to follow 
them (although it helps your timer if you do 
follow, then slam into them). You have three to 
fi ve minutes (depending on your License grade) 
to complete as many Takedowns as you want. 
For every Takedown you manage, fi ve seconds 
is added to your timer.
2. Executing a Takedown is straightforward: sim-
ply knock into a car and cause it to crash into a 
wall or other vehicle. Remember! The stronger 
your vehicle, the easier these maneuvers are to 
execute! Try one of these initial methods: 
A. You can do this by tapping your front corner into 
their back corner and causing them to fi shtail.
B. You can ram them squarely in the trunk.
C. You can sideswipe them.
D. You can crash into their front corners with 
your front corners.
3. You can attempt a number of different 
takedowns during the course of a Road Rage. 
All give you one additional point, so none are 
necessarily “better,” although some take more 
skill to pull off:

A. The Takedown: Simply strike an opponent 
so they crash.

B. Vertical Takedown: Land on top of a rival. 
Accomplish this using a drop or a nearby ramp. 
Most of the time, this is due to luck, but if you 
study the guide map for ramps and drops, you’ll 
know where to try this!

C. T-bone Takedown: Ram the side of a rival’s 
car with your hood.

D. Grinding Takedown: Force a rival into a 
wall, and grind them against it as the sparks fl y, 
until they crash.

E. Traffi c checking Takedown: Strike a traffi c 
vehicle not associated with this event, so it’s 
shunted into the path of your rival, causing him 
to hit the innocent vehicle!
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F. Head-on Takedown: Ram them hood-to-
hood. For best results, your vehicle should ide-
ally be stronger or moving faster. Spin around 
during a Road Rage and approach a car behind 
you to try this.

G. Car Takedown: Force a rival into a traffi c 
car not associated with this event, causing your 
rival to crash.

H. Bus Takedown: Force a rival into a bus, 
causing your rival to crash. Stationary buses 
(shown on the Road Rules Event section) are 
easier.

I. Van Takedown: Force a rival into a traffi c 
van, causing your rival to crash.

Part 3: Advanced 
Tactics
When you’ve got the hang of this event and want 
to increase your score, heed the following advice:

1. Once you begin a Road Rage, be sure you 
know where your nearest auto repair shop is. 
The Road Rage continues until either the timer 
counts down to zero, or you are struck and 
wrecked once all your lives are gone. If you 
achieve your target before the timer runs out, 
you can end your run early by fi nding a safe 
shortcut to stop in.

2. With this in mind, begin your Road Rage 
and focus on Takedowns. Keep a mental 
note of how many times you are wrecked, 
compared to your vehicle’s lives. Once you’re 
down to two lives, or one (when you’re given 
a “Damage Critical” warning), attempt the 
next plan.

3. Locate an auto repair shop and drive through 
it. This essentially “heals” you back up to your 
maximum lives! Theoretically, if your car has 
fi ve lives, and you can locate all 11 auto repair 
shops, you can withstand 55 wrecks during the 
course of a single Road Rage Event! Remem-
ber that you can only visit an auto repair shop 
once, so do so when you’re almost completely 
wrecked, not after one crash!

4. Changing direction is important too; rivals 
appear depending on where you are, so you 
don’t need to chase them all. However, slowing 
and stopping, or changing direction, leaves you 
open to attack, so keep your speed up, and e-
brake to head down a different path. You should 
only be concerned with auto repair shop loca-
tions, although long, uninterrupted stretches 
(like Mountain Drive) mean less cross-traffi c.
5. You are encouraged to “go for it!” by attacking 
rivals viciously. If you’re heading for an impact, 
thanks to a tiresome foe, fi ght back so he crashes 
fi rst before you’re taken down. You’re automati-
cally saved during the Takedown cinema!
6. Cross-traffi c is nasty, and parked cars, 
buses, and other innocent vehicles can cause 
you to crash (as well as barriers and corners 

All of these Takedowns are available 
online as well! Although there are 
no online Road Rage Events, you

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you misjudge). Negate some of these problems 
by choosing a vehicle with an incredibly high 
strength, such as the Takedown Dirt Racer. You 
can actually survive low and mid-speed head-
on collisions with other vehicles, pushing them 
out of the way instead of becoming wrecked 
yourself! Obviously, this is a tremendous help in 
this game mode!
7. One of the biggest problems when you’re 
becoming truly adept at this mode, is knowing 
when a rival has crashed. When you’re jostling 
with a foe, you can ram and smash him. How-
ever, if that foe is taken out ahead of you by an-
other rival, his vehicle becomes an obstacle you 
must avoid, or you’ll hit it and become wrecked! 
Always attempt evasive steering if this occurs.
8. When Elite drivers try this mode, it becomes 
less about the Takedowns and more about 
keeping the Takedowns going so you don’t run 
out of time. For this reason, keep your speed 
up, and your Takedowns continuous instead 
of heading off down other roads or looking for 
auto repair shops; do that only when you really 
have no other choice.

When your score goes over 100 (as shown), you 
should think of yourself as a true Elite at this 
event type. Obviously, with skill (and a little luck) 
you can keep this event going almost infi nitely.

At the highest levels of skill, there’s no 
reason to visit a gas station, because 
you gain boost on every Takedown. 
Also, there isn’t any reason to boost 

continuously. Dab the boost to catch up 
and when you’re ramming. It’s easier 

to maneuver if you aren’t boosting and 
accelerating at once.

Keep an eye on your target score and pace your-
self. The game will continue after you reach the 
target. Don’t worry about the Road Rage ending 
if you reach your target score; you can carry on 
as long as you like!

  Spend some time exploring Paradise City to 
fi nd all the auto repair shops and use your map 
to remind you where the nearest one is.

  Use auto repairs wisely. They close after 
you’ve used them once, so don’t waste the op-
portunity.

  Don’t forget that once you’ve hit your target 
score, you can stop your car to end the Road 
Rage and still win. You may have to pull off the 
road, otherwise the other cars will keep charging 
at you.

  If you’re at Damage Critical and you’re heading 
to the nearest auto repair, duck into the short-
cuts. The other cars won’t follow you in there. 
This includes shortcuts, alleys, the El Train track, 
train track, dirt roads, building corner cuts, etc. If 
you spot a shortcut with a smash gate, use it!

  Take a look at the car statistics in the Junk-
yard section of this guide and use the car that 
best suits your driving style. High strength cars 
have more “lives” and can recover from more 
Takedowns. Pick cars like the Krieger Racing 
WTR at your own risk. It will go much faster but 
you’ve only got two lives till you’re out!

What begins as a regular race soon turns nasty 
as you realize that a number of black saloon 
cars, which are almost always stronger than you, 
are doggedly attempting to swipe, smash, and 
crash you into an obstacle or other vehicles, and 
wreck your car!

Recommended Vehicles
Choose your vehicle based on your style of play: 

  If you enjoy outrunning foes and can easily 
boost, fi nd a Speed-class car.

  If you’re fi nding this event tricky, and you’re 
being wrecked constantly, choose a Stunt or 
Aggressive car with a high strength.

  These black, unmarked cars are Hunter Citi-
zens. Look at the Junkyard section of this book 
at this vehicle’s statistics, and choose a vehicle 
that has better strength than it, or comparable 
stats.

Additional Pre-Race Advice
The black cars are special versions of the 
Hunter Citizen. They’re heavy cars, so they can 
deliver quite a shunt if you’re in one of the low-
strength cars.

  The black cars usually stay on the main road. 
When competing in a Marked Man, try to fi nd 
the shortcuts and off-road areas and stick to 
them. This includes shortcuts, alleys, the El Train 
track, train tracks, dirt roads, building shortcuts, 
and anything else shown on the guide map. 

  As with Road Rage, choose the car for your 
driving style. You can out-run the black cars if 
you have a really fast car, but it might be safer 
to pick a car with high strength, as that lets 
you survive more Takedowns. 

  Auto repair shops are your best friend in this 
mode. Find them all, learn the locations, and 
use them wisely. The following routes don’t 
feature auto repair shops, so detour to the 
nearest one if you need to.

  If you’re trying to out-pace your opponents, 
you need to keep your boost topped up. Learn 
the locations of the gas stations along the route 
to the fi nish line to help you with this plan.

  Look at the Junkyard section and choose a 
vehicle with the largest number of lives; this 
helps out immensely during this event.

Turn and travel west for a block, looking for the 
smash on your right.

 2. Emergency 911
Start Point: 2nd and Hamilton

Boost east, directly along 2nd, and keep the 
enemies at bay as you pass the branching 2nd, 
which soon merges again. Look for Root Avenue 
coming up, and steer left, diagonally heading 
into the park.

Accelerate through the park without any prob-
lem, jet across the intersection, and head into 
the construction shortcut, keeping right to head 
down the slope and out onto Webster.
  Accelerate north for one block, then steer 
left slightly, entering the right side of the train 
station, into the tunnel.

Start Point: Harber and Manners
Begin by heading east on Harber, across the 
bridge, then cut in by the sundial shortcut on the 
corner of King Avenue, and shoot across to Fry. 

Skid onto 1st Street and immediately ramp up 
onto the El Train track. You’re safe up here, as 
long as you stay on it!
  Drive along the El Train track, turning the 
corner and avoiding the two drops as you head 
north above Root Avenue. Slow as you reach 
the corner above Andersen; there’s no barrier to 
stop you falling.

Stay on the El Train tracks above Andersen, 
heading northeast, and drop off at the next cor-
ner, slowing so you don’t overshoot the shortcut 
between the tenement buildings. Merge at the 
corner of 4th and Webster, and follow the route 
described previously to your goal.

 4. Rescue Me
Start Point: South Bay Expressway and Parr

This is a cunning course. Begin by locating the 
fence to the right and drive in, to the right of the 
gas station, and continue along this oceanside 
shortcut and optionally leap this super jump 
near the pier.

Boost back onto the expressway, then steer 
right, onto the shortcut leading to the interior 
fi sh stalls shortcut under the interstate. Emerge 
on the Harber and Manners intersection. Now 
follow Marked Man #3’s course to the Coast 
Guard HQ.

Part 3: East
(Waterfront Plaza)

 5. Hostile Waters
Start Point: Hall and Manners

Accelerate south on Hall, passing the parking 
structure, and skid up the concrete ramp on the 
left, connecting the railroad bridge. Skid left, 
and accelerate along the train tracks heading east.

Keep speeding east until you spot the shortcut on 
your right that brings you out at the junction of 
South Bay Expressway and Gabriel Avenue. Head 
northeast, onto the shortcut. Then follow the 
previously described route.
  Accelerate all the way to the El Train track 
area on Andersen, and drop off the eastern edge.

Head up the concrete slope and onto 1st Street, 
which is a straight shot to your goal. Skid east 
and accelerate quickly toward Evans, launching 
yourself across the broken bridge.
  Land on 1st, and immediately accelerate 
toward the ramp leading through the billboard 
and onto the El Train tracks. Then drop off the 
end, back onto 1st, and keep your speed up as 
you head straight for the fi nish line.

Start Point: West Lake and Chubb

This is the most diffi cult of the Marked Man 
Events, so choose your vehicle wisely. Boost 
off the starting line, immediately turning right 
so you enter the shortcut behind the stores 
that runs parallel to West Lake. Exit, and then 
keep right, using the dirt path shortcut to the 
intersection with Hans.

 8. Safe Harbor
Start Point: Watt and Angus

Begin with a dangerous southern acceleration 
along Angus, driving through the gas station 
and skidding through the small shortcut onto 
4th Street. A block later, locate the shortcut 
between the two tenement buildings.
  Drive southwest, between the tenement 
blocks, and emerge heading south on Glancey. 
A block later, skid right, and head into the park, 
moving southwest.

Instead of completing this diagonal route, drop 
off the ledge where the billboard is so you’re 
heading south, and drive over 2nd, and into the 
shortcut that crosses two blocks, bringing you 
out under the suspension bridge near the auto 
repair shop.
 Head down Harber for a moment, and op-
tionally drive up the steps on the right, and into 
the covered mall, then through the parking lot 
on the corner of Fry, and out onto Harber again.

Skid left, into the shortcut across the ramps 
of the fi shing market warehouses, and merge 
onto the expressway. After a couple of blocks, 
look for the shortcut onto the train tracks at the 
junction with Gabriel.
  These tracks offer security as you boost west. 
When you reach Hall, skid off the tracks, boost 
south along Hall, and speed through the fi nish.

Start Point: I-88

This route is almost exactly the same as for 
Marked Man #8. However, fi rst get off I-88 by 
driving right of the toll booth, through the shortcut 
and onto Webster. Emerge from the tunnel and 
look at the shortcut between the tenement blocks. 
Then follow Marked Man #8’s route to the goal.

Part 6: Southwest 
(Lone Stallion Ranch)

 10. Stampede
Start Point: 3rd and Webster
Memorize most of the route you used for 
Marked Man Events #8 and 9; this uses most of 
them! Start by traveling west on 3rd, and then 
head into the park at Waypoint H3. Continue 
using Marked Man #8’s route toward Hall.
Instead of heading south at Hall, continue on 
the train tracks, all the way across the suspen-
sion bridge. Stay on the train tracks and head 
left at the fenced shortcut, straight through the 
Lone Stallion goal.

 11. Steeplechased
Start Point: 4th and Root

This path is mainly the Marked Man #10 route. 
Head south on Root, and skid left into the park 
entrance. Journey on this paved path, then skid 
right, under the bridge so you’re heading south.

(The Wind Farm)

 12. Run Like the Wind
Start Point: Paradise and 5th
Begin by heading west on 5th until you reach 
Franke, then turn right and follow Franke 
northwest, shrugging off enemy attacks. Skid into 
the shortcut on the left. Emerge onto 7th, then 
quickly dart left into another small shortcut. 

Start Point: Watt and Angus

on the corner of Fry, and out onto Harber again.

quickly dart left into another small shortcut.

Start Point: East Crawford and Sullivan
Travel west on Crawford for a couple of blocks, then 
cut in on Hamilton for a second, driving into an open 
warehouse, and through a small train yard. Exit, 
weave back onto Crawford, and then follow Marked 
Man #12’s route onto the train tracks.

Pre-Race Advice
Burning Route times are set pretty aggressive-
ly, especially for the later cars. You may need to 
race them a couple of times fi rst and learn the 
route before you go for the win.

 If your Burning Route is in the city, don’t 
forget to use all the alleys, shortcuts, and the 
El Train track! 

 Watch for the traffi c. The traffi c in Paradise 
City is dynamic but it does have some pat-
terns. Maybe some traffi c lights are always 
red when you get there, perhaps there’s al-
ways a truck passing nearby. Learn these little 
quirks and your Burning Routes will become 
easier. This only comes with practicing the 
routes shown below.

Head down the shortcut through the open mall 
area, heading southwest. Then head south, 
crossing Andersen, dropping into the park, and 
driving south, straight across. Then use Burning 
Route #20 Route 1 to complete your run.

Route 2
Or, head west along 4th for a block, cutting the 
corner as you reach Root Avenue, then boosting 
south.
  Zoom past 2nd, make a right corner cut un-
der the El Train, and drive west on 1st, until you 
reach the sundial shortcut. Then use Burning 
Route #18 Route 2 to the fi nishing place.

Wrestle this beast of a car west, to the junction 
of 5th and Evans, and then take the tunnel 
shortcut parallel to Evans south, exiting onto 
1st Street. Drive to the west end of 1st, and 
continue along Lambert Parkway.
  Two blocks later at the grassy triangle, drive 
down Parr to Manners, and skid right onto Man-
ners heading west. Head all the way to South 
Rouse and turn left, so you arrive on South Bay 
Expressway. Drive west, across the suspension 
bridge, to the fi nish.

Route 2
Alternately, drive south down Root, then steer 
right, under the El Train corner cut onto 1st 
Street. Follow 1st for a block, then use the 
sundial shortcut to Harber.
  You should know this area by now! Cross 
the bridge, look for the shortcut on your left, 
and head through the fi sh market warehouses, 
merging onto the South Bay Expressway. 
Continue west, all the way over the bridge to 
the ranch.

 23. Citizen
Start Point: Evans and 5th
Target Time: 1:35
Author Best Time: 1:19.56

Route 1
As this starting point is only a block west of 
Burning Route #22, follow that exact path 
(Route 1) to the goal.

Route 2

Instead of following previous routes, you can 
emerge from the tunnel shortcut on 1st, and 
immediately cross into the warehouse shortcut, 
driving out onto Hamilton. A second later, head 
south down Shepherd, and merge onto Man-
ners. Then follow Burning Route #22 Route 1 
the rest of the way.

 24. Fastback
Start Point: Harber
Target Time: 1:30
Author Best Time: 1:14.10

You can also try Burning Route #23 
Route 2 as a third possible course.
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This course joins Burning Route #22 Route 2 
at Harber. Just accelerate west and aim for the 
fi sh market warehouses. Alternate routes take 
longer.

 25. LM Classic
Start Point: Lambert and 2nd
Target Time: 1:25
Author Best Time: 1:02.28
Follow the course provided for Burning Route 
#22 Route 1 to the ranch after traveling south.

 26. Reliable Custom 
Start Point: Nelson and Uphill
Target Time: 1:35
Author Best Time: 0:58.13

Route 1
Speed up as you fl y south down Nelson Way, 
optionally heading through the shortcut to West 
Lake Drive, and using the alleys to negotiate 
Sunset Valley village. 

Head out of the village, continuing southeast 
across the dirt shortcut to the junction with 
Hans and South Mountain Drive. Tear down 
South Mountain, jumping the clifftop ramp, and 
skidding right, toward the goal.

Route 2

This follows a similar path until you reach the 
intersection of West Lake and Chubb, where you 
can drive southwest down Chubb instead. At 
the junction with Hans, make a sharp right, then 
left, onto Lucas.

  Increase your speed as you roar through the 
tunnel, across the rickety train bridge, and dash 
over the northern suspension bridge. Keep going 
over the yellow bridge.

Max your speed as you drop toward the bridge 
at the base of Uphill Drive. Take the narrow dirt 
shortcut to the right that merges onto Uphill, 
and ride the S-bends to the top, and the Wind 
Farm goal.

 28. 500 GT
Start Point: Evans and 3rd
Target Time: 2:35
Author Best Time: 2:04.76

Route 1
Boost west, skid onto Lambert Parkway, and 
drive north, through the junction with Lawrence 
and 7th Street. Now follow Burning Route #28 
to the fi nish. 

Route 2
This is trickier, and usually a little longer, but 
you don’t need to worry about crashing on the 
railroad. Head directly south on Evans, using the 
shortcut at the south end.

Merge onto the expressway, and use the 
warehouses to gain boost. Speed through this 
shortcut, onto the South Bay Expressway head-
ing west. Keep going across the suspension 
bridge, and pass the Lone Stallion Ranch.
  Now follow the winding South (then North) 
Mountain Drive all the way north to the goal. 
Use the shortcuts and gaps for boost power, 
and don’t forget to use the concrete pipe short-
cut at the construction yard that brings you out 
at the goal itself.

Start Point: Lambert and Lawrence

This Burning Route follows almost exactly the 
same path as #27. Head north along Lambert 
and start your run west along West Crawford, 
the train tracks, and fi nally up Uphill Drive.

 30. Hawker 
Start Point: 2nd and Angus
Target Time: 2:45
Author Best Time: 2:22.45

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This is the longest Burning Route of all! Head 
west along 2nd, and cut through the park, 
merging onto 3rd at Root. Follow 3rd all the way 
to the Lambert Parkway, where you can use 
Burning Route #28 Route 1.

This route follows the last two thirds of Burning 
Route #28 Route 2 perfectly.

Part 8: Northwest 
(The Crystal Summit 
Observatory)

 32. Annihilator 
Start Point: Webster and 4th
Target Time: 2:35
Author Best Time: 2:19.56

Route 1
This is a long run, so plan it carefully. Head 
west a block onto Glancey, and turn right. Drive 
up to the Twin Bridges, steer left onto 7th, and 
cross the sunken highway.

From here, skid right at the junction with 
Lawrence and Newton, avoiding the pond. 
Continue left, on West Crawford, and drive along 
the winding road to the double-tunnel entrance. 
Choose the railroad tunnel.

Follow the train tracks over the rickety bridge 
and the suspension bridge. Slow down as you 
fi nish crossing the suspension bridge and take 
a shortcut on your left, leading to Read Lane.
  Drive onto Read Lane, and follow it up to the 
junction with North Mountain and North Rouse.

Start Point: South Rouse and Hall
Target Time: 2:20

Author Best Time: 1:48.74
This is another route that joins the main thor-
oughfare paths already detailed in Burning Route 
#32. Head north into the tunnel, cross the broken 
interstate area, continuing north on Rouse until 
you reach the junction with Lawrence and Ross. 
Steer left on Ross because it’s slightly quicker 
than taking North Rouse to the goal.

 35. Spur
Start Point: Nelson and Rack

Target Time: 2:05
Author Best Time: 1:47.55
This course quickly merges in with Route 2 of 
Burning Route #32. Head north on Nelson, pass-
ing the entrance to the airfi eld, then continue 
up Nelson toward the ranger station when you 
reach the junction with Ross.

Target Time: 2:20
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Stunt Run Events
Overview
Although Stunt Events are relatively few, espe-
cially compared to Races and Burning Routes, 
they offer the most exhilaration as you attempt 
to gain incredible scores. The plan is simple: 
execute a series of stunts, and keep the stunts 
going to combo a massive score. Of course, you 
need to do all of this without crashing or letting 
the Stunt Timer fi ll to red! It’s vital to learn the 
basics of Stunt Runs before trying any high 
scores in this event. Stunt Runs contain two 
elements: points and multipliers.

Part 1: Gaining Stunt Points
Points are awarded when you attempt any of 
the following actions. Remember that actions 
appear on the screen’s bottom-left during usual 
gameplay, too.

 A. Getting Airtime: Speed off a ramp or 
drop, and the time spent in the air is added to 
your points total. Flat Spins also count towards 
your total.
 Getting airtime off a short ramp: 700+ points
 Getting airtime off a long drop: 2,500+ points
 Reverse airtime: Double points

 B. Successfully Landing a Barrel Roll: 
One of the most lucrative actions, and the most 
diffi cult unless you line it up correctly, is landing 
the right way up after a barrel roll. The points 
you receive make this worth it, however!

 Landing a barrel roll off a short ramp:   
 6,500+ points
 Landing a double barrel roll off a long ramp  
 or drop: 14,000+ points

 C. Boosting: The key to lengthening your 
Stunt Run is to boost, which also resets the Stunt 
Timer. You can boost to your car’s maximum 
speed or tap the boost to reset the Stunt Timer.
 Boosting to maximum speed: 400+ points
 Tapping boost to reset the Stunt Timer: 5  
 points

 D. Drifting and Boost Drifting: Only to be 
attempted when you have few or no obstacles 
to ruin your fun (such as on the slopes of South 
Mountain Drive), try drifting with and without a 
boost, for some easy points.
 Boosting or drift boosting (per second):  
 500+ points (plus boost points)

 E. Using the E-Brake: Heading forward, 
then swinging your vehicle around in an e-brake 
spin nets you some points, and resets the timer!
 E-brake turn (per degree): 1+ point(s)
 Example: 200-degree e-brake turn = 200+  
 points

 F. Reversing: This excellent tactic not only 
scores a reasonable number of points, but this 
also resets the Stunt Timer and keeps it fi lled! 
This means you can reverse as long as you want. 
Combine this with an e-brake turn and a boost 
forward. Reversing is the key to a long Stunt Run.
 Maxing out a reverse: 400+ points
 Landing a reverse jump: Double points

Part 2: Gaining Stunt
Multipliers
The second type of award during a Stunt Run is 
the multiplier: This adds a number (usually +1) 
to the multiplier of your points. For example, if 
you have 10,000 x1 points, then crash through 
a billboard and fi nish a Stunt Run, you receive 
+1 for the billboard, giving you 10,000 x2 
points = 20,000 points.
As you’ll fi nd out, the key to massive point to-
tals is to continuously receive multipliers! Here 
are the ways to get them:

 A. Super jumps: Locate any of the 50 super 
jumps throughout the city, and land one suc-
cessfully. The locations for all the super jumps 
are shown in the Tour of Paradise section.
 Multiplier: +1

All other actions (such as near 
misses and oncoming) simply refuel 
your boost, which is also very impor-

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 B. Billboards: Locate any of the 120 bill-
boards throughout the city, and crash through 
one, landing successfully. The locations for all 
the billboards are shown in the Tour of Paradise 
section.
 Multiplier: +1

  C. Flat spins: Executing fl at spins during a 
jump gives you a multiplier, too! Simply drive up 
a ramp at speed, and e-brake at the very last 
second.
 Multiplier: +1

  D. Big air: Whether you’re heading over a 
super jump or not, if you can manage around a 
second of hang time from a jump, you receive 
a multiplier bonus! Look at the poster map for 
all the blue arrows and black arrows; these can 
give you big air if you’re fast enough!
 Multiplier: +1

  E. Barrel Rolls: Dangerous and diffi cult to 
land if you don’t approach them exactly (so you 
hit the upper part of the ramp with both your 
left or right tires), this also awards you with a 
+2 multiplier! Practice these until you can land 
your car each time.
 Multiplier: +2

Part 3: Stunt Run Tactics

1. This event benefi ts the most from a thorough 
knowledge of Paradise City. With a bit of experi-
ence you’ll learn the locations of the highest-
scoring stunts near each start line (which are 
also shown below), and the highest-scoring 
routes between them. Plan your route!

2. Keep the combo going to gain the high scores 
you need later in the game. When the next air 
or billboard is down the road somewhere, use 
boost and drift to keep your combo going.

3. Stunt Runs are much easier in a Stunt car (as 
boost—the life blood of this event—is awarded 
for each action you perform). In a Speed car 

you can only boost when the bar is full, which 
makes it harder to run a combo. An Aggression 
car is better, but with no-one to take down, you 
can’t quickly fi ll up your bar.

4. Remember, unless you’re in a Speed car, 
you can reset the combo timer by “pulsing” the 
boost as it’s about to run out. Tap the boost but-
ton and reset the timer. There’s no need to rush 
everywhere; take your time, and tap the boost. 
You’ll have more time to react to a barrier, 
vehicle, or obstacle.

5. If you’re running out of boost, try a stunt, and 
quickly! If you aren’t near, or can’t fi nd a stunt, 
simply attempt near miss and oncoming actions 
to refi ll the meter. Or, swing your car around 
and reverse to refi ll your Stunt Timer. Also 
reverse if you get stuck facing a wall or land 
awkwardly. Reverse is a Stunt Run lifesaver!

6. Try pulling the e-brake just as you leave a 
ramp to add a spin to your jump. This adds one 
more to your multiplier, so you’ll most likely get 
airtime and spin. Some cars spin better than 
others, and you need to hit the ramp with a lot 
of speed to get a full spin before you land.

 Multiplier: +2

Nail them 
in your Stunt Run to pick up a x2 multiplier, and 
stay in the air long enough to gain x3!

8. You can visit some hidden areas during your 
Stunt Run. These locations work extremely 
well—combo all of them for an extreme score 
(they are detailed in the next part of this section). 
 The quarry 
 The airfi eld 
 The train track 
 The drop down steps on Uphill Drive 
 Southbay Expressway and the crane yard run 
 Beachfront in Big Surf Beach 

9. Until you become “hardcore” at this event, 
you won’t usually reach the higher score targets 
during the time limit, so continue the combo 
after the time is over. Continue driving to build 
up multipliers and increase your score.
10. Don’t forget that you can’t use a particular 
stunt location twice in the same combo. If you 
get a jump off a split ramp, you can’t go back 
and barrel roll off it. Therefore, try tactic #9 and 
gain the most multipliers you can. Check the 
Combos section for all the advice you need!

11. Remember that chaining combos together 
can lead to monstrous scores! As long as 
you don’t crash, you can also enter parking 
structures and drive off the roofs. You don’t 
necessarily need to be traveling quickly to add 
to your multiplier!

Part 4: Combos
Now that you’ve learned exactly how your score 
increases during this event, fi gure out how to 
obtain the most massive score possible! Best 
tactic? Combos!

1. In this example, we show you how it is pos-
sible to triple your score, approaching a ramp 
on the South Bay Expressway bridge:

 A. A regular ramp. Land this for a +1
multiplier (big air).

 B. A super jump ramp (with fl ashing cones).  
Land this for a +2 multiplier (big air and   
super jump).

  C. Retaking the super jump ramp: Execute 
a fl at spin as you launch, for a +3 multiplier (big 
air, super jump, fl at spin).

2. In this example, check out the huge multiplier 
if you can combo:

 A. A small ramp with a barrel roll opportu-
nity: Drive over it too slowly and all you receive 
is a boost increase.

 B. Drive over it quickly, and you receive a  
boost, and a +1 multiplier (big air).

  C. Complete the barrel roll, however, and 
you get a +3 multiplier (big air, barrel roll). Now 
complete the same ramp heading in the op-
posite direction, and you’ve suddenly obtained 
+6 to your multiplier on a single ramp!

3. In this fi nal example, check out another 
monster multiplier!

 A. Locate this ramp (icon K1 on the Stunt 
Run map) at the top of the quarry. Drive off it, 
and complete a double barrel roll (two complete 
rotations!) for a massive +6 multiplier: barrel 
roll x2, big air, super jump. Can you land a triple 
barrel roll though? These ramps over long drops 
are scattered throughout the city.

The following areas of the city have a high 
density of ramps, billboards, super jumps, 
and drops that allow you to gain multipliers to 
your total quickly, as long as you’re precise! 
Elite players attempt each of these, one after 
another, for truly mind-boggling scores!

Area A 
  A1. Start in the train yard, and drive west up 
the super jump onto the interstate (+2).
  A2. Spin around on the interstate, locate the 
ramp, and land in the oncoming lane (+2).
  A3. Head off the side of the interstate 
through the billboard (+1).

 A4. Jump the ramp after heading out of the 
train yard (+1).
 A5. Drop down onto the beach pier, and 
drive over the ramp, landing on the roof (+2).

The Stunt Run Events numbers in this 
guide are arbitrary. They are purely to 
reference the associated map, and you 

can complete any Stunt Run in any 
order you like, depending on the area 
of the map you’ve unlocked. Also note 
that the target score is based on the 
maximum needed; if you fi nish this 

event earlier during your licenses, the 
score will be lower.

There are dozens of other areas, too. 
Basically, check the Tour of Paradise 

section, and investigate any area 
with a super jump or billboard.
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 A6. Drive up the ramp near the semicircular 
vantage point. Optionally head west and crash 
through the billboard (+2).
 A7. Head up the construction ramp and out 
the other side.
 A8. Drop down to the beach area, and use 
this ramp heading west (+1).

 A9. There are two small ramps with barrel 
roll opportunities here (+6).
 A10. Exit onto East Crawford via the sloping 
ramp (+1).
 A11. Enter this shortcut by the lighthouse.
 A12. Hit the ramp and sail through the 
billboard (+2).
 A13. Land, and do the same again (+2). 
There’s no need for massive speed here; slow 
down so you have a good racing line for both 
ramps.
 Now try this in the opposite direction! 
 Aim for: +22 multiplier for a single race 
west to east, and a few more going the opposite 
direction.

Area B
 B1. Travel south on Webster and drive onto 
the upper middle area. Use the short ramp, and 
crash through the billboard (with an optional fl at 
spin) (+2 or +3).
 B2. Attempt the same again at B2 (+2 or +3).
 B3. There’s a third opportunity here (or you 
can head under Webster on I-88, and take the 
super jump, landing near B3 and hitting the 
billboard, too!) (+2 or +3)
 Aim for: +6 multiplier or more.

Area C
 C1. Head south down Angus Wharf, passing 
through the Rayfi eld Grand Hotel shortcut, and 
line up with the ramped scaffold.
 C2. Enter the parking lot and drop through 
the billboard near the stadium (+2). There’s a 
big air drop if you’re heading north through this 
parking lot.

 C3. Head around the perimeter of the 
stadium, then drive up the ramp, through the 
billboard, and onto the top of the Exhibit Hall (+2).
 C4. Drop down near the auto repair shop (+1).
 Aim for: +4 multiplier or more.

Area D
 D. Attempt this a simple small ramp with a 
barrel roll opportunity from both directions (+6). 
 Aim for: +6 multiplier.

Area E
 E1. Enter the fi sh market warehouses at top 
speed to gain the big air from the jumps here 
(+1). Flat spins are also available.
 E2. Spin around, gain big air, and crash 
through a billboard (+2).

 E3. Head through this shortcut. If you’re 
approaching from the opposite side, you can 
launch into a billboard. Make sure you have 
the speed, and watch out when entering the 
interstate.
 E4. Enter the super jump over the pier (+2).
 E5. Exit onto South Bay Expressway.
 Aim for: +5 multiplier or more.

Area F
 F1. Ideally attempt this after the suspension 
bridge stunts (H). Head east, through the right 
gap in the containers, gaining air through the 
billboard (+2).
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 F2. Accelerate and hit the super jump ramp (+2).

F3. Drive up the ramp and fl at spin through the 
billboard (+3).
 F4. Return to the western end, drive through 
the left gap in the containers, drop down, and 
launch into the billboard while fl at spinning 
(+3).
 Aim for: +9 multiplier or more.

Area G

 G1. Start by launching through the pipes 
and over the road (+2).
 G2. Accelerate east, up the ramp and onto 
the roof (+1).
 G3 and G4. Hit the next ramp, landing on 
the road near another ramp (G4) and launch up 
off that (+3).
 G5. Accelerate across the roof and through 
the billboard (+2).
 G6. Line up for the ramp over the roof.
 G7. With enough speed, you can clear this 
drop through the billboard, heading the wrong 
(northeast) direction (+2).
 G8. Launch at the billboard along the plat-
form and ramp (+2).
 Aim for: +8 multiplier or more.

Area H
 H1. Hit the super jump ramp while fl at spin-
ning (+3).
 H2. Hit the next ramp and crash through 
both billboards (+4).
 H3. Hit the other super jump ramp while fl at 
spinning (+3).
 Aim for: +8 multiplier or more.

Area I
 I1. Crash through the fence, drop down 
the construction yard, and head through the 
billboard (+3).
 I2. Swerve and attack the super jump across 
the dam base with extreme speed. Avoid the 
parked cars on the southern part of the road (+3).
 Aim for: +4 multiplier or more.

Area J
 J. Hit this barrel roll super jump ramp at full 
speed, and attempt a double barrel roll (+6).

Area K
 K1. Launch from this super jump barrel roll 
ramp (+6).
 K2. Accelerate over the gap through the bill-
board, between the towers (+2). Then complete 
the barrel rolls from both ground ramps (+6), 
and the two jumps across the water (+2).

 K3. Drop from the upper road, through the 
billboard while fl at spinning (+3).
 K4. Do the same, but from this vantage, and 
try to catch the billboard (+3).
 Aim for: +20 multiplier or more.

Area L
 L1. Accelerate down the drops and off the 
super jump, landing on the road after executing 
a fl at spin (+4).
 L2. Attempt the same plan again, but this 
time through a billboard (+4).
 Aim for: +8 multiplier or more.

Area M
 M1. Charge west along the train track, and 
boost into the billboard. Stop, and then do the 
same with the second, fl at spinning if possible 
(2x +3).
 M2. Launch off the ramp onto the bridge 
roof and through the billboard (+2). Then 
execute the super jump on the broken area next 
to the bridge (+2).
 M3. Drop off the end of this ledge, fl at spin-
ning through this billboard (+3).
 Aim for: +11 multiplier or more.
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Area N
 N1. Accelerate up and over the rickety 
bridge at speed, through the billboard (+2).
 N2. Boost off the drop, through the billboard 
just north of the ranger station (+2).
 N3. Leap the gap over the pond, through the 
billboard (+2).

Overview
The fi nal two event types, which add up to a 
whopping 128 additional events, are the Road 
Rules Time, and Road Rules Showtime modes. 
In Road Rules Time, all you have to do is drive 
from one end of a marked road to the other, 
and beat the developer time. In Showtime, you 
begin a rolling crash in the road you want to 
score on, fi nish anywhere you like, and accrue 
more dollars in damage than the score you’re 
beating. Simple!

Part 2: Main Tactics 
and Notes (Time)

1. Unlike Showtime Road Rules, Time Road 
Rules are played from the very start of a road 
to the very end. This means you must study the 
map, or learn from in-game driving, where each 
road begins and ends. You can start and fi nish a 
Time Road Rules from either end of a road.

2. Shortcuts can sometimes help you get a record 
time, but be careful not to take any that lead you 
away from the road you’re attempting. Essentially, 
use only shortcuts that start on the road you’re 
racing on, and fi nish on that same road.

3. Choose your vehicle carefully. Obviously, pick 
a fast car, but there are advantages of a Speed 
car or a Stunt car. Stunt cars are excellent on 
roads with ramps because you can use stunts 
to keep your boost going and your speed up. 
Speed cars are an obvious choice if you can 
chain Burnouts together, and there’s no need for 
much braking.

Recommended Vehicles (Time)
If you’re more adept at Speed vehicles, choose 
ones with the fastest boost and speed in your 
collection. If you need a Stunt car to help with 
obstacles and to keep your boost up on longer 
courses, choose a Stunt car with the fastest 
boost and speed in your collection.

Part 3: Main Tactics 
and Notes (Showtime)

1. The Showtime technique is to begin the 
event, and when your vehicle comes to a halt, 
ground break to continue the rolling spin. The 
best plan is to simply tap this as you land, but 
not each time or you gain too much height and 
roll over vehicles you want to strike!

2. Don’t spend too long stationary either, as the 
boost you’re using to ground break depletes 
much more quickly than normal.

3. To gain a high score, combo vehicles you hit 
into other vehicles. Bounce into one so it strikes 
another, then look for a new vehicle to hit. Keep 
this up, but make sure you strike each vehicle 
with a dollar amount over it, so it wrecks and 
the dollar amount disappears (it is added to 
your total).

4. Showtime Road Rules are attached to the 
road you start on, but you can Showtime your 
car as far away from that road as you like. So, 
if you start on Hans Way in White Mountain, but 
fi nish somewhere along West Lake Drive, the 
Showtime score is counted for Hans Way.

5. If you’re having diffi culty, especially on a 
short road like Patterson, work out which are 
the most traffi c-heavy connecting roads and 
plan a route that takes you from the low-scor-

ing roads onto the higher-scoring roads. This is 
straightforward, because the wider the road, the 
more traffi c it carries.

6. Remember, you can score off parked vehicles 
too. Check the parked vehicles locations on the 
map at the start of this section to help you work 
out where there’s $-damage to be earned.

7. The following vehicles and structures are 
worth the following $-damage: 

  A. Cars: $1,000–$1,500

  B. Small Trucks: around $1,500

8. The signs that hang over the road are worth 
the most ($10,000) if you can bounce through 
them. To do this, strike a vehicle and ground 
break with the momentum to spin your vehicle 
up. Bouncing onto buses then through signs is 

an excellent plan. The highest-value vehicles 
are stretch limos, trucks, and buses, so if you 
see any of those driving past, give chase!

9. You can’t afford to miss buses in Showtime. 
Hitting one adds one to your score multiplier. 
If you’re struggling to beat a Showtime Road 
Rule, it’s because you haven’t been hitting 
enough buses. In fact, you may wish to begin 
a Showtime by looking for a bus, then starting 
Showtime. Also look for parked buses, such as 
the trio on Chubb Lane.

10. Lane discipline can help you. You’ll usually 
score higher if you keep going forward, so if 
you must cross the road (for example, if you 
see a bus coming toward you) remember that 
oncoming vehicles can knock you backward 
into an area where you’ve already smashed all 
the traffi c.

11. Usually, you should cross a road only if 
there’s a gap in traffi c ahead. Also try to stay in 
the middle of a road so you can move to either 
side while covering less distance.

12. Certain roads are excellent, such as the 
road islands of West Lake Drive. The narrow 
area on this main thoroughfare lets cars pile up 
easily. You can also try blocking a road where 
you know a stream of traffi c will continue to 
arrive, such as near a jack-knifed bus on an 
interstate (such as the Lawrence Road Tunnel), 
and simply collect points in a single loca-
tion. However, in most circumstances, moving 
forward is the recommended plan.

13. When you’re running out of boost, try 
getting your car to the middle of a lane to 
maximize your chances of being hit by another 
vehicle and reviving your boost bar. 

14. Use the right stick to look around. It’s 
always worth making sure you’re not missing 
a bus that’s escaping behind you. Don’t restrict 
yourself to the left stick for steering, either. 
Press forward on the left stick, and maneuver 
the right stick for your general direction.

1  Murch Fall Hotel

Marking the western end of the beachfront road 
(East Crawford Drive), this corner has a ramp ideal for 
heading into the stunt-fi lled beach promenade.

2  Beach View Hotel

If you’re looking for Moore Avenue and the 
northernmost area of Big Surf, head here. You’re 
halfway down the beach drive at this point.

3  McDairmant Construction Site

There’s a ramp on the east and west sides 
of this two-block construction site with East 
Crawford Drive on either side. This is the middle 
of the beach area.

4  Big Surf Pier

This landmark is visible from across town, 
giving you a large landmark to work from when 
you’re concentrating on racing. You can’t drive 
to the pier and Ferris wheel itself.

5  Ocean Villa Hotel

A useful landmark if only so you know you’re 
coming to the corner of Moore and East Craw-
ford. The concrete ramp into the construction 
site is just in front of this building. Moore Street 
is particularly important, as the interstate on-
ramps are a block south of here.

6  Coast View and Pine Hotels

These two slightly more down-market places 
feature an open parking lot where you can stop 
and wait for your competitors or foes. These sit 
adjacent to Hawley Avenue.

7 Beachfront Shortcut

One of the largest areas for off-roading in the 
entire city, this location offers ramps, slopes, 
buildings, and another large promenade to the 
west. Chain stunts together in this location for 
massive points!

8  Paradise Hotel (Opening Soon)

On the other side of Hawley Avenue is the 
Paradise Hotel, which is another landmark you 
can use to gauge how far along East Crawford 
Drive you are.

9  Beachfront Stores

The 8-Ball Pool, Paradise City Surf, Beachfront 
Diner, and Daley’s Donuts all face in from the 
ocean. A passage underneath them is part of 
the large beachfront shortcut.

10  Ocean View Hotel

Although this is on East Crawford Drive, the 
Ocean View is on the corner of Hudson Street, 
and locating this from afar can prepare you for 
hitting Hudson, where there’s a parking struc-
ture and auto repair shop, as well as access one 
block to the south to the Downtown train yard.
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11  Beach View Hotel

The adjacent Beach View offers a ramped 
shortcut that allows access to and from the 
interstate; this is a very important shortcut to 
remember and perfect! You can also access it 
from the top of the parking structure on Hudson.

12  Palm Hotel

On the corner of Patterson Street (part of the 
Downtown Paradise area), the Palm Hotel offers 
a raised area adjacent to the front, running to the 
Ocean View Hotel (Landmark #10), but this is also 
good to remember if you’re heading to the Coast 
Guard HQ fi nishing place; it is just to the east.

14 Paradise Bridge (looking southwest)

Remember you can 
cut between lanes in the gaps between the 
grassy areas.

19  Twin Links Sculpture

This welcomes drivers heading east along 7th 
Street into the Twin Bridges area; if you spot 
this, the sunken highway is only a block away. 
Or, avoid this heavily traffi cked area and take 
Root Avenue, which navigates around the north-
ern riverfront area.
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20  Bridge Hotel

Most of the Twin Bridges area is composed of 
large brick apartment structures, and they can 
all look similar, so it’s important to fi nd distin-
guishing characteristics, like this hotel at the 
western end of the sunken highway.

21  Sunken Highway

Aside from Young, this is the other main route 
through here. This stretch offers access straight 
through to the Lawrence Tunnel (west) and 
Downtown northeastern corner (east), with a 
covered middle area devoid of traffi c. Choose 
from three parallel routes here.

22 Paradise Bridge (Looking Northeast)

This is what the Paradise Bridge looks like from 
the Twin Bridges area.

The area’s eponymous landmark offers ample 
access to the city’s northeastern corner and 
Downtown.

Beware of the roads (Young 
and Riverside) with the El Train over them; the 
many steel columns at the sides are great for 
shunting foes into!

25  Dado’s Gym

Remember the general location of this building, 
partly because it’s off Young Avenue, where a 
gas station, shortcuts, and a parking structure 
are available, but mainly because there’s a 
shortcut running below this structure, allowing 
access to 5th Street.

26 Circular Monument and Park

Offering access via Franke Avenue to the alley 
and the large 7th Street sunken highway, this 
expanse of green can’t be accessed, but the 
circular monument area is a good spot to lie in 
wait. Crash through that billboard after you fi nd 
a fl ying ramp from the parking structure.

Tour of paradise: Palm Bay Heights

The area’s eponymous landmark offers ample 

Downtown. Heading west, 7th Street becomes 
an exciting, lowered highway with jumps and 
a middle section that you can drive through to 

27  5th Street

The large, L-shaped roadways of Evans and 5th 
snake along the west and northern sides of the 
river that splits this district with Downtown to 
the east and south. If you’re driving in this cov-
ered and straight road, you know you’re near a 
bridge to Downtown.

Landmarks and Thorough-
fares: West Acres
28  Bowl-a-Rama

Although under most circumstances you will 
quickly zip past this, still watch out because 
you’re between the El Train steel and the covered 
roadways of Evans Boulevard and 5th Street. If 
you need to reach the river, or get up from the 
river area, head along past this building.

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30  Eagle Monument

A fl apping eagle fl ies atop a column on the 
corner of 3rd and Young. It isn’t that visible, but 
the brick wall with the construction site gap in 
the middle to the east certainly is.

31 Memorial Triangle

The intersection of Hamilton, 3rd, and Young 
allows you to switch directions easily; a cunning 
plan during certain races. Here, you’ll also fi nd 
a nearby junkyard, gas station, parking structure, 
route into Downtown, and a ramp allowing ac-
cess to the El Train tracks above Hamilton itself.

32  Disco’s

This club on the corner of 2nd and Hamilton is 
a block south of the junkyard and gas station 
in West Acres; look for it for this reason alone. 
It also has a shortcut through the back parking 
lot, and offers great access via 2nd Street to 
the train tracks to the west, as well as the main 
Downtown bridges.

33 Building Site

Evans Boulevard runs in a tunnel-like enclosure, 
which then heads east, following the river, all 
the way to the Twin Bridges area. Some of 
the way, you can take a parallel underground 
tunnel, accessed from the Harbor Town area of 
Paradise Wharf. This offers excellent access up 
to Twin Bridges.

Landmarks and Thorough-
fares: Ocean View
34  West Acres Mall

Ironically located in Ocean View, the West Acres 
Mall runs south along Lambert. You can’t drive 
through it, but it offers a shortcut and is the 
gateway into Harbor City’s Park Vale area.

35  Paradise Amphitheater

With Hubbard Avenue behind this place, and 
Lambert in front, this is mid-way along both 
streets as they run north-south parallel to each 
other. You can head straight into Downtown 
from here on 3rd, and you’re only a block from 
the north-south train yard and tracks.

36  Fort Monument

Said to be constructed by the family of a myste-
rious driver known as the “Grand Master,” this 
often-overlooked landmark sits on the corner 
of 5th and Hamilton. You’ll notice the parking 
structure before this place.

37  Twin Bridges Mall on Hamilton

Although also a landmark, this road offers a 
couple of side shortcuts through the circular 
center, and quick access north and south. This 
is a great way to keep your speed up without 
worrying about too much traffi c.

38  The Radio Mast

Although in the same general area as the 
Steakhouse (#39) and Guitar Records (#40), this 
tall structure is easier to spot from a distance, 
especially if you’re heading northwest from the 
Twin Bridges area.

39  The Steakhouse
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Harbor Town may have a rib shack, but the 
best steaks sizzle here, and the restaurant sits 
across from the looping northern end of Hub-
bard, as it intersects with Lambert.

40  Guitar Records Store

The large guitars on the north and south walls of 
this landmark allow you to easily locate the entrances 
to the Lawrence Tunnel and the train yard.

41  Ocean View Signage

Between the separate sections of 7th Street, 
just before the Lawrence Tunnel, an arching sign 
shows you where you are. Your in-game map 
also has this information, so this is best used to 
ascertain the shortcuts you are near, such as the 
pond, and train yard entrances.

42 I-88 Western Bridge

Head off Hubbard, either from Harbor Town or via 
the looping northern bend from Lambert, and 
you can easily reach the I-88 without resorting 
to shortcuts. Note the on-ramps on each side of 
the interstate bridge, and muddy shortcuts that 
let you cross to or from the bridge easily.

43  Paradise City Sign

The most gigantic landmark in all of the 
city, this sign is visible from three of the fi ve 
neighborhoods. Use it from miles away to judge 
where you’re heading. Note that the I-88 is 
below it. Most importantly, this sign is to the 
west; remember this!

44  I-88 Toll Booths

This is the widest road in the city. You needn’t 
slow down for the toll, although it’s sensible to 
steer to the extreme sides or line up a straight 
shot without any cars in the way to enter or exit 
this neighborhood. Don’t forget the stunt-fi lled 
super jump leading down into the train yard if 
you’re heading east.

Maplemount Country Club

At the northern end of the Newton loop, this is 
the fi nishing place for any northern event. Be 
sure you’re aware of the many alternate routes 
to take, including the tunnel from the beach and 
the winding road from Silver Lake.

46 The Winding Road from Silver Lake

You have three main choices if you’re heading 
west into the mountains: the Lawrence Road 
tunnel (the continuation of 7th Street), I-88, or 
this road, West Crawford Drive. If you remember 
that East Crawford allows access to the beach, 
you’re on your way to becoming spatially aware 
of the 64 roads in this city!

Keep your 
speed up, so you don’t fall short.

Barrel Roll Available: No
Heading: West
Description: Accelerate along East Crawford, 
heading west toward the construction site sur-
rounded by road, with the beach to your right.

Parking Structure #1 roof, or shortcut off E. Crawford
Grid Reference: W 7
Heading: Southeast or northwest (southeast shown)
Description: Destroy this sign from one of 
three places. The eastern ramp from Parking 
Structure #1 leads to a shortcut that you can 
also access up a ramp from East Crawford. Or, 
steam through from the interstate itself; this is 
a good racing shortcut.

 5. Bridge Ramp on the Warehouse Run

Shortcut south of 9th Street
Grid Reference: S 8
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: The open bridge, accessed via 
the shortcut near Smash #3 or at the western 
end of the warehouse run (Smash #2), has this 
billboard between the bridge ramps.

 6. Warehouse Run Rooftop

Shortcut south of 9th Street
Grid Reference: T/U 8
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: During the warehouse run shortcut, 
beginning with Smash #2 or #4, use one of the 
interior warehouse ramps to reach the open-air 
roof where the billboard is.
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 Billboards: Twin Bridges

 7. Planning on the Plinth

7th, near the junction with Lambert
Grid Reference: R 8
Heading: East
Description: This billboard is tricky to destroy. 
Drive south down Lambert toward the junction 
with 7th Street, swing left (avoiding traffi c) toward 
the plinth (the large stepped area), and launch 
off the northeastern corner of it, as shown.

Parking structure on Hamilton and 3rd

Description: Enter Parking Structure #3 (Smash

second ramp, and boost off, hitting the billboard 
on Hamilton and 3rd.

Train yard just south of 3rd
Grid Reference: R 11
Heading: South

Shortcut west of Lambert
Grid Reference: Q 12
Heading: North
Description: Enter via the smash in the Park 
View area of Harbor Town, and immediately 
keep to the left, as there’s a precarious ledge 
to the left of the lower Lambert Parkway. Stay 
on the ledge, up the ramp, and through the 
billboard, dropping back onto Lambert.

 18. Parking Structure #4 (South)

Parking structure west of Lambert and 5th
Grid Reference: Q 10
Heading: South
Description: Enter the parking structure (Smash 
#41) and ascend to the roof. There are four 
ramps, but ignore all but the southern one. Ac-
celerate over the south ramp, staying straight, 
and land on the lower roof. Crash through the 
billboard, and land back on Lambert.

 19. Parking Structure #4 (Northwest)

Parking structure west of Lambert and 5th

two ramps to the east simply lead back down 
to Lambert, so point northwest, accelerate over 
the ramp and through the billboard, and land 
in the semicircular area midway through the 
Lambert-Hubbard shortcut (Smashes #40 and 43).

Smash #50 is at the western end of this tunnel.

3. Warehouse Run (Middle)
9th and Sullivan
Grid Reference: T 8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Access the middle of the warehouse 
run south of 9th Street from 9th Street itself, or 
after you fi nish the run if you’re moving from 
east to west.

4. Warehouse Run (East)
9th and Paradise
Grid Reference: U 8
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: The beginning (or end) of the 
warehouse run south of 9th Street is easily 
accessible at the corner of Paradise Avenue. 
Smash through the fence at the warehouse.

5, 6. Easy I-88 Access
Shortcut north of 9th Street
Grid Reference: T/U 7/8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Begin your run through this shortcut (which allows 
excellent interstate access to the off- and on-
ramps during races) by smashing this long fence.
Speed through the fence at the opposite end of 
this paved shortcut a second later. You’ll be on 
Moore, and can easily reach the interstate (or 
speed from it to a nearby fi nishing place if you’re 
heading west).

Hudson and East Crawford
Grid Reference: W 7
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Drive up Hudson, and swing into Parking Struc-
ture #1 near the auto repair shop. Note that if 
you look through the windows as you ascend to 
the roof, you can spot both Billboards #2 and 3.

8, 9, 10, 11. Off 7th Street, into the 
Back Alley
Shortcut south of 7th
Grid Reference: S/T 9
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: Speed along 7th (or Franke if 
you’re heading northwest), and quickly steer 
into the fi rst of three smashes.
Head under the El Train track above, and cut the 
corner. This is a well-used shortcut when you’re 
racing to or from the Downtown area.

13, 14, 15, 16. Shortcut to the Auto 
Repair Shop
Shortcut between Evans, Franke, and Young
Grid Reference: T 10
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description: This is an excellent shortcut if you need 
to reach the auto repair shop on Young, or head 
into West Acres and the tunnels and bridges there.
Smashes #13 and #14 are on the edge of West 
Acres, so your in-game map may show this. Drive 
diagonally from Evans, through both fences.
Simply speed diagonally through Franke, and 
into the next fence, which leads to a second 
paved shortcut.
The last gate is right next to the auto repair 
shop. Or, you can head onto Young, or continue 
into Smash #18 if you need to quickly reach the 
raised bridge to the north.

17. Parking Structure #2
Young
Grid Reference: T 10
Heading: North
Amid the many smashes in this area is an 
entrance to a parking structure, accessible from 
Young Avenue, near the auto repair shop. Head 
to the top to access Billboards #10 and 11.

18, 19. Underground at the Corner
Shortcut near Young and Paradise
Grid Reference: U 9/10
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast shown)
Description: This can be maneuvered into after 
Smash #16, or as the beginning of a run to the 
southwest (from Smash #19). Assuming you’re 
heading northeast, head into the low parking garage.
Billboard #12 is on the roof, and there’s a series 
of shortcuts to the east. However, exit onto 
Paradise Avenue to set up a massive run to 
Super Jump #3 over the broken bridge.

20, 21, 22, 23. Parking Lot Shot
Shortcut near Young and Paradise
Grid Reference: U/V 10
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: There are some snaking concrete 

shortcuts just east of Paradise Avenue, via the 
fence at Smash #20 as you emerge from the 
low parking garage near Smash #18. 
Cross Paradise, head up the sloping ground,  
over the triangle of grass, and into a narrow 
concrete passage. A gap ahead allows you to 
smash through Billboard #12.
Or, if you’re approaching from Young, enter this 
passage via a lower curved entrance (this is the 
exit if you’re heading east to west).
You miss the Billboard if you enter via Smash 
#22. Escape back onto Young via this Smash, 
emerging under the El Train, and positioned to 
hit Smash #24.

24, 25. Approaching the River
Shortcut between Young and 5th
Grid Reference: V 10
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: For the fi nal two smashes in the 
run, begin at Smash #13, and move in a curved 
path criss-crossing Young. This allows swift 
access to the tunnels and the bridges south to 
Downtown.
You can also start a shortcut route from Smash 
#25, all the way back to #13, heading onto 
main roads at any time to shorten your progress 
to one of the fi nishing places.

 Smashes: West Acres
26. Maintenance Tunnel (North)
Shortcut south of Evans and 5th
Grid Reference: S/T 11
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Find the single northern exit of the 
maintenance tunnel running along Evans here, 
near the junction with 5th Street. Or, enter this 
tunnel here for a great shortcut heading south, 
exiting at 1st.

27. Parking Structure #3 Roof
Parking Structure #3, off Hamilton
Grid Reference: R 11/12
Heading: North
Description: Complete Smash #28 fi rst, head to 
the roof, and make an accelerating run into the 
ramp facing south, landing on the lower roof to 
the north. Line yourself up for the billboard, too. 
The other ramps allow access down to the road 
(east), or onto the El Train (north).

28. Parking Structure #3
Hamilton and Young
Grid Reference: R 11/12
Heading: West
Drive up or down Hamilton until you reach the 
parking structure near the ramp that allows you 
to leap to the El Train. Ascend to the roof, where 
Smash #27 and Billboard #14 can be destroyed.

29. Maintenance Tunnel (South)
Shortcut south of Evans and 3rd
Grid Reference: S 12
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Use this to enter the maintenance 
tunnel, which stretches back south to Smash 
#33, to head parallel to Evans. Exit (or enter) 
at Smash #26. Note that the tunnel continues 
south just after this gate, but you need to spin 
180 degrees to your left.

30. Maintenance Tunnel (Also South)
Shortcut south of Evans and 3rd
Grid Reference: S 12
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Just to the left of Smash #29 is this 
fence, which is accessed via the tunnel itself, 
rather than being adjacent to Evans Boulevard. 
It is north of the building site, where Smashes 
#31–34 are found.

31, 32. Building Site to Maintenance 
Tunnel (West)
Shortcut north of 1st, west of Evans
Grid Reference: S 13/14
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This assumes you took the western 
entrance to the building site from 1st Street (in 
Paradise Wharf of the Harbor Town Neighbor-
hood); follow the passage into this fence.
A second later, hit this second fence as the 
maintenance tunnel begins, and you’re on your 
way to Smash #30. Note that there’s another 
fence (#34) right next to this one, and an exit 
onto Evans.

33, 34. Building Site to Maintenance 
Tunnel (East)
Shortcut north of 1st, west of Evans
Grid Reference: S 13/14
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Drive up from Harbor Town’s Para-
dise Wharf, and slow down as you head up the 
slope. If you’re too fast, you’ll land on the upper 
corridor leading to Billboard #16.
Instead, slow down, pass through Smash #33 
and under the billboard, and into the next fence, 
which is adjacent to Evans. Another fence (#32) 
is right next to this one. The maintenance tunnel 
now begins.

35, 36, 37. Into (or out of) the Train Yard
Shortcut south of 2nd
Grid Reference: R 13
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If you’re heading north, the initial 
fence is accessed via Paradise Wharf in Harbor 
Town. Drop down to the fi rst of two fences near 
the southern entrance/exit to the train yard.
The second fence is just north of the train yard 
entrance. You can start a very quick northern 
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race up toward the country club from here. 
Or, exit onto 2nd Street via the fi nal of the three 
fences. This is a good shortcut because you can 
reach two main north-south thoroughfares, or 
get onto the train tracks.

Grid Reference: Q 11
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest 
shown)
Description: Drive along 3rd to the junction with 
Lambert, next to the amphitheater, and drift 
right, into the fence to avoid the junction and 
gain a good shortcut north.
A second later, the shortcut is over. Smash 
through the fence (#39) and continue north, all 
the way up to the country club. Or, zoom south-
east and accelerate into Ocean View.

40. Southern Entrance/Exit
Lambert/Hubbard Shortcut
Grid Reference: Q 11
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: One of the longest off-road areas 
links Lambert and Hubbard to the west of Park-
ing Structure #4. The southern entrance (or exit) 
offers a quicker route to Hubbard.

41. Parking Structure #4
Lambert and 5th
Grid Reference: Q 10
Heading: West
Description: Although you can come in from 5th 
heading west, or north/south from Lambert, the 
entrance to this parking structure is west of the 
junction. There are two billboards (#18 and 19) 
to leap to when you reach the roof.

42. Grassy Knoll to Lambert
Lambert/Hubbard Shortcut
Grid Reference: Q 9
Heading: North

Description: If you’re heading north from Smash 
#40, passing the rear of Parking Structure #4, 
ignore Billboard #19 and watch for a fence 
along the low white wall to your right. This 
leads to a drop back down to Lambert; good 
when shaking off pursuers!

43. North Entrance/Exit
Lambert/Hubbard Shortcut
Grid Reference: Q 9
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: The opposite end of the shortcut to 
Smash #40 is onto the long looping corner of 
Hubbard Avenue.

44, 45. Hubbard Corner
Shortcut east of Hubbard
Grid Reference: P/Q 9
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast shown)
Description: If you’re heading for the I-88 on-
ramp west of Hubbard, or you want a quicker 
way around the looping north bend onto Lam-
bert, take this shortcut.
The shortcut has two sets of smashes to hit; 
this shortcut may not seem too exciting, but it 
quickens your pace to the nearby auto repair 
shop if you’re heading northeast!

46. Road Entrance to Train Yard (West)
7th and Lambert
Grid Reference: R 8/9
Heading: South
Description: One of the three entrances into the 
long train yard shortcut area is via this sloping 
tunnel, accessed via 7th Street on the south 
side, near the guitar sign. Drop off the long 
ledge as you emerge, onto the tracks below, 
just right of Smash #47.

47. Train Yard Expedition (South)
Train yard under 7th
Grid Reference: R 8/9
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you’re heading south, enter on 
9th, accelerate through Smash #49, and once 
under 7th Street, exit to the train yard and 
dodge the ramp, or head up it to crash into 
Billboard #9.

48. Road Entrance to Train Yard (East)
7th and Lambert
Grid Reference: R 8/9
Heading: South
Description: One of the three entrances into the 
long train yard shortcut area is via this sloping 
tunnel, accessed via 7th Street on the south 
side. Drop off the ledge as you emerge, onto the 
tracks below, just left of Smash #47.

49. Train Yard Expedition (North)
Train Yard under 7th
Grid Reference: R 8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This is one of three entrances into the 
train yard, if you’re heading south, or the main 
exit north, allowing you access up to the country 
club. Enter via 9th Street if you’re heading south.

50. Tunnel Entrance/Exit
Newton Drive
Grid Reference: R 6
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: This makes an excellent shortcut if 
you’re heading to or from the Big Surf area and 
want to catch opponents before they reach the 
country club. This leads to a tunnel; Smash #1 
is on the other side.

1. Coast Guard Headquarters:  
     Finishing Place

Make sure you learn this location quickly, espe-
cially as the fi nish is just southeast of Patterson 
Avenue. If you take this road, you’ll need a fi nal 
sharp right turn. Look at the shortcuts both here and 
in Palm Bay Heights when plotting a course.

2  Coast Guard Construction Site

Just next to the fi nishing place is a large build-
ing under construction. It is actually the new 
Coast Guard HQ. Spot this from a distance to 
tell exactly where you are.

3  Coast Guard Lighthouse

At the very northeastern edge of the city, the 
lighthouse itself can’t be reached, but it’s still 
an excellent landmark. Don’t forget the short-
cuts near the container yards nearby. 

4 Container Yard Off-road Area

Three shortcuts wind through the container yard 
south of the Lighthouse, and these are useful 
during Stunt Runs and cutting fi nal corners to 
reach the Coast Guard HQ fi nishing place.

Use it to pinpoint your location; you’re just north 
of the gas station here.

9  I-88 Toll Booths

The I-88 is full of tooth booths, and Motor City 
is no exception. Be careful not to hit the bar-
ricades as you speed through. The tunnel to the 
south is the entrance to the underground road, 
under Webster.

14  Symbol of the City

This giant statue provides you with an excellent 
way of spotting the Waterfront Plaza fi nishing 
place when the red sign is obscured; the fi nish 
line is slightly south of this point.

15. Waterfront Plaza: Finishing Place

This fi nishing place has the most roads con-
necting to it. Immediately trace back all the 
possible ways to get here, including the short-
cuts through Downtown; some stretch back a 
few city blocks!

16  Rayfi eld Grand Hotel

Locate this as a main marker during north-
south (or vice versa) Waterfront district runs. 
Not only is this a shortcut to the fi nishing place, 
but it is wider than usual shortcuts, too.

Also look for the con-
struction zone, large hotel, and other markers at 
this intersection.

15. Waterfront Plaza: Finishing Place 18 Scaffolding and Parking Lot      
    Shortcut

Only accessible heading south, this should 
be the start (or continuation) of a Stunt Run 
throughout this part of the city. It also allows 
easy access around the southeastern corner of 
the Wildcats Baseball Stadium.

19  Three Stone Fountain

This fountain is a good example of a corner 
with a brief shortcut. There are loads of them 
throughout this neighborhood, and fi nding them 
all on the guide map could give you that crucial 
extra second during a race!

Spend some time fi guring out the layout of this 
area.

Use the 
ramps in the middle of I-88 to launch up here, 
and fi gure out which parts of the middle section 
of Webster have ramps and which feature low 
walls. Remember that you can speed south 
down here, on the Interstate, and launch up a 
middle ramp and land near the Wildcats Base-
ball Stadium fi nishing place!

26  Suspension Bridge Toll Booth

The toll booth is troublesome if you don’t have 
a racing line and hit one of the barricades here. 
Also note the ramp area allowing you to drop 
onto Harber below. You can also reach this area 
from a rooftop to the northeast, but only after a 
parking structure climb.

27 Suspension Bridge On/Off-Ramp

The western end of the suspension bridge offers 
a few choices; for example, the looping on/off-
ramp can set you up for a good run north along 
King Avenue near the river. Locate this area if 
you need quick access onto the Interstate.

You’re 
close to the El Train, a block south of the park, 
and you’re on the same road (1st) as the 
finishing place.

You can easily see this large skyscraper from 
Harbor Town. Use this to locate the broken 
bridge and the southwestern part of Downtown 
Paradise.

34 The Broken Bridge

Offering exciting (or embarrassing, if you’re not 
fast enough) jumps across the river, this is the 
only partially constructed bridge in this neigh-
borhood.

Nestled behind trees and a cool shortcut area 
with ramps and a drop is this imposing build-
ing, which is located just south of the park on 
Glancey Avenue.

37  Fan Bridges

Located at the junction of Glancey and 2nd 
Street, this marks the southeastern corner of the 
park area, and is a block west of Webster/I-88.

38  Paradise City Police Headquarters

Over on the western side of River City, near the 
“Urban Ocean Liner” on Fry and 2nd, is the Po-
lice HQ, with a shortcut through its underground 
parking lot.

39  Museum of Natural History

Flanked by two imposing obelisks, and featur-
ing a small shortcut in the southeastern corner 
at the junction of Fry and 1st, this is another 
great landmark.

40  The Urban Ocean Liner

This effectively splits 2nd Street in two, just 
before the bridge to the west, into Palm Bay 
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Heights. Remember that Fry runs through the 
middle of this structure, allowing quick access 
to and from Paradise Square.

Use this building, and the others coated in neon 
signs, as landmarks during a race.

52  Dolphin Fountain
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Over on the eastern part of Downtown is this 
quiet fountain area. Finding it means you’re only 
a block west of the Waterfront Plaza fi nishing 
place!

53  The Red Fox (Modern Art)

This obstacle is on the border between 
Waterfront and Downtown, near the train sta-
tion. Think of this as the northern end of the 
Webster/I-88 thoroughfare.

#1 (or any entrance on Webster Street). Travel 
south until you spot this ramp with the fl ashing 
cones. Other ramps aren’t the super jump. 
Accelerate up the ramp, and land on the raised 
middle roadway of Webster (you can crash 
through Billboard #12, too).

 Super Jumps: River City

 6. Into the Center of the Park

Shortcut north of 2nd
Grid Reference: W 13
Barrel Roll Available: No
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Ideally, attempt this after crashing 
through Smash #37 heading north (as shown); 
you have the additional speed to hit the pile of 
dirt, and fl y up, and land just before the central 
bridge. Ignore Billboard #22 and try aiming for 
Super Jump #7 instead.

Super Jumps: Waterfront

3. Parking Lot Leap

Some of the super jumps, billboards, 
and smashes are on the border 

between two different areas, and 
may appear in one or the other (or 
different from this guide) on your 

in-game map.
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 Super Jumps: Downtown

 7. Out of the Center of the Park

Shortcut south of 3rd
Grid Reference: W 12
Barrel Roll Available: No
Heading: North
Description: This super jump requires a massive 
accelerated run-up, as you must land on the 
raised shortcut just north of 3rd Street. Acceler-
ate under the park bridge, hit the pile of dirt, fl y 
through the air, and land on the concrete ramp 
down to 4th street, then crash through Smash #65.

 8. Paradise Square: Parking 
         Structure Scaffold Ramp

Scaffold ramp on Fry
Grid Reference: U/V 12
Barrel Roll Available: No
Heading: Northeast
Description: This is deceptively simple. Head 
up Fry Avenue, passing the entrance to Parking 
Structure #4 (Smash #54), and hit the ramp 
leading into the scaffolding. Make sure you’re 
traveling quickly enough to cover the initial 
gap. Then continue to boost up the ramp, and 
fl y off, landing in Paradise Square. The trick is 
to remain intact as you land; there are many 
vehicles here!

 9. Paradise Square: Two-Tier Plaza Leap

Shortcut on El Train above Andersen
Grid Reference: U 12
Barrel Roll Available: No
Heading: West
Description: Drive onto the El Train, ideally by 
using the ramp and crashing through either 
Billboard #19 or 24. Then move west along the 
track above Andersen until you reach the corner 
without any barriers (picture 1). Jump across, into 
the upper mall, and continue to accelerate off the 
other end (picture 2). Land on 3rd, or steer right 
as you jump, so you can destroy Billboard #30.

 10. Construction Site Straight Shot

Shortcut near Webster and Andersen
Grid Reference: X 12
Barrel Roll Available: No
Heading: Northeast

Description: Not only is this a spectacular super 
jump, but it allows you to make a deft racing at-
tack for the Waterfront Plaza fi nish line! Enter from 
Smash #61, steering left (picture 1) so you don’t 
head down to the ground exit (Smash #62), and 
race off the edge of the steel girders (picture 2).

 Billboards: Motor City

 1. Ramped Container Shortcut (North)

Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: Y 8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you’re heading south, two 
shortcuts merge just before you reach this set 
of containers, with a ramp at each end. You can 
drop under the middle container if you’re not 
traveling fast enough, but a better plan is to 
increase the speed, hit the ramp straight, and 
sail into the billboard.

 2. Ramped Container Shortcut (South)

Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: Y 8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: Just like Billboard #1, this is a set 
of containers with a ramp at each end. Above 
the middle container (which you can drop 
under if you’re not fast enough) is the billboard. 
Accelerate off the ramp and crash through the 
billboard. Remember to land properly and adjust 
your racing line for the next billboard, or exit.

 3. Watt a Jump!

Shortcut at Watt and Angus
Grid Reference: Y 9
Heading: Northwest
Description: The intersection of Watt Street and 
Angus Wharf has a small concrete off-road area 
to the southwest, and a ramp that leads to this 
billboard. The trick here is to drive north up 
Angus, across the bridge, and then swing left 
(getting enough speed) up the ramp to hit the 
billboard. Have you tried barrel rolling through it?

 4. Interstate Falling

Shortcut off I-88
Grid Reference: X 8
Heading: Southeast
Description: If you’re driving at speed along 
Section 2 of I-88, prepare yourself for an im-
promptu exit just after the three signs reading 
“Downtown.” Swerve left, through the billboard, 
and land on the junction of East Crawford and Watt.

 5. Toll Booth Trouble

Shortcut off Webster
Grid Reference: X 9/10
Heading: South
Description: This billboard requires a good run-
up, and top speed. Begin at the intersection of 
Watt and East Crawford, and drive south, onto 
the open parking lot east of Webster. Hit the 
ramp near the parking structure (picture 1), and 
fl y through the air. Keep your vehicle straight 
as you hit the ramp so your landing is accurate. 
Drop onto the roof of the toll booth, where the 
billboard is (picture 2).

 6. Rooftop Rampage (Part 1)

Rooftop west of Webster
Grid Reference: X 9
Heading: Northwest
Description: Crashing through this billboard requires 
skill. First, enter Parking Structure #1 via Smash 
#14, and at the top, make a fast run-up to the ramp 
that’s pointing northwest. Hit the ramp, sail over 
Webster (picture 1), and land on the roof of the 
train yard building. Brake hard, position yourself 
heading northwest, and boost forward. Don’t go 
too slowly, or you drop through the hole in the 
train yard roof building. Ignore the platform sec-
tions leading to this billboard in the yard below; 
this is the only way to crash into this billboard!

 7. Northwest Train Yard Exit

Train yard near 7th and Glancey
Grid Reference: W 9
Heading: North
Description: Exit the train yard via the northwest 
sloped exit, through a couple of open ware-
house areas. Begin by crashing through Smash 
#13, and continue north, through the billboard, 
and drop down into the busy intersection, near 
the Twin Bridges.

 8. Rooftop Rampage (Part 2)

Rooftop west of Webster
Grid Reference: X 9
Heading: North
Description: This billboard requires cunning to 
destroy. First, enter Parking Structure #1 via 
Smash #14, and at the top, make a fast run-up 
to the ramp that’s pointing northwest. Hit the 
ramp, sail over Webster (picture 1) and land on 
the roof of the train yard building. Brake hard, 
and swing your vehicle to head north. Acceler-
ate along the roof section adjacent to Webster 
(picture 2), and drop off the end, crash through 
the billboard, and land near the paint shop.
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 Billboards: Waterfront

 9. Webster Billboard Barrage (North)

Webster and Andersen
Grid Reference: X 11
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: Drive onto Webster (access this from 
the side streets, or even the underground Inter-
state), and then head up and onto the central 
raised area. Use the ramp at 4th or Andersen, and 
then drive through the billboard. You can crash 
into Billboards #11 and 12 farther along this road.

 10. Parking Structure #1 Roof

Parking structure off Angus
Grid Reference: Y 11
Heading: South
Description: Travel into Parking Structure #1 by 
crashing into Smashes #17 and 18. Once on the 
roof, back up to the northeast corner, and point 
your car southwest. Accelerate, steer into the 
southern ramp (picture 1), launch off, and strike 
the billboard at the base of the statue (picture 
2). This may take a few tries!

 11. Webster Billboard Barrage (Middle)

Webster and Andersen
Grid Reference: X 12
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This can be destroyed just after 
hitting Billboard #9 or 12. Use the ramp at the 
intersection of Webster Avenue and Andersen 
Street, and head up onto the ramp and into the 
billboard. You can also access this raised area 
heading north at Webster and 3rd Street.

 12. Webster Billboard Barrage (South)

Webster and 2nd
Grid Reference: X 13
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This can be crashed through after (or 
before) smashing Billboards #9 and 11. Stay on 
Webster, avoiding the barrier in the mall tunnel 
(between 3rd and 2nd) and steer onto the raised 
middle ramp at Webster and 2nd. Or, if you’re 
heading north, enter the raised area via the ramp 
at the Wildcats Baseball Stadium fi nishing place.

 13. Out of the Parking Lot

Shortcut near Angus
Grid Reference: Y 14
Heading: South
Description: You must destroy Smashes #27 
and 28 fi rst, using the ramp to drive up into 

the parking lot, drop out of the southern end, 
through the billboard, and land in the off-road 
area east of the stadium. Keep your speed up. 
Next stop is Billboard #15!

 14. Fall Near the Exhibit Hall

Shortcut near Webster and Glancey
Grid Reference: X 15
Heading: West
Description: Attempt this after exiting the Wildcats 
Baseball Stadium via Smash #30. This lines you up 
to cross the intersection of Webster Avenue and 
Glancey Avenue, and up these steps (picture 1). 
A second later, you’re fl ying into the billboard, 
and over the entrance to the I-88 underpass 
(which tunnels below Webster), en route to the 
waterfront suspension bridge (picture 2).

 15. Exhibit Hall Exhibition

Shortcut near Webster
Grid Reference: X 15
Heading: West
Description: A rather exciting off-road rampage 
is called for here. Head around the southeastern 
corner of the Wildcats Baseball Stadium, keeping 
near the perimeter wall (to your left), and then 
launch up the steps at speed or you won’t make 
the gap. Crash through the billboard, go over a 
couple of humps, and land near Webster, behind 
the auto repair.
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 16. Rooftop Drops

Rooftops southwest of Parking Structure #3
Grid Reference: V 14
Heading: Southwest
Description: An exciting and precise series of 
maneuvers is needed here. First, enter Parking 
Structure #3 through Smash #32, get to the roof, 
and launch off the southwest ramp, through 
Smash #33. Continue heading southwest, and 
accelerate over this alley (picture 1; you’re passing 
over Smash #36). Land on the next roof and 
straighten your racing line so you’re heading 
directly for the left ramp (picture 2). Boost off it, 
through the billboard, and land on the suspen-
sion bridge.

 17. Down from the Mall

Shortcut near Harber and Root
Grid Reference: V 14
Heading: East
Description: You can only access this billboard 
heading east. Enter the covered mall via the 
steps just north of Harber and east of Fry, and 
steer left so you don’t head down the exit steps. 
Instead, crash through the billboard, landing at 
the junction of Harber Street and Root Avenue.

 Billboards: River City

 18. Drop from Parking Structure #3

Parking Structure #3 south of 1st
Grid Reference: W 14
Heading: West
Description: This is another billboard that’s only 
accessible if you fl y off a parking structure roof. 
Begin by entering the structure via Smash #32, 
and race to the roof. Back up to the eastern 
side, and accelerate toward the ramp in the 
northwestern corner (picture 1). When you fl y off, 
make sure you land on the lower roof and bounce 
off, into the billboard, before landing on 1st Street.

 19. El Train Ground Ramp (South)

El Train track above 1st
Grid Reference: U 14
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Simply boost along 1st until you 
spot this ramp in the middle of the road. Drive 
up it, through the billboard, and optionally con-
tinue off the end of the El Train, landing back on 
1st with a full boost. This is a great technique if 
you’re heading directly for the Wildcats Baseball 
Stadium fi nishing place. You can also crash into 
this billboard if you drove onto the El Train via 
Billboard #20 or 24.

 20. Mall to El Train

El Train track above 1st
Grid Reference: U/V 14
Heading: Southwest
Description: This billboard is visible from the El 
Train, but you can only crash through it if you 
enter the mall (ideally via Smashes #44, then 
43), and drive up the interior stairs, swerve 
right, and head down the corridor (pictured) and 
through the billboard, landing on the El Train.

 21. Ramped Interior to El Train

Construction site near Root and 2nd
Grid Reference: V 13
Heading: North
Description: Enter the construction site near 
the corner of Root Avenue and 2nd Street via 
Smash #38, and immediately turn left, striking 
Smash #39 and driving up the concrete ramp, 
through this billboard, and land on the El Train 
track, heading north with the park to your right.

 Billboards: Downtown

 22. Park Billboard (East)
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Park between 2nd and 3rd
Grid Reference: W 13
Heading: Southwest
Description: Enter the park via Smash #59, 
under the arched monument, and increase your 
speed along the main straight pathway (picture 
1). As you head up to the bridge area, turn left 
and keep your speed up, and drop down (pic-
ture 2), catching the bottom right corner of the 
billboard as you land. If you miss, adjust your 
steering at the turn, and quicken your pace!

 23. Park Billboard (West)

Park between 2nd and 3rd
Grid Reference: W 12/13
Heading: Northeast
Description: Enter the park via Smash #57, un-
der the iron arch and pillars, and increase your 
speed along the main straight pathway (picture 
1). As you head up to the bridge area, turn left 
and keep your speed up, and drop down (pic-
ture 2), catching the bottom right corner of the 
billboard as you land. If you miss, adjust your 
steering at the turn, and quicken your pace!

 24. El Train Ground Ramp (North)

Andersen
Grid Reference: W 12
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: This billboard allows you to reach the 
El Train track via the ramp on Andersen Street, 
near Smashes #65 and 66. Of course, you could 
have accessed the El Train at the ramp or mall 
exit near Billboards #19 and 20. Remember 
that you can continue east, and drop off one of 
two areas; depending on whether you want a 
straight shot to the Waterfront Plaza fi nish, or to 
head northeast into the long alley (Smash #63).

 25. Paradise Square: Overground,
     not Underground

Shortcut between 3rd and 2nd
Grid Reference: U 13
Heading: South
Description: The fi rst part of this billboard 
takedown is to locate Smash #53, and head 
through it from 3rd Street, and then take the 
overground, interior passage to the billboard 
and drop onto 2nd.

 26. Paradise Square: From the Walkway

2nd and Fry
Grid Reference: T 13
Heading: West

Description: Perhaps the easiest billboard to shatter 
in this neighborhood, simply drive along 2nd until 
you spot the junction with Fry; there’s a walkway to 
the west you can drive onto, into the billboard, 
and off, onto 2nd. This is a great place for a 
vertical takedown and boost improvement, too!

 27. Paradise Square: From Parking  
     Structure #3 (Northeast ramp)

Parking structure above Paradise Square
Grid Reference: U 12
Heading: North
Description: This is actually rather straightfor-
ward. Enter the parking structure via the ground 
entrance (Smash #54), head up to the roof, and 
take the northeast ramp, through Smash #56. 
Land on the next section of roof, and drive up 
the ramp straight ahead. 

 28. Paradise Square: From Parking 
Structure #3 (Northeast Ramp)

Parking structure above Paradise Square
Grid Reference: U 12
Heading: North
Description: Return to the roof of the parking 
structure, using the route you already tried 
during Billboard #27’s run. Take the northeast 
ramp as before, but keep left, passing the ramp 
to Billboard #27, and speed up, aiming directly 
for the ramp ahead and left. You need a lot of 
speed and boost, as you must clear the road 
below and crash into the billboard on the op-
posite building.
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 29. Paradise Square: From Parking
          Structure #3 (Northwest Ramp)

Parking structure above Paradise Square
Grid Reference: U 11/12
Heading: North
Description: Time for a more tricky set of ma-
neuvers. Scale the roof of the parking structure, 
and this time take the northwest ramp, landing 
on a thin sliver of roof (picture 1). Accelerate 
quickly, aiming at the ramp, and jump the road 
below. Land on the next sliver of roof, and drive 
to the end of this passage, turning left hard so 
you drop off the end (picture 2), fl ying through 
the billboard, and landing on Franke Avenue.

 30. Paradise Square: Scaffold Billboard

Area above 3rd and Paradise
Grid Reference: U 11/12
Heading: West, then north
Description: This is one of the trickiest bill-
boards to shatter in the whole of the city! Begin 
by accessing the El Train, and journeying west, 
above Andersen Street. At the corner without 
the barrier (picture 1), boost across and land on 
the mall’s upper fl oor. Continue to boost, all the 
way to Super Jump #10, and turn right just as 
you lift off (picture 2). Aim for the scaffolding 
and brake sharply as you land. Then swing right 
(picture 3), and drop off the northern end of the 
scaffolding, claiming the billboard as you fall.

 Smashes: Motor City
1. Lighthouse Shortcut (West)
Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: X 7
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: This is one of three nearby fences 
(along with #2 and 3) that lead to three sepa-
rate shortcuts in the coast guard and container 
yard area. Be sure you know which one is 
which; this leads to Smash #5.

2. Middle Shortcut (North)
Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: X 7
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Whether you’re traveling to the 
Coast Guard HQ fi nishing place (seen just past 
the fence in this picture), or traveling toward 
Angus Wharf through the container yard, this of-
fers a slightly quicker route than the lighthouse 
shortcut, and leads to Smash #6.

3, 4. Warehouse Shortcut
Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: X/Y 7/8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: One of the fi rst shortcuts to fi nd, this 
gives you a quicker route from East Crawford 
to Angus Wharf. Batter down this fence, and 
choose a racing line; either through the ramped 
area of the warehouse, or along the ground.
This gives you a straight shot onto (or away 
from) Angus, and the nearby gas station. Your 
initial junkyard is only a block away, too.

5. Lighthouse Shortcut (East)
Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: Y 7
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: Accelerate along this shortcut, which 
joins up with another shortcut at Smash #6, and 
crash through this fence by the lighthouse. The 
lighthouse road itself cannot be accessed.

6. Middle Shortcut (South)
Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: Y 7/8
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This shortcut leads to/from Smash 
#2 near the Coast Guard HQ fi nishing place, and 
merges with the lighthouse shortcut (seen to the 
right in the picture above). This offers a slightly 
quicker route than the lighthouse shortcut.

7. Lighthouse Shortcut (South)
Shortcut off East Crawford
Grid Reference: Y 7/8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: The last of the lighthouse shortcut’s 
fences is here, just by the merging of this and 
the middle shortcut route, and north of the 
ramped containers and Billboards #1 and 2.

8. Container Yard Entrance/Exit
Shortcut at Angus and Watt
Grid Reference: Y 9
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: Whether you’ve traveled south from 
the Coast Guard HQ, or you’re heading that way from 
the junction of Watt Street and Angus Wharf, the 
large fence makes entering this area easy.

9, 10. Cutting Corners 
Shortcut at Angus and Watt
Grid Reference: Y 9
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: If you need to cut the corner and 
avoid the busy Watt and Angus intersection, use 
the shortcut through these containers. The east-
ern smash (#9) is just south of the auto repair 
shop. As you exit, beware of the concentration 
of parked cars and the low ramp—great for 
stunts and crashes, but not so good when rac-
ing. That billboard to the west (#4) can only be 
accessed via the Interstate.

11. Into the Train Yard
Webster
Grid Reference: X 10
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you haven’t entered the train 
yard from the tracks to the north or the access 
on 7th Street, you can fi nd this fence opposite 
Parking Structure #1. You can continue south, 
up through the small tunnel to Smash #80, or 
head north up here as a shortcut to avoid the 
covered area of Webster, near 4th.
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12. Out of the Train Yard
Train yard
Grid Reference: W 10
Heading: South
Description: Exit the train yard (as shown). Note 
that this isn’t part of the cluster of Smashes 
(#75–78) near 4th Street; you actually drive up 
to a drop down onto Glancey Avenue, just north 
of the 4th Street intersection.

13. Northwest Exit of the Train Yard
Train yard adjacent to Glancey
Grid Reference: W 9
Heading: North
Description: This is at the opposite end of 
the open warehouse from Smash #12. Travel 
north to this point from the cluster of Smashes 
(#75–78), and steer left, into the fence, and 
then continue toward Billboard #7.

14. Into Parking Structure #1
Webster
Grid Reference: X 10
Heading: East
Description: This smash is easy to fi nd. Simply 
head along Webster, and with the train yard at 
one side, look for the parking structure on the 
other. Swerve in and make a super jump, and 
take a ramp to the train yard roofs!

15, 16. Junkyard Ramp to/from I-88
Shortcut at I-88 and East Crawford
Grid Reference: X 8
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: The fi rst available smash—#16—is 
just south of your initial junkyard location. 
However, the two-fence shortcut allows access 
to, or (in this case) from the I-88 section. 
If you’re racing and using the Interstate to gain 
speed, line yourself up with this exit, head 
down onto the off-road area by the junkyard, 
and steer onto East Crawford and through the 
fi nishing place at Coast Guard HQ!

 Smashes: Waterfront
17, 18. Into Parking Structure #2
Shortcut near Angus and 4th
Grid Reference: Y 11
Heading: East
Description: Ready yourself for some insane 
jumping, but only after you swerve east along 
Angus, just north of the Waterfront Plaza fi nishing 
place, and head into the short off-road path to 
the parking structure. A second later, swerve 
right, into the parking structure building itself, 
through this fence. Continue all the way to the 
roof, where you fi nd the very diffi cult Super Jump 
#4, and is also how you discover Smash #20!

19. Under the Parking Lot: 1
Parking lot by Angus
Grid Reference: Y 11
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Although there’s activity on this 
parking lot roof, via the super jump from Park-
ing Structure #2, you can enter the base of the 
building from Angus Wharf (or Webster Street). 
This provides a good shortcut, especially if 
you’re heading east, then southeast to the 
Waterfront Plaza fi nishing place. The smash at 
the opposite end of this shortcut is #21.

20. Super Jump Smash
Parking Structure #2 roof
Grid Reference: Y 11
Heading: West
Description: Enter the parking structure on 
Angus Wharf near the Waterfront Plaza fi nish-
ing place, and ascend to the roof. Of the three 
ramps up here, take the one directly west. This 
is Super Jump #4, but the smash is at the base 
of the ramp—an easy discovery!

21. Under the Parking Lot: 2
Parking lot by Angus
Grid Reference: X 11
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: The smash at the opposite end of 
this underground shortcut is Smash #19. This 
brings you out onto Webster (if you’re heading 
west), or onto Angus Wharf heading south (if 
you enter heading east). 

22. Parking Lot Drop
Parking lot roof near Webster and 4th
Grid Reference: Y 11
Heading: West
Description: Reach this parking lot roof (Super 
Jump #4) and drive northwest toward this 
fence. Ignore the ramps because they don’t lead 
to discoveries. Drop through Smash #22; this 
sets you up for Super Jump #3. The passage 
across the rooftop, with the glass-roofed area, 
simply leads to Webster.

23, 24, 25, 26. Rayfi eld Grand Slams
Shortcut east of Angus
Grid Reference: Y 12/13
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This series of four smashes allows 
you to head through the forecourts of two ho-
tels. The southern one is the Rayfi eld Grand.
Simply line yourself up with the incoming fence 
and crash through it. A second later you’re 
through the next gate. Attempt this in either 
direction. Is it saves you steering around Angus 
and is excellent if you’re heading to the north-
east or southeast fi nishing places.
The fi nal fence is accessible, and if you’re 
traveling south you can line yourself up with 
the next set of smashes as you head up into a 
parking lot area (Smash #27).

27, 28. Parking Lot Roof (Heading South)
Shortcut east of Angus
Grid Reference: Y 13
Heading: South
Description: This allows you to attempt some 
stunt-fi lled fun up through a long ramped scaf-
fold that leads to a parking lot. Accelerate and 
make sure your racing line is straight.
The second smash is just as you enter the 
parking lot. Remember to keep your speed up 
so when you exit, you fall through Billboard #13. 
Note that you can head up a ramp inside this 
parking lot if you head north through Smash #29.

29. Parking Lot Roof (Heading North)
Shortcut east of Angus
Grid Reference: Y 14
Heading: North
Description: This is useful if you need a boost 
(although the nearby gas station is a better bet), 
but during a Stunt Run, defi nitely try heading 
out of the Wildcats Baseball Stadium (through 
Smash #30), head north into the base of the 
parking lot, through this fence, and up the ramp. You 
land just south of the Rayfi eld Grand Hotel.

30, 31. Into and out of Wildcats Base-
ball Stadium
Shortcut southeast of Angus
Grid Reference: X/Y 14/15
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: This isn’t a particularly recom-
mended shortcut because the corner of Webster 
just west of here offers quicker passage in this 
area, and the fi nishing place is at the junction of 
Webster, Angus, and 1st. 
However, the stadium is great fun for messing 
about in or attempting a Freeburn Challenge or 
two. Crash in via the north gate, and out via the 
southwest gate. Or try it the other way around. 
Heading north sets you up well for Smash #29.

 Smashes: River City
32, 33. Into Parking Structure #3
Parking structure off 1st and Glancey
Grid Reference: W 14
Heading: South and southwest
Description: This parking structure is easily 
located if you head along 1st Street, and then 
swing south through the fence at the entrance. 
Head up to the roof.
There are two ramps of interest up here. The 
northwest one leads to Billboard #18, but the 
southwest one leads to a series of exciting roof 
jumps and Billboard #16. Get a good run-up, 
crash through this smash, and land on the roof.

34, 35, 36, 37. Two Blocks to the Park
Shortcut north of Harber, or south of 2nd
Grid Reference: V/W 13/14
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Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: For a quick route into (or from) 
the mark in the middle of Downtown Paradise, 
locate the entrance beneath the waterfront 
suspension bridge, and head north.
The next smash occurs at 1st Street, and you can 
break off the shortcut here (if you need to get to 
the parking structure or Wildcats Baseball Sta-
dium fi nishing place to the east, for example).
Or, you can continue across 1st Street, and 
into the next shortcut, which curves slightly so 
you’re heading directly north.
Crash through the fi nal fence onto 2nd Street. 
Watch for cross traffi c! You can now use the 
pathways in the park, including the curved 
path heading northwest, allowing you to fl ee 
Downtown Paradise in seconds! Or, continue 
over Super Jumps #6 and 7, and continue the 
northern shortcuts to Smash #65!

38, 39, 40. Ground Level
Construction Site
Shortcut near Root and 2nd
Grid Reference: V 13/14
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast shown)
Description: Although you can approach in both 
directions, if you want to shatter Smash #39, try 
a northeastern heading. Drive up Root Avenue, 
and as the El Train crosses above you, steer 
right, into the construction site.
A millisecond later, there’s this fence to your 
left. It leads up a ramp to Billboard #21, and a 
landing on the El Train. Take this route only if 
you want this to be your destination.
Or exit, having cut the Root Avenue and 2nd 
Street corner, onto 2nd and think about heading 
into the park. Remember you can approach 
heading southwest if you wish.

41. Upper Level Construction Site
Shortcut from El Train, near Root and 2nd
Grid Reference: V 13
Heading: Northeast
Description: It takes a little time to realize that 
this construction site has more than one fl oor, 
and the upper one is only accessible (aside 
from the ramped exit through Billboard #21) via 
the El Train tracks. Get up here (from Billboard 
#19, for example), and drive off this small ramp 
(picture 1), into the construction site. From here, 
accelerate out through the fence (picture 2), 
and drop down to 2nd.

42, 43, 44. Mall Crash
Shortcut near Root and 2nd
Grid Reference: V 13
Heading: Northeast or southwest (#42; north-
east shown); north or south (#43 and 44; south 
shown)
Description: Two of these smashes (#42 and 44) 
are useful if you want to cut the corner of Root 
Avenue and 2nd Street. Smash #42 is in the 
side of the mall, under the El Train.

Once inside however, think about crashing into 
Smash #43 too. It leads south, up some steps 
and allows access onto the El Train, and to 
Billboard #20.
The northern exit allows better access into 
the mall if you want to reach Smash #43. This 
shortcut is useful for quick access to Root, or 
(if heading north) toward Franke, and into Palm 
Bay Heights.

45, 46, 47. “Harbering” a Shortcut
Shortcut near Harber and Fry
Grid Reference: U 14
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: This trio of fences is located at the 
base of a parking lot near the southwestern 
edge of this district, and it is useful for quick 
access north or east (north in this case).
Assuming you want to head north on Fry, ap-
proach the fi rst Smash (#45) via the covered 
mall area, heading away from Billboard #17. 
Crash into the parking lot, then make a split-
second decision: swerve back onto Harber…
…or crash through this fence (#47) and skid 
onto Fry Avenue, and begin to head north into 
the River City district.

48. Here Comes the Sun(Dial)
Shortcut near Harber and Fry
Grid Reference: T 14
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description: This shortcut can begin on the 
southeastern tip of Harbor Town. Crash through 
the smash there, by the sundial, then head over 
the low ramp and through the exit smash, onto 
Fry Avenue near 1st. This is a good shortcut if 
you’re exiting or entering this neighborhood.

49, 50. Cop a Load of This!
Shortcut near Fry and 2nd
Grid Reference: U 13
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: The short tunnel beneath the 
Paradise City Police Department allows quicker 
access to and from 2nd Street, which is excel-
lent if you’re coming in from the southwest, 
heading northeast.
Steer right, into the tunnel, and head out the 
other side. You can line yourself up with the 
off-road areas of the park (Smash #57) if you’re 
heading north.

 Smashes: Downtown
51, 52. Paradise Square: Under-
ground, not Overground
Shortcut between 2nd and 3rd
Grid Reference: U 12/13
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If you require a curved underground 
passage to and from 2nd and 3rd Streets, try 
this entrance, underneath Billboard #25. 

You emerge (if heading north) near Paradise 
Square, and can head into the two-tier mall (at 
Smash #68) to continue your progress.

53. Paradise Square: Overground, not 
Underground
Shortcut between 3rd and 2nd
Grid Reference: U 12
Heading: South
Description: You must approach this shortcut 
heading south. It’s easy to miss because it’s 
right next to Smash #52. Once through, you 
tear through the above-ground interior, and into 
Billboard #25.

54, 55, 56. Paradise Square: Parking 
Structure #4
Parking structure on Fry
Grid Reference: U 12
Heading: West and north
Description: Locate the last parking structure in 
Downtown, and drive west, through the fence 
at the base of the building. Then ascend the 
structure to the roof. Three ramps are up here.
The ramp facing southeast simply lands you 
back on the ground near 2nd, so choose one of 
the other two ramps. This one (northwest) leads 
to a narrow rooftop, a leap, and a maneuver into 
Billboard #29.
This ramp (northeast) leads to a segment 
of roof, and the choice of driving into two 
Billboards (#27 and 28). Be sure you have a 
reasonable speed, and that you’re heading 
straight into the ramps as you hit them.

57, 58, 59, 60. Into (or out of) the 
Park
Shortcut park between 2nd and 3rd
Grid Reference: V/W 12/13
Heading: Northeast, northwest, southeast, 
southwest (all shown)
Description: In the midst of the massive 
skyscrapers and metal El Train track, this area 
provides a different kind of playground, and 
includes two billboards and super jumps.
You can enter each of the park’s four corners 
through a fence, as the four associated pictures 
show you. As you can see on the map, there’s a 
straight route directly through the park.
This means you can head from the northwest 
to southeast corner, and the northeast to south-
west corner (or vice versa) in a straight line. Or, 
you can turn in the middle section, where the 
two billboards are located.
Take a look at the guide map and you’ll see the 
shortcuts continue after the park, such as the 
construction site to the northeast (Smash #61). 
Plan racing shortcuts through here because it’s 
quicker than 90-degree turns at main road corners!
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61. Construction Site Southwest 
Entrance/Exit
3rd and Glancey
Grid Reference: W/X12
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: The construction site has a couple 
of secrets to reveal. The fi rst is easy to spot 
if you’re coming in from the park (exiting via 
Smash #59), or heading southwest from Smash 
#62. Exit this fence. Heading northeast is a 
fantastic plan; you can access Super Jump #10 
and have a straight shot to the Eastern Water-
front Plaza fi nishing place!

62. Construction Site Northeast 
Entrance/Exit
Webster and Andersen
Grid Reference: X 12
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: The entrance/exit at the opposite 
end of the construction site from Smash #61 
is a ground-level access point. Take the route 
heading southwest, and you merge along the 
shortcut before hitting Smash #61. This is a 
great way to reach the park from the northeast-
ern parts of Downtown Paradise.

63, 64. Tenement Block Shortcut
Glancey and Andersen
Grid Reference: W/X 11
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description: Like Smashes #61 and 62, this 
provides a diagonal route to cut out an intersec-
tion. Head into here, either via the ground, or 
jump down from the El Train track.
The exit, through a narrow, debris-fi lled alley, 
brings you out at the corner of Webster and 
4th. This is useful if you’re heading to or from 
Webster or the train yard.

65, 66. Crossing Andersen
Shortcut across Andersen
Grid Reference: W 11/12
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Whether you’re continuing from 
Super Jump #7 (as shown) or not, this stretch 
of shortcutting allows access to a long, thin 
mall pavement area, after you cut across Ander-
son Street. 
Once through the fence on the road’s northern 
side, keep your speed up into this shortcut, al-
lowing you to reach the junction of Glancey and 
4th, and crash through Smash #72. Remember, 
if you’re heading south, you can drop down into 
the park.

67, 68. Two Tier Mall, into/out of 
Paradise Square
Shortcut near Andersen and Root
Grid Reference: V 12
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Travel under the El Train line to the junction of 
Andersen and Root Avenue, and head straight 
through the ground fl oor of the two-tier shop-
ping mall.
Accelerate out the other side, into the neon 
glitz of Paradise Square. In either direction, this 
shortcut is excellent for getting across Down-
town, especially to and from 3rd Street.

69, 70, 71. Cinema Sign Shortcut
Shortcut near Root and 4th
Grid Reference: V 11
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast shown)
Description: There’s a shortcut by the vertical 
“cinema” sign on the corner of Root and 4th, 
and this is an excellent spot to cut this intersec-
tion out of your travels.
Once inside the shortcut, you can immediately 
head out to the corner, if you only want a small 
shortcut.
Or, you can continue and exit further along 4th 
Street. When heading southwest, this entrance/
exit gives you a better racing line.

72. Onto the Mall Pavement
Shortcut near Glancey and 4th
Grid Reference: W 11
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: Use this shortcut for a quick access 
to the park and beyond. Drive into the mall 
pavement area, shoot across Andersen (through 
Smashes #65 and 66), and drop down onto 3rd. 
Coming the other way, you can easily access 
the train yard if you shoot out of here heading 
northeast.

73, 74. Muddy Corner Cutting
Glancey and 4th
Grid Reference: W 11
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If the train station courtyard, and 
the train yard itself, is your target, cut the 
corner on Glancey and 4th and head into the 
construction yard.
Immediately head out the other side, leading 
(if you’re headed north) to 4th Street and a 
straight shot to Smash #79 at the train yard. If 
you’re heading out of the yard, use this shortcut 
so you don’t need to brake sharply. Cut across 
4th and enter Smash #74 instead.

75, 76, 77, 78. Train Station Area: 
Thoroughfare
Shortcut near Glancey
Grid Reference: W/X 10/11
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Head through Smash #75 fi rst to reach this 
western part of the interior train station court-
yard. This is an option to avoid traffi c when 
racing along 4th. It also allows quicker access 
to the three additional smashes.
Much as you can access the small interior path 
near Smash #75, you can hit the eastern side of 
this area from this location, and set yourself up 
for the smash cluster (#77, 78) to the west.
The last two fences are just feet apart from 
each other, and land you on Glancey Avenue, or 
(if you’re starting this crashing run from west 
to east) enable access into the train station 
courtyard.
You exit onto Glancey, which has a lot of traffi c 
and the steel columns of the El Train to avoid.

79. Train Yard Entrance (Western 
Courtyard)
4th and Glancey
Grid Reference: W 10
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This stone arched entrance allows 
you into the train yard, and gives you a straight 
shot toward Smash #13. When heading north 
or south, use this excellent shortcut to avoid 
Glancey and the congestion near the Twin 
Bridges intersection with 7th Street.

80. Train Yard Entrance (Eastern 
Courtyard)
4th and Webster
Grid Reference: X 10
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Access the eastern corner of the 
courtyard through this fence. When smashed, 
it allows you to enter the train yard, and head 
toward a ramp and Smash #11. This is a good 
way to avoid Webster and the covered area of 
that road.

51  Northbound Toll Booths

There’s access to and from the southbound 
section of the I-88 near this toll booth.

Description: This section of Park Vale has a load of 
smashes; head south down Hubbard to complete 
them all in a single run. Begin with Smashes #4, 
then #14 to the north, before heading through this 
smash as another shortcut appears.
This leads to a short jump and Billboard #1. 
Make sure you slow down so you don’t fl y over 
the exit Smash (#16). Then continue on Hub-
bard, keeping to the right.
Just after the junction with Harber Street, stay 
to the right and look for the tunnel in the moun-
tain wall. This is directly under a large satellite 
dish that you can use as a landmark.
The tunnel shortcut swings to the southwest, 
and also splits into two narrow paths that 
merge again a second later. Smash through the 
exit fence (#18).

19, 20, 21, 22. Park Vale Hillside 
Shortcuts (Part 2)
Shortcuts north of Hubbard, to South Rouse
Grid Reference: N/O 14
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: After exiting the tunnel (Smash 
#21), continue along Hubbard, optionally hitting 
the low ramp, then steer right toward the small 
dirt shortcut of earth. There’s a smash fence here.
Stay along the northern wall, as you can easily 
drop back onto Hubbard if you hit the edge of 
the shortcut. Smash the fence at the base of 
the hillock.
Instead of heading through the road junction 
with South Rouse, make a drifting skid to the 
south. You’ll pass a log cabin between the 
shortcut and the junction.
The last section of this smash selection is the 
exit fence, which places you heading south on 
South Rouse. Remember that you can approach 
from here if you wish.

23, 24. Park Vale Hillside Shortcuts (Part 3)
Shortcuts east of South Rouse and Hall
Grid Reference: N 15
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: Either continue your hillside short-
cuts (beginning in Part 1), or start them from 
Smash #24, heading in the opposite direction. 
This shortcut avoids the South Rouse/Hall junction.
Head through the fence, drift toward the exit fence, 
and head out onto Hall itself. This saves time, and 
heading south sets you up easily for Smash #25.

25. Up on the Roof
Shortcut northeast of Lambert and Hall
Grid Reference: O 15
Heading: South
Description: Approach the fi nal part of the 
hillside shortcuts (starting with Smash #15) 
heading south on Hall, then steer left onto the 
shortcut and rooftop drop, which lands you at 
the Lambert-Hall junction.

  Smashes: Paradise Wharf
26, 27, 28. Hamilton Avenue Shortcut
Shortcut west of Hamilton
Grid Reference: R 14
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This shortcut shaves time if you’re 
heading south from the train yard run in Palm 
Bay Heights, or swinging in from 1st. Or, 
you can zip north toward either of these two 
thoroughfares. Assuming you’re heading north, 
shatter the fi rst fence, entering the tunnel (#26).
A second later, exit the tunnel, onto 1st Street. 
Here you have a good racing line (if you steer 
left) toward the triangle junction to the west, or 
you can continue to Smash #28.
Cross 1st, and blast through the long fence. 
Here you can head down onto the train yard run 
and into Palm Bay Heights if you wish. Usually, 
you strike Smash #28 upon exiting that route.

29, 30. Hamilton Avenue Warehouse 
(South-North)
Shortcut east of Hamilton, south of 1st
Grid Reference: R/S 14
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description: Four smashes close together are 
easily accessed from Hamilton if you keep right 
as you head north, passing the paint shop. Hit 
the fi rst fence soon after.
The brightly lit “24 Hour Towing Service” sign 
sits above the next smash. Stay to the left, or 
you’ll hit a wall, and smash through, into the 
warehouse. Once inside, increase speed and hit 
Billboard #6. Exit onto 1st.

31. Hamilton Avenue Warehouse 
(North-South)
Shortcut east of Hamilton, south of 1st 
Grid Reference: S 14
Heading: Southwest
Description: To cut the 1st-Hamilton junction, 
steer to the left while heading west, skidding 
southwest into the shortcut, and keep left. Enter 
the warehouse and speed up, jetting over the 
ramp and landing near Hamilton, heading south.
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32. West Acres Construction (into 
West Acres 1)
Shortcut north of 1st and Evans
Grid Reference: S 14
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This allows access to the shortcuts 
leading to the southern part of West Acres, in 
Palm Bay Heights. Approach from Palm Bay 
Heights, or drive north off-road from 1st Street.

33. West Acres Construction (into 
West Acres 2)
Shortcut north of 1st and Evans
Grid Reference: S 14
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This also allows access to the 
shortcuts leading to the southern part of West 
Acres, in Palm Bay Heights. Approach either 
from Palm Bay Heights, or drive north off-road 
from 1st Street.

34. Into (or out of) Downtown
Shortcut near Harber and King
Grid Reference: T 14
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description: Near the Rayfi eld Hotel billboard, 
just northeast of Harber and King, is a shortcut 
that leads straight into (or out of) Downtown. 
Watch for the low ramp afterward, if you ap-
proach from the northeast.

35. Into (or out of) the Oceanside 
Shortcut
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway, 
near Shepherd
Grid Reference: R 17
Heading: West or east (west shown)
Description: This smash is under a large graffi ti 
billboard and is the start of the shortcut drive if 
you’re heading east to west. It leads almost im-
mediately to Super Jump #3. If you’re heading 
west (as shown), hit Smash #84 next.

36, 37, 38, 39, 40. Mind Your Manners
Shortcut east of South Bay Expressway and 
Manners 
Grid Reference: R 16/17
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description:This is one of the best ways of 
cutting the expressway and Manners junction, 

whether you’re heading to or from Downtown. 
Employ these shortcuts with the ones to the 
northeast (Smashes #41–47). Steer right as you 
approach Manners.
Once through Smash #36, you have three options. 
For the fi rst option, increase your speed, stay 
left, and jump the ramp through Billboard #8. Or, 
reduce your speed, sneak under the small ware-
house roof, and slam through Smash #37.
Smash #37 is left of the concrete column. How-
ever, you can choose Smash #38 to the right 
instead. Double back to destroy both fences 
though; they each count as a smash.
The second main option is to ignore the small 
humped ramp and destroy Smash #39, which 
leads to the right side of the small warehouse 
interior, and out, under the interstate, onto Man-
ners. Smash #38 is just beyond.
The last plan is to ignore the cluster of fences, 
and keep to the far right (or left if you’re travel-
ing southwest), and crash through the fence 
that’s a straight shot from Smash #36.

41, 42, 43, 44. Fish Market Jumps
Shortcut east of Manners 
Grid Reference: S 15/16
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown)
Description: This is one of the most useful 
shortcuts to reach the expressway or Down-
town. The inner route through the two market 
warehouses has four fences to destroy. The fi rst 
occurs as you enter the building. This sets you 
up to hit Billboard #7.
The remaining three smashes are all in the 
general area of the white, concrete warehouse 
that’s just south of Manners Avenue. The next 
one (assuming you’re heading northeast) is at 
the warehouse entrance.
A gap leads onto Manners Avenue, just to the 
side of this warehouse, allowing you access to 
Smashes #42, 43, and 44 if you didn’t approach 
from the fi sh market. The next fence is at the 
warehouse exit.
A small shortcut passage leads out onto Harber 
Street. This is a great place to begin a Stunt 
Run along the shortcuts all the way to the naval 
yard and the expressway bridge (if you’re head-
ing southwest).

45, 46, 47. Seafood Wholesalers 
Shortcut
Shortcut between Manners and Harber
Grid Reference: S 15
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast 
shown for #45 and 47)
Description: Between Manners and Harber is 
a seafood wholesaler with a narrow shortcut 
with two entrances on the south, leading to one 
(Smash #47) to the north. This is the left one.
This is the right one, but heading southwest, 
exiting into Manners.

This is the exit onto Harber. Notice the ramp? 
This allows you access onto the interstate, 
which is an excellent shortcut during races, or if 
you want to fl ee from a pursuer.

48, 49, 50. Warren Avenue Alley
Shortcut east of Warren
Grid Reference: R 15/16
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Approach these two smashes from either end of 
the alley east of Warren Street. In this example, 
we took the warehouse entrance on the corner 
of Warren and Manners.
The second smash is at the other end of the 
warehouse, which (if you’re heading north) allows 
access into a long alley east of Warren Avenue.
Exit to Harber Street, near the three-way inter-
section. If you steer left slightly as you exit, you 
can line up the building site shortcut that leads 
to 1st Street (Smashes #51–53). Or, if you’re 
heading south, attempt that shortcut fi rst.

51, 52, 53. West Acres Construction
Shortcut between Hamilton and 1st
Grid Reference: Q/R 14/15
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest 
shown)
Description: From the intersection (if heading 
north), head northwest into the building site with 
the “West Acres Construction” sign to the left of 
it. The fi rst smash (#51) is at the entrance.
The second is available only if you’re heading 
southeast, or you spin 180 degrees during your 
run northwest. This leads to an underground 
passage below the southern entrance (and 
Smash #51), and allows you to break Billboard #9.
The smash at the northern end of the building 
site allows easy access to 1st Street; steer to the 
right as you emerge to keep a good racing line.

  Smashes: South Bay
54, 55. Parking Structure #2
Manners and Shepherd
Grid Reference: Q 16
Heading: North
Description: Drive along Manners either east or 
west until you come to this parking structure, 
located under the interstate overpass. Destroy 
Smash #54 to enter, and ascend to the roof.
On the roof, there are three ramps, and all 
lead to discoveries (the east ramp to Billboard 
#10, the southwest ramp to Super Jump #4). 
Smash #55 is in the northwest corner. Drive 
up the ramp, land, and enter a roof run toward 
Billboard #11.

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56, 57. Building Site on Gabriel (West)
Lambert and Gabriel
Grid Reference: Q 15
Heading: Northeast
Description: It is preferable to drive north along 
Gabriel (or exit via Smash #70) to get a good 
racing line into this fence. Smash through, into 
the multi-level building site.
Drive under the steel building above, and stay 
left. There’s a ramp on your right, allowing you 
to fl y over Harber Street, into the gas station. 
However, you want the ground-level smash. This 
is a good shortcut to take if you’re heading south.

58, 59, 60. Building Site on Gabriel (East)
Lambert and Gabriel
Grid Reference: Q 15/16
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This smash looks very similar to 
the western entrance on Gabriel (#56). Enter it 
heading north to effi ciently locate Smash #59.
You have a choice of exits, each with a smash 
to complete. Smash #59, easily accessible if 
you’re heading north, is just after #58. The fence 
leads you into the building site, and a drop onto 
the junction with Harber, above Smash #57.
The other smash is to the north, leading to and 
from Harber Street. Approach it after hitting 
Smash #58, heading south from Harber Street 
itself, or on a continuous path from the ware-
house roof and Billboard #11.

61. Into the Pipes
Shortcut off Lambert, near South Rouse
Grid Reference: M 16
Heading: East
Description: Drive down Lambert until you spot 
the dirt road and giant pipes, and hit the fence 
to enter this shortcut. Your next target should be 
Billboard #12.

62. Roof Run Fun
Shortcut off Lambert, near South Rouse
Grid Reference: M 16
Heading: South
Description: Just south of the pipes and Smash 
#61 is a line of fencing leading to a series of 
roof run drops, just west of South Rouse. They 
lead to Super Jump #6.

63, 64. Parking Structure #1
Lambert and Hall
Grid Reference: N 16
Heading: South
Description: Travel east or west along Lambert 
Parkway to locate the parking structure en-
trance, and head south, smashing through the 
fence. Note that the entrance to this structure 
is in Park Vale, but the roof is on the border 
between Park Vale and South Bay.
Atop the parking structure, you can pick from 
three ramps. The one to the southeast has the 
fence you’re looking for, and it leads through 
a building site to Billboard #14. The west roof 
ramp leads to Billboard #13.The third ramp 
simply allows a quick return to the ground.

65. Outside the Car Plant (West)
Shortcut south of Lambert Parkway, east of Hall
Grid Reference: O 16
Heading: West
Description: Accelerate west along Lambert, 
looking left for the car plant. Steer left, onto the 
forecourt, and enter the fence that leads to a 
ramp allowing you to land on the Hall-Lambert 
intersection.

66. Outside the Car Plant (East)
Shortcut south of Lambert Parkway, east of Hall
Grid Reference: O 16
Heading: East
Description: Accelerate east along Lambert, 
looking right for the car plant. Steer right, onto 
the forecourt, and pass the low concrete wall, 
into the fence smash. Continue down the drops 
to Smashes #67 and 68.

67, 68. Warehouse Run (Car Plant 
Grounds)
Shortcut south of Lambert Parkway, west of 
Parr
Grid Reference: P 16
Heading: East
Description: After destroying Smash #66, enter 
the series of drops leading to the warehouse 
along the shortcut south of Lambert. Enter the 
warehouse by hitting Smash #67.
Exit by smashing the second fence (#68), and 
fl y over the low wall, landing on Parr Avenue. 
Note that you can steer left and get back on 
Lambert too, or line up Smashes #69 and 70.

69, 70. Parsing Parr Avenue
Shortcut between north ends of Parr and 
Gabriel
Grid Reference: P 16
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Although you can take these easily 
spotted smashes from either direction, heading 
east makes most sense as you can line up the 
cluster of smashes (#56–60) inside the building site.
Quickly slam through both smashes at speed, 
arriving quickly in Gabriel, and then access 
either entrance to the building site (Smashes 
#56 or 58) if you wish.

71, 72. Parking Structure #3
Hall and Manners
Grid Reference: O 17
Heading: East
Description: Travel north or south along Hall Av-
enue, until you spot the parking structure near 
Manners, and swing through the fence, into it. 
Get to the roof for Smash #72.
There are three ramps on the roof. The one 
with the fl ashing cones to the northwest leads 
to Super Jump #5. The one to the south allows 
diffi cult access to Billboard #16. Instead, drive 
off the southeast ramp with the fence. It leads 
to a high shortcut to Billboard #15.

73, 74. Onto the Railroad
Shortcut off South Rouse (or Manners) and 
South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: N 17
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: You can exit from the railroad, too. 
However, the easiest way to spot this is to head 
south down South Rouse Drive, and scoot down 
the curved shortcut.
This leads to a dual alley. Stay to the right, on 
the ground, rather than investigating the upper 
shortcut (that leads to Billboard #10) to the left. 
Drive through this fence (#74), and onto the 
railroad tracks.

75, 76, 77. Warehouse Dash
Shortcut off South Rouse (or Manners) and 
South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: M 17
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Approach from Manners or South 
Rouse (as shown). Skid into the warehouse 
grounds and execute Smash #75 at the ware-
house entrance.
Continue through the warehouse, up the ramp, 
and destroy Smash #76 halfway through.
Exit via the small ramped garage door, and into 
Manners. Billboard #19 is available to destroy 
here; this is preferable than approaching from 
the east.

62. Roof Run Fun
Shortcut off Lambert, near South Rouse
Grid Reference: M 16
Heading: South
Description: Just south of the pipes and Smash 
#61 is a line of fencing leading to a series of 
roof run drops, just west of South Rouse. They 

Smashes #56–70 are on the border 
between Park Vale and South Bay. 

They have been included in the 
South Bay section because they are 
all south of Lambert Parkway, which 

borders the two areas. However, 
sometimes your in-game map (and 
the screenshots in this guide) may 

show Park Vale.
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78. Start of the Container Run
Shortcut east of the South Bay Expressway 
Bridge
Grid Reference: M 17
Heading: East
Description: Either make a U-turn on the South 
Bay Expressway while heading west, just before 
the bridge, or keep right as you exit the bridge. 
This is the start of the stunt-fi lled container run, 
where Billboards #17 and 18, and Super Jump 
#7 are available.

79. End of the Container Run
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: N 18
Heading: East
Description: Ideally, after landing Super Jump #7 
(or you can access this fence from the Express-
way), enter and accelerate up the narrow ramp.

80. Into (or out of) the Naval Yard (West)
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: O 18
Heading: West or east (west shown)
Description: This smash is almost directly under-
neath Billboard #20. Either approach after driving 
through the naval ship (as shown), or from the 
expressway just east of the auto repair shop.

81. Into (or out of) the Naval Yard (North)
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: O 18
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: More easily seen and driven through 
via the expressway, this zigzag ramp leads into 
the naval ship. Slow down to take this tight 
series of turns. This isn’t a well-used shortcut.

82. Into (or out of) the Naval Yard (East)
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway 
and Parr
Grid Reference: P 18
Heading: Southwest or northeast (southwest shown)

Description: This is easy to spot, as the Fort 
Lawrence sign is prominent if you’re heading 
southwest from the expressway. Smash through 
the entrance gate, or use this as an exit after 
driving through the ship.

83. Into (or out of) the Warehouse
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: P 18
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest shown)
Description: If you’re exiting the warehouse 
(Smashes #84–85), you can drive back onto the 
expressway via this exit, which peels off to the right 
of the main shortcut leading into the naval yard.

84, 85. Under the Warehouse
Shortcut south of the South Bay Expressway
Grid Reference: Q 18
Heading: West or east (west shown)
Description: This fence is under the main west-
east shortcut path, and easy to miss. It’s easier to 
fi nd if you’re heading west, from Smash #35. 
Strike Smash #85 fi rst (the second picture), and 
then drive under the warehouse, into Smash #84 
(the fi rst picture). If you approach from the east, 
Smash #84 is easy to miss as you jump over it.

Grid Reference: I 16
Heading: East

Description: Enter the off-road quarry area (the 
two entrances are shown in the White Mountain 
Tour section), exit via the tunnel in the base of 
the eastern wall, and drive back into Harbor 
Town, out and onto Casey Pass.

87. Top of Dam Exit (West)
Shortcut west of Geldard Drive
Grid Reference: I 16
Heading: West (shown) or east
Description: After crossing the top of the dam 
(as shown), or heading in from the White 
Mountain area, break this fence and enter the 
shortcut to (or from) South Mountain Drive.

88. Top of Dam Exit (Northwest)
Shortcut north of Geldard Drive
Grid Reference: I 16
Heading: Northwest (shown) or southeast
Description: After crossing the top of the dam 
(as shown), or driving the tarmac shortcut by 
the lake, bust open these fence sections. You’ll 
enter (or come from) White Mountain.

89, 90. Dam Tunnel
Shortcut between Casey Pass and Manners
Grid Reference: K 16
Heading: Northeast (shown) or southwest
Description: Either route is just as feasible. 
From the base of the dam (and Super Jump 
#10), drive through the arrow chevrons, into the 
tunnel, and into Smash #89.
The last smash in Harbor Town is at the upper 
end of the tunnel, as you merge onto Manners.Heading: North or south (south shown)

1 Frankie’s Campground (South 

Entrance/Exit)

This campground’s northern area is in Silver

2 Base of the Vista

This is the base of the gigantic mountain you 
can zoom to the top of. A small river empties 
out into Silver Lake, and Nelson Way continues 
southwest. Head up here to reach Uphill Drive, 
and the way to the Wind Farm.

3  Paradise Woods

This peaceful and quaint water mill, with hous-
ing among the trees, is near the base of the 
vista. Chubb Lane stretches southeast to Lone 
Peaks Quarry, Hans Way, and the junkyard.
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11 Lucas Way Junction

This junction is used relatively frequently if 
you’re trying to quickly reach the Lone Stallion 
Ranch. Look for the gray bridge (the train tracks 
can’t be accessed) as a landmark.

12  Sunset Valley Baseball Park

This baseball park is the fi rst of two large 
landmarks that you cannot access in Sunset 
Valley. It’s near the junction of West Lake Drive 
and Chubb Lane.

13  Sunset Valley Stadium

This is the other large landmark that you can’t 
drive into. This stadium indicates that you’re 
halfway along this section of Chubb Lane (to the 
east) or West Lake Drive (to the west). Try the  
shortcut running by the eastern perimeter.

14  Silver Lake Mobile Home Park

You can’t access this old mobile home park with 
stunning views of Silver Lake, but you can spot 

the trailers as you speed along Chubb. The gas 
station is just south of here.

15  Kwiki 24 Hour Mart

This serves the patrons of the trailer park just 
to the north, and is also attached to the gas sta-
tion. It’s out of the way, and one of the buildings 
you encounter throughout Sunset Valley.

Shortcut off North Mountain
Grid Reference: B 8
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Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Whether you’re heading to or from 
the Wind Farm, line up the leap across the cliff 
near the giant wind turbine. The billboard is 
between the stone ramps on either side.

 21. Off the Long Ledge

Train tracks north of Nelson
Grid Reference: C 6/7
Heading: South
Description: Drive at speed south from the yellow 
bridge on the train tracks, and steer to the right 
(picture 1) at the wooden shack that spans the 
tracks. Follow a long ledge along the right cliff 
wall. At the end of the wall is a gap and a billboard 
(picture 2). You need top speed to reach this.

 22. Dirt Road Fall

Shortcut off North Mountain
Grid Reference: B 5
Heading: South
Description: Drive along North Mountain and 
pass by Smash #82. Steer left as you spot 
this entrance to the dirt path, and look for the 
billboard. Drop off the side of North Mountain 
Drive at a narrow angle so you pass through the 
billboard and land on the dirt road.

 23. Follow the Yellow Bridge Road

Train tracks west of Read
Grid Reference: C/D 5
Heading: South
Description: After negotiating the barns, keep 
right as you approach a yellow steel arched 
bridge. Steer right, through a rickety barn, and up 
onto a ramp. Take the ramp onto the roof of the 
bridge, and steer through the billboard up here. 
Super Jump #9 is on the left side of this bridge.

 24. Train Barn Storming (North)

Train tracks west of Read 
Grid Reference: D 4
Heading: Southwest
Description: Drive through the tunnel from the 
train suspension bridge in Silver Lake, and 
locate the two barns. Swerve right, through 
Smash #84, and drive up the ramped ledge and 
through the billboard.

 25. Train Barn Storming (South)

Train tracks west of Read 
Grid Reference: D 4
Heading: Southwest
Description: Drive through the tunnel from the 
train suspension bridge in Silver Lake, and 
locate the two barns. Swerve left, through 
Smash #85, and drive up the ramped ledge and 
through the billboard.

 Smashes: Sunset Valley
1. Into Silver Lake Marina
Shortcut south of East Lake and Cannon Pass
Grid Reference: F 7
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: On the border with Silver Lake, 
the marina can be reached after you cross the 
Marina shortcut, or if you enter (as shown) from 
the junction as East Lake Drive becomes West 
Lake Drive.

2, 3, 4. Clearing Frankie’s Campground
Shortcut east of Cannon Pass
Grid Reference: E 6
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Frankie’s Campground is another 
area that has part of its run in Silver Lake (the 
billboard and the fences at the northern en-
trance/exit). However, this southern entrance/exit 
is in White Mountain. Use your ramming speed!
There is a second entrance/exit farther north, 
along Cannon Pass. This makes another good 
shortcut to reach Nelson Way, heading east.
The third entrance/exit along Cannon Pass of-
fers the smallest of shortcuts, and a direct route 
to the Silver Lake billboard. Remember that this 
campground also has a stone outcrop you can 
drop off, but only when you’re heading north.

5, 6, 7. Shortcut across from the 
Paint Shop
Shortcut at West Lake and Cannon
Grid Reference: F 7
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you’re heading down Cannon 
Pass or along West Lake Drive, and want to cut 
the inside corner onto Cannon, use this small 
shortcut, which has two entrances (if you’re 
heading south). The fi rst is on Cannon itself.
The second shortcut provides easier access to 
the crisscrossing shortcut to the ramp and Bill-
board #2. Approach it across from the parking 
lot, next to West Lake Drive.
The exit onto West Lake occurs after a short dip 
in the dirt path. You reach a bridge, but you can 
also cut across the road and enter the bridge 
with Super Jump #1 nearby.

8. 9. Accessing the Broken Bridge
Shortcut east of West Lake
Grid Reference: E/F 7/8
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: This shortcut allows you to gain 
boost as you fl y over Super Jump #1, and you 
have a good racing line (if you’re heading north) 
to Smash #7, and that shortcut beyond. If you’re 
heading south, crash through this fence.
Accelerate so you complete Super Jump #1, 
and once on the other side, drive along the con-
crete path and out onto West Lake Drive itself. 
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10, 11. Cutting the Corner at Chubb
Shortcut at West Lake and Chubb
Grid Reference: E 9
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you’re approaching the junction 
of Chubb Lane and West Lake Drive, you can 
cut the corner here, hitting Smash #10 or 11 
fi rst, depending on the direction you’re traveling.
Smash #10 allows you to take the longer short-
cut far along West Lake to the south, and exit 
either into Smash #20, or Billboard #5. Smash 
#11 (shown here) offers a quick way to and 
from these roads.

12. Heading to Vista Point
Shortcut north of Nelson and Cannon
Grid Reference: D/E 5
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: The end of the dirt road that runs 
alongside Nelson Way at the border with Silver 
Lake ends with this fence, across from Frankie’s 
Campground. 

13, 14. The Base of Vista Point (Ramp)
Shortcut at Nelson and Chubb
Grid Reference: D 6
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: This shortcut allows you to smash 
through the fi rst billboard in White Mountain, and 
sets you up to climb the switchback section of 
Nelson Way. Enter from either direction.
Once you’ve driven up the ramp, smashed the 
billboard, and landed on the other side, you can 
exit onto Nelson Way. If you’re heading south-
west, you can head onto the natural overhang 
(Smash #15) almost immediately.

15. Climbing Vista Point: Dirt Overhang
Shortcut on Nelson
Grid Reference: D 6
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: Just after Smash #14, you can 
swerve left, onto this muddy bank, and drive up 
and over the overhang, landing on the shortcut on 
the opposite side of Nelson Way. Or, you can ap-
proach the area near Smashes #16 and 17 (or the 
train tracks) and attempt to get enough air to land 
on the overhang, but this is almost impossible.

16, 17. Climbing Vista Point: Dirt 
Track to Train Tracks
Shortcut on Nelson
Grid Reference: C/D 7
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you’re heading away from the 
vista drop, or toward the patch of off-road earth 
linking Nelson Way to the rail tracks, quicken 
your pace by heading through this shortcut.
You might miss Smash #16 if you landed on 

this area from the overhang, so double-check to 
make sure you didn’t. Obviously, this is also a 
good shortcut to take in preparation for driving 
toward the ramp where Billboard #1 is.

18. Train Shed
Shortcut on Nelson
Grid Reference: C 7
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: The train tracks mark the border 
between Sunset Valley and Crystal Summit, and 
this is on the cusp of both areas. Drive into the 
shed, either from the dirt patch near Nelson 
Way, or from the train tracks.

19. Sunset Valley Stadium: A Closer 
Look (North)
Shortcut west of Chubb
Grid Reference: F 10
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This is an entrance or exit, and 
the fence at the opposite end of the shortcut is 
Smash #26. This allows you to enter the path next 
to the stadium (the stadium can’t be entered). It 
shaves time off the curve in Chubb Lane.

20. The Chubb Shortcut Revisited
Shortcut near West Lake and Chubb
Grid Reference: E 10
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This smash is at the southern end 
of the shortcut that begins on the corner of 
Chubb and West Lake (Smash #10). Continue 
along this gravel path, and elect to hit the 
billboard on the banked ledge exit to the right, 
or this small fence. This is a good shortcut if 
you’re heading north toward Nelson, too.

21, 22, 23, 24, 25. A Dash into
(or out of) Town
Shortcut between Nelson and West Lake
Grid Reference: E/F 10/11
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: Use this cluster of shortcuts to 
access the main street in Sunset Valley (West 
Lake Drive). Or if you’re heading northwest, out 
of town, use it to make a quick escape onto 
Nelson to avoid the Y-shaped intersection.
Access Smash #21 near the junction with Lucas; 
drive onto the grassy dirt, and a second later, 
crash through Smash #22 (shown), onto West 
Lake itself. You can stop the shortcut now, or 
continue.
As you cross West Lake Drive, you can option-
ally stay on the main road as you go under the 
archway sign, or you can drive left, into the 
fenced alley. This gives you a good run-up to 
Billboard #7.
This smash occurs a second after Smash #23, 
and allows you a straight shot down the alley 
parallel to West Lake, avoiding the central 
islands and traffi c.

Or, you can swerve into (or out of) this shortcut 
via West Lake, and join the alley just southeast 
of Smash #24. Accelerate to the ramp and 
Billboard #7. Remember to try these shortcuts 
in the opposite direction, too!

26. Sunset Valley Stadium: A Closer 
Look (South)
Shortcut west of Chubb
Grid Reference: G 11
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This is an entrance or exit, and 
the fence at the opposite end of the shortcut is 
Smash #19. This allows you to enter the path next 
to the stadium (the stadium can’t be entered). It 
shaves time off the curve in Chubb Lane.

27. South End of the Stadium
Shortcut at West Lake and Chubb
Grid Reference: G 12
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest shown)
Description: The end of the alley that starts at 
Smash #23 (to the northwest) allows you to 
either take the ramp to the south (Billboard #7), 
or drift around to the north, and head out onto 
Chubb. Again, this cuts out the Chubb/West 
Lake intersection.

28, 29. Lake Side Passage (Northern 
Entrances/Exits)
Shortcut by West Lake and Chubb
Grid Reference: G 12
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: The pictures show the vehicle 
exiting this area, onto West Lake Drive, after be-
ginning this shortcut at Smash #32. This allows 
you to avoid the traffi c islands and congestion 
of the West Lake and Chubb interchange.
Smash #29 (shown) can be entered heading 
north only. The shortcut ends with a ledge—
leap off it, gain boost, land on Chubb, and 
accelerate up past the stadium. This is an 
excellent plan if you’re heading north!

30, 31. In-Town Alleyway
Shortcut at West Lake and Chubb
Grid Reference: F/G 12/13
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast 
shown)
Description: Take this route if you need a couple 
of small ramps to help your boost, and you want 
to avoid the congestion of the in-town road. 
Swerve into this fence, behind the shop fronts.
After tearing down this alley, you can smash 
Billboard #8 (only heading southeast), and 
venture back onto West Lake Drive, which is 
now clear of the segmented traffi c islands it 
had to the north.

32. Lake Side Passage (Southern 
Entrance/Exit)
Shortcut at West Lake
Grid Reference: G 13
Heading: North or south (north shown)
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Description: Use this as an exit onto West Lake 
if you used the ramp to the north, crashed 
through Billboard #6, and used this shortcut. Or, 
you can head north (as shown), and take either 
Smash #28 or 29 (which is preferred as it has 
a ledge you can fl y off for more boost), onto 
Chubb Lane.

33. Exploring the Dam
Shortcut at West Lake
Grid Reference: G 13/14
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: Head across the parking lot, pass-
ing the Hills Hotel on your left, and smash the 
fence to enter another section of West Lake 
Drive, which winds along Silver Lake to the dam 
in Harbor Town. There’s a dam building with 
Billboard #9 to smash. Or, use this to exit into 
the parking lot.

34, 35. Dirt Track 
Shortcut at South Mountain, Hans, and West Lake
Grid Reference: G/H 14/15
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: These two smashes allow you to 
avoid the curved section of West Lake Drive as 
it fi nishes at the junction with Hans Way and 
South Mountain Drive.
As you exit, you have a much better view of 
the intersection, and can quickly check which 
route you want to take next. Remember that 
you’re close to the junkyard on Hans. Also, this 
a great shortcut to take northwards, heading 
into Sunset Valley village. Note that Smash #35 
is technically in Lone Peaks.

 Smashes: Lone Peaks
36, 37, 38, 39. Tindle’s Mine Adventure
Shortcut across Hans and Chubb
Grid Reference: E/F 13-15
Heading: Northwest to northeast or southeast 
to southwest (northwest to northeast shown)
Description: This entire series of shortcuts can 
be attempted in the opposite direction from the 
auto repair shop on Chubb Lane. Or, you can 
elect to use Smash #36 and 37 separately, and 
cut the corner of Hans and Chubb.
Assuming you’re heading northwest, break 
through the previous Smash (#36), and head 
along the undulating dirt track to this second 
fence, bringing you out onto Chubb. The mine 
entrance/exit is just ahead.
Boost through the mine entrance, which is 
under the railroad area you cannot access. A 
moment later, you’re in a tunnel, before exiting 
into the mine buildings area.
Keep your speed up and head into a second 
tunnel, and then accelerate out of the northern 
entrance/exit; you’re close to the intersection 
of Chubb and West Lake, near the alleys behind 
the stores.

40, 41. Lone Peaks Quarry Entrance 
Off South Mountain
Grid Reference: H 16
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Lone Peaks Quarry is a massive 
playground that doesn’t appear on any in-game 
map. It’s at the northern end of South Mountain 
Drive, and the entrance is wide.
So wide, in fact, that there are two sets of 
fences to crash through. Destroy both of them 
to add to your smashes total. Then take the 
Super Jump (#3), or drive south into the quarry 
complex.

42. Lone Peaks Quarry: Secret Exit
Off South Mountain
Grid Reference: H 16
Heading: East
Description: The north side of the quarry, which 
is separated by a river, is a vast playground with 
a road running around the perimeter, and three 
billboards (#10, 11, 12) to destroy. However, 
when you want to exit, don’t forget this tunnel 
on the ground, leading into Silver Lake; it brings 
you out at the base of the dam.

43, 44. Lone Peaks Quarry:
Southern Escape
Off South Mountain
Grid Reference: G/H 17
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: If you want a quick exit from the 
ground interior level of the quarry, but want to 
stay in the White Mountain area, head up the 
gantry road and into the hillside.
You appear from a tunnel, at one of the lower 
altitude S-bends along South Mountain Drive! 
Alternately, head into this route from South 
Mountain; it’s the alternate entrance into the 
quarry as well.

45. Alternate Dam Route
Off South Mountain, near Geldard
Grid Reference: H 16
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast 
shown)
Description: This short road isn’t incorporated 
into South Mountain Drive or Geldard Drive, 
and it has a Rockridge Dam sign at its southern 
entrance/exit. Head through there, and you 
emerge through a smash in Harbor Town, on top 
of the dam itself.

46. Rockridge Dam Construction
South Mountain and Casey
Grid Reference: I 17
Heading: North
Description: This smash is usually destroyed 
as you attempt to claim the billboard at the 
northern end of this series of drops through a 
construction area. The billboard is in Harbor 
Town, but the entrance and this fence are at the 
bottom of South Mountain Drive.

47, 48, 49, 50. On or Off the Train Tracks
South Mountain
Grid Reference: H 19
Heading: East to west (both shown)
Description: These four fences, just north of 
the Lone Stallion Ranch area, allow you to 
enter or exit the railroad tracks. This smash, for 
example, is shown being struck while heading 
east. Next stop on the railroad is the suspension 
bridge in Harbor Town.
Or drive west from South Mountain Drive, 
through this smash and into this off-road four-
way intersection.
A second later, you can crash into this fence, 
and onto the railroad tracks. However, your run 
on the rail lines is short-lived; the railroad line 
is blocked to the west, by Smash #51.
This smash is shown with the vehicle heading 
west, after crashing through Smash #47 and 
heading off the railroad. Remember this route 
in particular for a novel and quick route to the 
Lone Stallion fi nishing place!

51, 52. Dirt Road Rail Blocking
Railroad and Lucas
Grid Reference: G/H 18/19
Heading: East to west (both shown)
Description: These two smashes allow you 
access between Lucas Way and the railroad 
tracks. The tracks themselves are blocked from 
here, all the way to the area near Billboard #4.
Crash through here, and then join Lucas Way, 
which offers a great alternative up to Uphill 
Drive. It’s also worth checking out as a different 
route to the Wind Farm, and beyond.

53. Paradise City Stock Car Racing 
Track
South Mountain
Grid Reference: G 19
Heading: South
Description: If you wish to explore the looping 
fi gure-eight track that doesn’t appear on your 
in-game map, the banked turns are just through 
here. This area is mostly used for messing 
about in with your online buddies.

54, 55. Cliffside Path (North and 
South)
South Mountain
Grid Reference: F 19 - D 17
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest 
shown)
Description: Over in the southwestern corner of 
Paradise City, there’s a gas station, but if you 
crave a shortcut instead, make a left before 
you reach the gas station, and head up a long, 
straight dirt path.
You leap the road at high speed, destroying 
Billboard #13, and should land on the other 
side. Of course, you could steer right and drop 
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onto the main road; a vertical takedown would 
be impressive if you can manage it! Rejoin the 
road by this smash. Remember you can choose 
this shortcut heading south, too.

56, 57. Shortcut Corner Cut
South Mountain
Grid Reference: C/D 16/17
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description:
Farther along South Mountain, weaving either 
north or south, always attempt to cut this 
corner and save some time during a run. Simply 
swerve into the inner dirt path…
…and out the other side, heading for the White 
Mountain Lookout sign. This shortcut has no 
downsides; you shouldn’t even remember what 
the main South Mountain road looks like!

58, 59. Adam’s Watchtower: Shortcut 
Corner Cut
South Mountain
Grid Reference: D 15/16
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Choose this two-fence shortcut 
to quickly head east on Hans Way or south on 
South Mountain Drive. This fi rst fence is just 
after the massive sign for Adam’s Watchtower 
and the White Mountain Lookout.
A second later, you’re careening out onto Hans 
Way, which becomes a severe switchback in a 
moment.

60, 61. Hans Off
Shortcut off Hans
Grid Reference: E 16
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: White Mountain is full of two-
smash shortcuts that remove seconds from 
your racing times. If you’re traversing this sec-
tion of Hans Way, be sure to look for this fence.
A second later, you’re out the other side, head-
ing to the Lucas Way and Hans Way junction (or 
away from it, if you’re traveling toward South 
Mountain Drive).

62, 63. Avoiding the Barn
Shortcut west of Hans and South Mountain
Grid Reference: C 15/16
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest 
shown)
Description: Whether you’re heading down or up 
this long winding route, there’s no need to stay 
on the road itself when you can steer west, into 
this long, narrow dirt road.
A second later, you approach a ramp next to the 
barn on South Mountain Drive itself. Crash through 
Billboard #14, and exit via the other smash.

64, 65. Lone Shortcut Lone Peak
Shortcut off Lucas
Grid Reference: D 13-15
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If you’re traveling along Lucas 
Way between Hans Way and the junction with 
Schembri Pass (or vice versa), be sure you 
investigate the fence to the side of the road.
It leads into an old timber building. Leap 
through at great speed and emerge at the dirt 
road and the second smash.

66. Start of the Billboard Run
Shortcut off Schembri
Grid Reference: D 13
Heading: North
Description: Trying to fi gure out how to destroy 
Billboard #17? Head from east to west, up 
Schembri Pass, until you reach this fence, and 
smash through it.

 Smashes: Crystal Summit
67, 68. Start of the South Mountain 
Billboard Jumps
Shortcut off Schembri and North Mountain
Grid Reference: B 11
Heading: North or south (both shown)
Description: South and North Mountain Drives 
stop at this junction with Schembri. If you’re 
heading south (as shown), you can crash 
through this smash, or use it to reach the dirt 
road and go up through the maintenance route. 
Or, you can hit the ramp (on the left of this 
picture) and begin a crazed series of jumps!
You can also take this smash, and head up the 
southern part of the maintenance route, all the 
way to the Wind Farm and Smashes #69 and 70.

69, 70. Maintenance Route to/from 
the Wind Farm
Shortcut near North Mountain and Uphill
Grid Reference: B 9/10
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Enter the southern part of this route 
at Smashes #67 or 68, depending on where 
you’re coming in from. This smash allows you 
access halfway through the dirt track, or lets 
you swerve back onto North Mountain if you’re 
heading south.
Pass through the large concrete tube, and head 
through these fences to reach the Wind Farm, 
the western fi nishing place. You can also try the 
madness of the Uphill drop!

71. Downhill on Uphill: 1
Shortcut at North Mountain and Uphill
Grid Reference: B 9
Heading: Northeast
Description: Time for the city’s most spectacular 
series of drops! Begin at the Wind Farm, locate 
this fence, and crash through it, making sure 
you’re driving straight ahead. Next stop is the 
mountain air, and Super Jump #7!

72, 73, 74, 75. Downhill on Uphill: 2
Shortcut at Uphill
Grid Reference: B/C 8/9
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If the series of spectacularly 
dangerous drops aren’t part of your plan (if 
you’re trying to go uphill to the Wind Farm, 
for example), consider the two corner-cutting 
shortcuts, shown here heading downhill.
The fi rst and second fences are on the western 
side of the road, and cut the slight curve in the 
main road.
Exit Smash #73 and cross the road; it usually 
doesn’t have much traffi c to worry about. Drive 
onto the dirt corner that cuts out the switchback 
entirely.
Finally, exit heading southeast; you can swerve 
left and catch Smash #76, but real elite drivers 
drop down from the top of the hill! Remember 
to drive this in both directions and familiarize 
yourself with the shortcuts; many a race to the 
Wind Farms has been won using these corners!

76. Downhill on Uphill: 3
Shortcut at Uphill
Grid Reference: C 8
Heading: Northeast
Description: Of course, you can enter this 
smash from Uphill Drive itself, but elite players 
drop down from Super Jump #7, landing on the 
looping route (picture 1), and dropping over the 
gap in the barrier to the road below (picture 2). 
Then accelerate through the other section of 
drops. Billboard #18 is just over the train tracks.

77, 78. Onto the Train Tracks
Shortcut on Uphill and Nelson
Grid Reference: C 8
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: On the border with Sunset Valley, 
these two fences are on the western side of the 
border (near Billboard #19), and can offer ac-
cess to or from the tracks themselves. Hit the fi rst 
smash and note the second shortcut to the right 
of this, allowing you to fl y onto the tracks.
At the northern end of the shortcut is a second 
fence and the train tracks, which can be driven 
all the way into Silver Lake. Or, you can swerve 
right, and head down Nelson Way.
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79, 80, 81, 82. Mountain Dirt Road 
Shortcut off North Mountain
Grid Reference: B 5-7
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: You can attempt this in either 
direction. It’s shorter than the main road, but 
more narrow. Begin (if you’re heading north) by 
smashing this fence just north of Billboard #20.
The second opportunity to enter this shortcut 
is from Smash #80, which is directly above the 
tunnel you can reach if you took Smash #79. 
Both shortcuts merge at the north exit of the 
tunnel, where this smash occurs. If you’re trav-
eling south, choose your exit: the shorter one to 
Smash #80, or the longer one to Smash #79.
The northern exit occurs after you pass a 
lookout to the east. This is an apt description, 
as  the lookout doesn’t have a fence at its north 
and south ends, and you can fall down the cliff! 
You can also access this shortcut by falling off 
the road, through Billboard #22.

83. Into Orbit
Shortcut off North Mountain
Grid Reference: C 3
Heading: North
Description: This shortcut is a fantastic oppor-
tunity for payback against a rival. Simply drive 
through the smash by the diner (picture 1), and 
accelerate toward the northwestern fi nishing 
place: the observatory. However, the road ends 
with a drop just south of the fi nish line; what 
better place to try a vertical takedown?

84, 85. Train Track Dirt Roads
Train tracks west of Read Lane
Grid Reference: D/E 4
Heading: Southwest
Description: Leave Read Lane, enter the train 
tracks at the west end of the suspension bridge, 
and accelerate along the tracks and out of the 
tunnel. Then choose one of the two barns on 
either side of the tracks.
The left barn has Smash #85, and the right has 
Smash #84. You need two runs to take them 
both out. Combine this with the destruction of 
Billboards #24 and 25.

86, 87. Shortcuts to Silver Lake
Junction of North Rouse, North Mountain, Read
Grid Reference: E/F 2/3
Heading: East or west (both shown)
Description: Take this shortcut if you miss the 
main road or the shortcut at Smash #87, and 
you’re headed onto North Rouse.

3  Heliport

On the main road north (or south) through 
Silver Lake hills, pass the heliport, and note the 
smashes (#3 and 4) and billboard (#2) to the 
east. Use this to gauge the distance between 
you and the clifftop drop, or interstate junction 
to the south.

Composed of trees, a few buildings, and a ramped 
exit to the north, this small island is accessed via 
Super Jump #4 (from the jetty). Avoid the trees 
and the split in the middle of the dirt road, and 
increase your speed for the launch; this is the only 
way to shatter a cunningly placed billboard (#12).

22  The Eagle of Silver Lake

A swooping eagle clutching a large salmon is a 
spectacular sight, and this statue is located at 
the intersection of Nelson and Ross. Remember 
that Ross leads east, all the way to the Law-
rence Tunnel, so looking for this bird can be the 
key to making the correct turn if you’re racing 
back into Palm Bay Heights!

23  The Lake House

Marking the eastern end of a fantastic shortcut 
across Silver Lake Marina, this structure, which 
shouldn’t be crashed into, is next to East Lake 
Drive, just north of the junction with West 
Crawford. Look for it when searching for this 
shortcut.

24 Silver Lake Marina (Looking West)

If you’re heading west through this great short-
cut, crash through Smash #53, and enter the 
Silver Lake Marina pier. There’s a billboard (#15) 
you can only hit heading in this direction. As you 
exit (heading southwest), you can easily maneu-
ver into White Mountain, and West Lake Drive.

26  Waterfall Diner

On the cusp of White Mountain, this small 
eatery is on the junction with Cannon Pass and 
East/West Lake Drive. There’s a sizable parking 
lot in front and coach turnaround that’s great to 
use as a shortcut. Frankie’s Campground, the 
wilds of White Mountain, and the northern ob-
servatory fi nishing place are a few bends away!

Silver Lake Marina (Looking West) 27 Frankie’s Campground (North)

The rest of Frankie’s Campground is located in 
White Mountain, but this entrance (or exit), contains 
Smash #57 and Billboard #16. The campground is 
excellent for cutting the corner of the Cannon Pass 
and Nelson Way junction. Remember that Nelson 
Way snakes all the way east and south back to the 
airfi eld, and down to the entrance to Rockridge Cliffs!

28  Paradise National Park
(West Entrance/Exit)

Use this as a reference when entering and 
exiting White Mountain via Nelson Way near the 
junction with Cannon Pass. Avoid two barriers, 
and a muddy off-road section to the north sets 
you up for a White Mountain billboard and ramp.

29  Paradise National Park
(North Entrance/Exit)

At the south end of Read Lane is another park 
sign, and this marks the entrance to the White 
Mountain Crystal Summit area. Although the 
road to the north is looping (and away from 
Silver Lake), it is a reasonable road to take to 
reach the observatory.
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30 Meade Farm Storage: Depot 4

This is part of the clusters of rusting warehous-
es and other structures of Meade Farm Storage 
that line Nelson Way (which winds all the way 
back to the airfi eld). This section, however, 
has a number of depot buildings to race under, 
along the slightly quicker southern shortcut with 
two entrances and two exits in either direction.

33 Rickety Bridge

On the rocky wall north of Rouse Drive is a se-
ries of buildings making up the weather station.

Shortcut on eastern side of North Rouse
Grid Reference: M 6
Heading: South

Description: Charge down North Rouse Drive, and 
take the fl at concrete shortcut with the cars on it. 
Drop off the far end, adjacent to the road, and land 
through the billboard, just in front of Smash #3.

 3. Snake Pass Gap

Shortcut east of Ross and Nelson
Grid Reference: L 8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Having just slammed through 
Smash #18, continue through the snaking paths 
toward Lawrence Tunnel. At the fi rst gap is a 
billboard, over the second snaking path. Next 
stop: Smash #10.

 4. Broken Interstate Leap 1

Broken interstate bridge south of Rouse
Grid Reference: M/N 12
Heading: South
Description: Head south down South Rouse, hit 
Smash #11, complete Super Jump #1 to land on 
a section of broken interstate overpass, and steer 
left at high speed. Fly off the far drop and fall 
through the billboard. Keep your speed up and try 
to aim your car directly at the billboard.

 5. Broken Interstate Leap 2

Broken interstate bridge south of Rouse
Grid Reference: M 12/13
Heading: South

10. Hillside Pass (West)
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Description: Head south down South Rouse, hit 
Smash #11, complete Super Jump #1 to land 
on a section of broken interstate overpass, and 
steer right at high speed. The interstate curves 
right slightly, and ends a second or two later with 
a drop onto the area just north of the toll booths. 
Crash through the billboard on the way down.

 6. Billboard Treats at the 
Treatment Facility 1

Shortcut between lanes of Nelson
Grid Reference: K 12
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: At the very southern end of Nelson 
Way are two dirt mounds in-between the north 
and southbound road lanes. Drive up the muddy 
slope into the billboard.

 7. Billboard Treats at the Treat-
ment Facility 2

Shortcut between lanes of Nelson
Grid Reference: K 12
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: The second of the two billboards on the 
muddy sloping bumps southwest of the water 
treatment facility also allows you to gain some air 
and smash a billboard, before you reach Rack Way 
(to the north) or East Lake Drive (to the south).

 Billboards: Eastern Shore
 8. Cliff Edge Billboard

Shortcut east of Nelson
Grid Reference: J 6
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: This billboard hangs just north of the 
ranger station, and heading through Smash #44 to 
reach it is the easy way to destroy it. The hard way 
is approaching the ranger station steps from the 
south at incredible speeds, and fl ying through the 
air, into the billboard, and landing on the cliff ledge!

 9. The Pond Ramp

Shortcut near Nelson and Ross
Grid Reference: K 7
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Choose to crash through either 
Smash #40 or 41 (depending on the direction), 
and sail up the ramp, through the billboard 
without landing in the pond water, and down 
the other side.

 10. Sawmill Platform

Shortcut east of Nelson
Grid Reference: L 9
Heading: North
Description: You can’t hit this billboard heading 
north; you pass under it instead. Therefore, look 
for the entrance to the inner of the two shortcuts 
that run north to south (there are yellow plastic 
barriers to drive through), and then drive down the 
stepped platforms, and drop through the billboard.

 11. Exiting the Airfi eld

Airfi eld west of Nelson
Grid Reference: J 9
Heading: West
Description: Enter the hidden airfi eld via Smash-
es #27 and 28, off Nelson Way, and after you’ve 
played around and completed Super Jump #3, 
turn and position your car heading west (picture 
1). If you hit the ramp pointing out of the west-
ern perimeter of the fi eld at high speed, you sail 
across and land through the billboard on East 
Lake, just north of the gas station.

 12. Silver Lake Island Antics

Island west of East Lake 
Grid Reference: I 7
Heading: North 
Description: Take Smash #35 onto the Silver Lake 
Jetty, make the super jump (#4) onto the small 
island, and stay in the middle dirt road, avoiding 
the fences or trees (picture 1). At the northern 
end is a ramp; speed over it and accelerate hard 
so you land on a grassy bank. Then steer into the 
billboard (picture 2) and land on East Lake Drive, 
at the junction with West Crawford.

 13. Rickety Bridge Billboard

Shortcut over West Crawford and Nelson
Grid Reference: I/J 6
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Whether you’re heading in from 
Crawford, or you’ve just fi nished crashing 
through the Paradise Woods smashes (#47–50), 
line yourself up straight and hit Smash #51 (or 
52), and sail through the billboard.

 14. Marina Billboard (East)

Shortcut south of East Lake Drive
Grid Reference: G 7
Heading: East
Description: Approach this billboard at speed, 
heading west to east. Start by driving through the 
fence (in White Mountain), and accelerate across 
the marina, then gain air as the road slopes up 
slightly, allowing you to hit the billboard.

 15. Marina Billboard (West)

Shortcut south of East Lake Drive
Grid Reference: H 7
Heading: West
Description: Approach this billboard at speed, 
heading east to west. Start by driving through 
the fence (Smash #53), and accelerate across 
the marina, then gain air as the road slopes up 
slightly, allowing you to hit the billboard.

 16. Frankie’s Campground

Campground east of Cannon Pass and Nelson
Grid Reference: E 5
Heading: South
Description: This is right on the edge of White 
Mountain. Crash through Smash #57, keep to 
the right so you drive onto the wooden platform, 
and head off the platform, into the billboard.

 17. Out from the Meade Farm Storage

Shortcut north of Nelson and Read
Grid Reference: E 5
Heading: Southwest
Description: Locate the junction of Nelson Way 
and Read Lane, head through Smash #64, then 
onto the raised wall section, without dropping to 
a lower section. Drive off the right side, through 
the billboard, and land near Smash #62.

 18. Meade Farm Storage Leap

Shortcut south of Nelson
Grid Reference: G 4/5
Heading: West
Description: Drive into the Meade Farm Storage 
area and the depots, making a run through the 
ramped warehouse from Smash #69, and keep 
to the left. There’s a short raised stone area; 
smash the barriers (as shown), then sail off the 
drop and through the billboard.

 19. The Barn Picnic Area

Shortcut by Nelson and Lewis
Grid Reference: H 4
Heading: Southwest
Description: This one takes some preparation. 
Speed up to the barn, head over Super Jump 
#5, and enter the barn’s upper area. Continue 
to accelerate, pointing to the right slightly so 
you sail over Lewis Pass, to the “dirt island” just 
north of the Nelson/Lewis intersection. Crash 
through the picnic table as you point your car at 
the billboard, and land through it, onto Nelson.

 Billboards: Hillside Pass
 20. Communications Breakdown

Shortcut by Lewis
Grid Reference: J 4
Heading: Northwest
Description: As Lewis Pass curves north, 
continue to follow it downhill from the area near 
Super Jump #7, and steer to the right, up the 
gravel raised area. Head through the commu-
nications building (surrounded by masts and 
towers) and through the gap, into the billboard.

 Smashes: Heartbreak Hills
1, 2. Tunnel Shortcut
Shortcut between the train track tunnel and 
West Crawford
Grid Reference: M 5
Heading: East or west (both shown)
Description: Whether you’re heading into 
Crawford from Silver Lake (as shown), or com-
ing in from the train track tunnel (in the second 
picture), two side tunnels split around a gap 
that you can hit Billboard #1 from.
You have a choice to hit the billboard or one 
of the smashes. You can’t do all three in one 
straight line, so double-back to claim the other 
two smashes afterwards.
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3, 4. Heliport Dirt Road
Shortcut east of North Rouse
Grid Reference: M 6
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: Drive south along North Rouse, and 
take the dirt track on the left side, just before 
you pass under the heliport bridge. Billboard #3 
should be above you.
A few seconds later, the dirt track returns you 
back onto North Rouse Drive, and the second 
fence can be destroyed.

5. Dirt Road to/from Crawford
Shortcut west of North Rouse
Grid Reference: L 7
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest shown)
Description: If you need to reach West Crawford, 
down below North Rouse Drive, head along this 
dirt road, south of the heliport. You’ll drive into a 
short tunnel, and emerge by Smash #17.

6, 7. Outer Edge of Rouse
Shortcut east of North Rouse
Grid Reference: L/M 7
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: As you roar down North Rouse, 
swerve into a small dirt shortcut just south of 
the heliport and destroy the fi rst of two fences.
The second fence is at the other end of the dirt 
track, before you merge back onto Rouse. Note that 
you can then cut across Rouse and into Smash #8.

8. 9. Inner Edge of Rouse
Shortcut west of North Rouse
Grid Reference: L 7/8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: You can follow this from Smashes 
#6 and 7 (or if heading north, continue into 
these smashes). Head into the short dirt path 
next to the white fence.
A second later you emerge back onto North 
Rouse, either heading for the interstate inter-
change (if you’re moving south), or toward the 
heliport (if you’re going north).

10. Snake Pass: East Entrance/Exit
Shortcut west of Ross and North Rouse
Grid Reference: M 8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: You can either enter this snaking 
path from here, or (as shown) exit from it hav-
ing followed one of the two winding shortcuts. 
You’ll hit Smash #18 at the other end of this 
stretch, or (if heading east), fi nd a quick route to 
the Lawrence Tunnel.

11. To the Broken Interstate
Shortcut east of South Rouse
Grid Reference: M 11
Heading: South
Description: Tear down Rouse, and pass the 
auto repair shop. At the junction with Rack Way, 
steer left, into a worksite concrete on-ramp that 
leads to a spectacular super jump (#1).

12, 13. Cutting the Corner
Shortcut near East Lake and Nelson
Grid Reference: K 13

Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: To quickly reach either Nelson Way 
or East Lake Drive, use the shortcut to avoid the 
regular junction. This is a curved dirt path with 
one entrance/exit near the paint shop sign.
The other fence is at the beginning (or end) of 
Nelson Way, and allows access to or from the 
water treatment facility area.

14, 15, 16. Angus Pier
Shortcut west of East Lake
Grid Reference: J/K 13
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: This is either the southern exit, 
or (as shown) the entrance onto the Angus 
Boat Rental pier area. This provides access to 
a super jump opportunity, allowing boost, but 
ironically, it’s quicker to stay on East Lake itself.
A few moments later, the pier splits into an exit 
(on your right), or continues on to a super jump 
heading north. The exit can be driven north or 
south, but the super jump (#2) cannot.
A second later, you can hit the exit back onto East 
Lake. However, traveling north out of here is dan-
gerous; point your car to the left so you don’t hit 
the central barrier, and watch for oncoming traffi c!

 Smashes: Eastern Shore
17. Dirt Road to/from Crawford
Shortcut south of West Crawford
Grid Reference: K/L 6
Heading: Northwest or southeast (southeast shown)
Description: If you’re planning to reach Rouse 
instead of remaining on Crawford, this is the 
place to take a shortcut. You enter a dirt road and 
narrow tunnel, and emerge north of the junction 
with Lawrence Tunnel (and hit Smash #5)

18. Snake Pass: West Entrance/Exit 1
Shortcut east of Ross and Nelson
Grid Reference: K 8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: This large fence is on the opposite 
side of the road from the junkyard on Ross and 
Nelson, and the dirt track becomes two inter-
locking S-bends ending at Lawrence Tunnel. 
A second later, you’ll hit Billboard #3 if you’re 
heading east. Smash #10 is at the opposite end.

19. Snake Pass: West Entrance/Exit 2
Shortcut east of Ross and Nelson
Grid Reference: K/L 8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Study the guide map, which shows 
two distinct snaking paths. The western en-
trance/exit to this one is on Ross Drive itself, and 
forces you under Billboard #3, and into the other 
snaking path. The exit is a ramp, not Smash #10.

20, 21. Sawmill Northern Entrances/
Exits
Shortcut east of Ross and Nelson
Grid Reference: K/L 8
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: The sawmill area has two interlock-
ing shortcuts running north to south, and these 

two smashes show the entrances (as shown) or 
exits in the northern part of this area.
Both smashes leads you into a dirt road with 
scattered Meade Farm Storage. From here you 
are free to choose which route to take. Remem-
ber that the eastern route has a few yellow 
barriers to drive through.

22, 23. Sawmill Middle Entrances/Exits
Shortcut east of the lower route on Nelson
Grid Reference: L 9
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: The outer of the two shortcut routes 
offers two smashes. They are easy to spot and 
allow you to head back onto the main road.
However, the second enables you to tear 
through the southern shortcut area, all the way 
to the next entrance/exit, and then to the junc-
tion with Rack Way. This is preferred if you’re 
having trouble dodging the oncoming traffi c 
when heading south.

24, 25, 26. Sawmill South Entrances/Exits
Shortcut east of the lower route on Nelson
Grid Reference: K/L 10/11
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: Don’t confuse the two northern 
fences (Smashes #24 and 25) with the middle 
entrance/exit smashes. Although they look very 
similar, these allow you back onto the road.
Or, you can continue along the parallel dirt track 
next to Nelson Way, having cleared all of the 
main buildings at the sawmill.
You eventually emerge at the junction with 
Nelson Way and Rack Way, at the southeastern 
corner of the airfi eld. Or, use Smash #26 to start 
this shortcut if you’re heading north.

27, 28. Entering Paradise Field Airfi eld
Shortcut west of Nelson
Grid Reference: K/L 9
Heading: West
Description: Travel along the western part of 
Nelson to reach this side fence. If you try the 
northbound right lane, a wall blocks your way. 
As soon as you spot the shed with the plane 
atop it, swerve left.
A second later, you’re driving down the entrance 
road, and into the airfi eld itself! This area isn’t 
seen on your in-game map, so check out the 
structures and roads using the guide maps. Locate 
a super jump (#3) and billboard (#11) here, too.

29, 30. Cutting a Corner on Rack
Shortcut east of East Lake and Rack
Grid Reference: J 11
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: You can cut out the entire intersec-
tion with Rack Way and East Lake Drive by head-
ing through the curved dirt road that saves you 
time and a more vicious drift around the corner.
A moment later, you appear (in this case) onto 
Rack Way, which is actually just south of the air-
fi eld that doesn’t appear on your in-game map.
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31. Lake Front Tunnel Entrance/Exit 
(South)
Shortcut west of East Lake and Rack
Grid Reference: J 10
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If you are racing, are near the junc-
tion with East Lake and Rack, and don’t need to 
use the nearby gas station, head through this 
fence and begin a winding shortcut by the lake. 
The next stop is a tunnel and Smash #36.

32, 33, 34. Shortcut near Silver Lake 
Island
Shortcut west of East Lake
Grid Reference: I/J 8/9
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Drive this southern smash area 
east or west (west is shown). After rounding the 
corner after the gas station, keep left, and enter 
here. Or position yourself for the corner if you’re 
heading out from this series of smashes.
Round the corner, and crash through this smash, 
and either swerve onto East Lake Drive once again, 
or continue straight, into the third smash (#34).
Head through this smash, which occurs a 
second after hitting the previous one, and then 
look ahead (if you’re heading north); there’s a 
fi nal exit onto East Lake Drive (Smash #37), or a 
smash heading onto a jetty (#35).

35. Silver Lake Jetty Entrance
Shortcut near East Lake
Grid Reference: I 8
Heading: West
Description: Between Smashes #34 and 37 is 
another fence, this one leading to a jetty over the 
water of Silver Lake itself. Take this only for Silver 
Lake Island Super Jump #4, and Billboard #12.

36. Lake Front Tunnel Entrance/Exit 
(North)
Shortcut near East Lake
Grid Reference: I/J 9
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Roar through the tunnel, having 
entered a lakeside shortcut via Smash #31, 
and head back out, onto East Lake Drive having 
avoided the nasty winding turn on the main 
road. Or, use this to enter the shortcut and ap-
pear near the junction with Rack Way.

37. Shortcut near Silver Lake Island 
(Northern Entrance/Exit)
Shortcut west of East Lake
Grid Reference: I/J 8
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Smash this fence either after you 
complete the route near Silver Lake Island, or at 
the beginning of the run if you’re heading south. 
If you’re heading north, you appear on East 
Lake, near the junction with Ross Drive.

38, 39. Junkyard Shortcut
Shortcut north of Ross

Grid Reference: J 7/8
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: If you’re running between the junk-
yard and the intersection with East Lake Drive, 
try taking the dirt road, which has more to offer 
if you approach it heading east. Smash through 
this fi rst fence.
The second is to the left, and it allows easy 
access into the intersection. Or, drive right, sail 
over the road, and land on the shortcut behind 
the junkyard. This is a quick way to head south 
on Nelson, near the airfi eld.

40, 41. Ramped Pond Skim
Shortcut near Ross and Nelson
Grid Reference: K 7
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: A dirt road just west of the inter-
section of Ross and Nelson leads up a rickety 
ramped bridge, over a pond (through Billboard 
#9), and down the other side.
The second fence leads out onto Nelson, just 
south of the ranger station. Use this straight 
shot to keep your speed up, so you can attack 
Smashes #42 and onward with more aggression.

42, 43. Rampage at the Ranger Station
Shortcut east of Nelson
Grid Reference: J/K 6/7
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: Whether you completed the pond 
ramp into Billboard #9 or not, you can save 
some precious seconds and gain some boost by 
heading through this fence.
It leads up the steps of the ranger station, and out 
the other side, and the air you get increases your 
boost, while you shave a second off a racing time. 
Approach the billboard you can see (#8) from the 
opposite direction, unless you hit the ranger sta-
tion steps at full speed and land on the cliff!

44. Cliff Ledge Run
Shortcut east of Nelson
Grid Reference: J 6
Heading: North or south (south shown)
Description: The area just north of the ranger 
station has a billboard (#8) hanging from it. The 
easy way is to bust through the fence located 
opposite the auto repair shop, and drive off the 
ledge. Of course, you can land from a massive 
leap northward, off the ranger station steps, and 
drive down the cliff ledge, too!

45, 46. East of the Rickety Bridge
Shortcut east of Nelson and West Crawford
Grid Reference: J 5/6
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: If you’re heading toward the junc-
tion of Nelson and West Crawford and want to 
cut the corner near the rickety bridge, swing 
your car right before the intersection.
You emerge after a short sloping leap, into this 
fence, and out into Crawford. Use this shortcut 
if you want to quickly head south down Nelson 
from Crawford, or vice versa.

47, 48, 49, 50. The Wilds of Paradise Woods
Shortcut east of East Lake and Crawford
Grid Reference: I 6/7
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: These four smashes allow you to 
cut the corner on the intersection of East Lake 
Drive and West Crawford. If you’re heading 
north on East Lake, you can see Smash #47 
near the Paradise Woods sign on the right.
As soon as you tear through Smash #47, the 
dirt road splits into two. The right side allows 
you access into this fence: Smash #48.
However, if you want to reach Crawford im-
mediately, stay left and ignore Smash #48, and 
hit this one instead.
Smash #50, at the northeastern end of the 
dirt track, offers a great racing line toward the 
rickety bridge and Billboard #13. Again, these 
are useful shortcuts for avoiding traffi c.

51, 52. Over the Rickety Bridge
Shortcut east of West Crawford and Nelson
Grid Reference: I/J 5/6
Heading: North or south (north shown)
Description: These two smashes occur at each 
end of a dirt track with a rickety bridge (and Bill-
board #13) in the middle. Make sure you’ve lined 
yourself up correctly as you reach the bridge.
This is a fantastic way to avoid the traffi c at 
the West Crawford/Nelson intersection. And 
afterward, you can accelerate away, especially 
useful in a race.

53. The Lake House and Marina Shortcut
Shortcut south of East Lake
Grid Reference: H 6
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: As East Lake Drive winds around 
the northern part of the lake, be on the lookout 
for the Lake House (Landmark #23), and drive 
left, onto the grass, and into the trail leading 
down to the beach. The billboard you drive under 
can’t be accessed in this direction. The fence 
you smash as you exit is in White Mountain.

54, 55, 56. North of the Marina
Shortcut north of East Lake
Grid Reference: G/H 6
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Think of the two smashes on the 
eastern entrances and exits as a choice you have 
to make, whether you’re traveling east or west. 
In this case, stay right and head onto the dirt 
track; exit through Smash #56 if you’re racing.
This is the second entrance/exit (entrance in 
this case). It allows you to head to Smash #56 
with less time on the dirt, and both routes 
merge before you reach Smash #56
This is the exit (or entrance if you’re heading east); 
these three smashes mark a shortcut to avoid the 
East Lake traffi c and the slight bend in the road.

57. White Mountain Campground
Campground east of Cannon Pass and Nelson
Grid Reference: E 5
Heading: North or south (south shown)
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Description: The rest of the smashes in 
Frankie’s Campground are located in White 
Mountain, but the northern entrance/exit, near 
the manager’s offi ce and Billboard #16, is fi rmly 
in Silver Lake. Smash it from either direction.

58. Gunning for Cannon Pass
Cannon Pass and Nelson
Grid Reference: E 5
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: There’s a small fence section just 
northeast of the intersection with Cannon Pass 
and Nelson, near a White Mountain ramp and 
billboard. Crash through here and begin a ram-
page along Nelson. Next stop: Smash #59!

59, 60. National Park Entrance (West)
Shortcut northwest of Nelson
Grid Reference: E 5
Heading: Northeast or southwest (northeast shown)
Description: These two fences are in the dirt 
track on the northern side of the Nelson, and can 
be approached in either direction. This shortcut 
is good for getting a run-up to the ramp and 
billboard in White Mountain to the west.
However, for now, just crash through both 
fences as you pass along the left edge of the 
National Park Entrance, and then swerve back 
onto Nelson Way.

61, 62, 63, 64. Entering/Exiting the 
Meade Farm Storage Area
Shortcut north of Nelson
Grid Reference: E/F 4/5
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: There are four fences between 
Nelson Way and the junction with Read Lane. 
Smash through the fi rst in-between the two 
sections of Nelson Way.
The second fence is on the other side of the dirt 
stretch and leads to the second section of Nel-
son Way. Ignore Billboard #17 for the moment.
The third fence is on the northern side of Nelson, 
just under the billboard. Crash through there as 
you drive toward the intersection with Read Lane.
The fi nal of the four fences is at the northwest 
part of the Read Lane/Nelson Way intersection. 
You can spin around to face west and go for the 
billboard now, if you wish.

65, 66, 67, 68. Meade Farm Storage Run
Shortcut south of Nelson
Grid Reference: F/G 5
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: Enter the dirt road with fi ve en-
trances and exits along its path, which butts up 
against the southern side of Nelson Way. Find 
this pair of fences at the western end.
Smash the fi rst, then look for this sloped hill 
to the left, and drive up, through Smash #66, 
and back onto the road. Or, approach from the 
opposite direction.
The dirt path and the southern side of Nelson 
Way are next to each other, and this is another 
opportunity to enter the Meade Farm Storage 

shortcut via this fence, just south of the junction 
with Read Lane.
This smash is a long fence that stretches 
across the dirt path, onto a raised stone drop 
that should only be approached driving east 
to west (when aiming at the billboard you just 
drove under). Otherwise, drive back onto Nelson 
from here, or into the eastern section of the 
Meade Farm Storage run.

69. Meade Farm Storage Run (Eastern 
Entrance/Exit)
Shortcut south of Nelson
Grid Reference: H 4/5
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Whether you’ve just made the 
spectacular launch from the barn, through 
Billboard #19 or not, crossing the road and 
entering this series of outbuildings allows you 
to gain boost while running parallel to Nelson 
Way. There’s a building with a ramp through it 
just inside this area.

 smashes: Hillside Pass
70, 71, 72. The Barn Area
Shortcut near Lewis and Nelson
Grid Reference: H/I 4/5
Heading: Northeast or southwest (southwest 
shown)
Description: Although you can approach these 
fences from either direction, heading southwest 
allows access into the barn and the option 
of Super Jump #5 and Billboard #19. Zoom 
through the fence along Lewis.
You can now opt to take the super jump on the 
left, prior to reaching the barn, or enter the barn 
on the ground level, and take care of this fence.
The fi nal smash is at the other end of the barn, 
and allows quick access to the Lewis/Nelson 
intersection. Use this shortcut if you’re heading 
northeast and need quick access up Lewis Pass.

73, 74, 75. Off-road Tunnel
Shortcut on Lewis
Grid Reference: I/J 4/5
Heading: Northeast to northwest, or southeast 
to southwest (northeast to northwest shown)
Description: This isn’t that much quicker than tak-
ing Lewis Pass itself, but you can continue from 
the barn area if you’re heading northeast; accel-
erate and drift into the tunnel under the road.
A second later, you’re out of the tunnel, crash-
ing through this fence. In the distance is the 
large suspension bridge.
The fi nal part of the trio of smashes occurs as 
you head back onto Lewis Pass, and speed un-
der the suspension bridge rail tracks. Remem-
ber that you can swerve to face east, and head 
onto the tracks from here.

76, 77. On or off the Train Tracks (East)
Shortcut on Lewis
Grid Reference: I/J 4
Heading: East or west (east shown)
Description: One of the best shortcuts to fi nd, 

these two sets of fences mark a narrow wooden 
platform that leads on or off the train tracks 
and is perfect for making a quick getaway to or 
from the train tunnel and Palm Bay Heights.
Drive onto this wooden section, and gain access 
to the train track. If you’re heading west, be 
sure you learn when to steer left, off the track, 
and onto Lewis Pass.

78, 79. On or off the Train Tracks (West)
Shortcut on Lewis
Grid Reference: I 4
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: This allows you to enter or exit 
the train tracks from the opposite direction of 
Smashes #76 and 77. If you’re following Lewis 
Pass Road west up the curves, fi nd this smash 
to enter the wooden platform.
At the top is a second fence leading onto the 
tracks, and the giant suspension bridge that 
spans the north lake. Head onto here for a quick 
drive toward the north and northwestern fi nish-
ing places.

80. Weather Station Smash
Shortcut south of Lewis and North Rouse
Grid Reference: K/L 3/4
Heading: South
Description: Head south from the junction with 
Lewis and North Rouse, and locate the fence on 
the right side of Lewis Pass. It leads to a bumpy 
platform and Super Jump #7.

81, 82. Mind the Gap
Shortcut south North Rouse
Grid Reference: J/K 3
Heading: East or west (west shown)
Description: Take the alternate route along 
North Rouse Drive, and look for the dirt track 
to the south side. Enter it, and accelerate over 
the gap. Pass over this precarious drop (Super 
Jump #8).
Land from the super jump, and exit back onto 
North Rouse Drive with a refi lled boost. Other-
wise, this shortcut is about the same distance 
as the section of North Rouse itself.

83, 84. In and out of the Cave
Shortcut east of North Rouse
Grid Reference: I/J 3
Heading: Northwest or southeast (northwest 
shown)
Description: As you can see if you study the 
shortcuts on the guide map, this area of rock 
has been carved into a curved off-road shortcut 
and is part of a winding track that starts/ends 
(to the east) with Smash #81.
It ends/starts (to the west) with Smash #86. 
Zoom out of this small shortcut and prepare to 
line yourself up with the dirt track curve that’s 
inside the regular road (Smash #85).
