Six hoursinto a 75-mile bicycleride
onroads traversing the Continental
Divide in the Colorado Rockies, an
unlikely late September snowstorm
dumps harderwith every crank asTascend
toward the icy, 9,500-foot Gore Pass. With
eachslip of atire, Ithink, I could die today.
Just behind me action sports superstar
Travis Pastrana pedals along with buddies
Greg Powell and Kenny Bartram. Pastrana
is helmetless and gloveless and wears a huge
smile on his face despite the conditions.

“Thisis awesome!” he screams, without
ashred ofirony, his bike wheels leaving wet
trailsin the snow.

ForPastrana,who hasn't done any serious
cyclingin years, completing the Continental
Divide mountain bike trail—all 3,100 miles
of it—is avacation. And though Pastranais
an X Games legend, and appears with Greg
and Kenny on MTV's Nitro Circus (think Jack-
ass +engines + wheels), there’snoone on
theroad but us—no agenda, no publicists,
no cameras. Just achallenge.

Welcome toTravis Pastrana’s world. You
better strap on your helmet.

“Most people are builtwith this survival
gene that makes them more worried about
getting hurt than executing something,”
says Rob Dyrdek, pro skateboarder cum MTV
starwho has featured Pastranaand the
Nitro Circus crew on his show, I antasy Factory.
“Travis has a birth defect thatinvolves
having no fear. He'll try anything.”

Need proof? Hop on YouTube: Watch
Pastrana sky-dive, Point Break style, with-
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out a parachute. Watch Pastrana barrel-roll
his careight times in a Colorado rally. Watch
Pastrana backflip akid’s tricycle offa 100-
foot mega-ramp. Watch Pastrana jump off
his dirt bike into the Grand Canyon.

“He’s got that mind-set—"Hey, let's just
try this’—but there’s no governor onit,” says
fellow X Gamerand Olympic gold medalist
ShaunWhite. “There’s no restrictive thingin
his head. He's gone to another plane.”

At26, thereisn’t much the guy hasn’t
tried. Raised insuburban Maryland, Pastrana’s
motocross talent was evident early; by sixth
grade he’d missed so many days at races that
his parents homeschooled him until he
gothisdiploma, at15. Ayearlater he became
the national motocross champion before
moving on to pioneerthe sport of freestyle
motocross. In 2006 he became the first rider
toland a double backflip, fora sixth X Games
gold; along the way he raced amonster
truck, became America’s top rally carracer,
and picked up a BASE jumping addiction.

The Grand Canyon stunt brought Pastrana
his closest brush with death. Afterjumping
off the edge of the canyon on his motorcycle,
doing a backflip, thenleaping from his bike,
he pulled his chute’s rip cord too late and
camewithininches of being flattened. His
parents, Robert and Debby, were there to
watch. “Before the stunt I told him, ‘You
don’thave todothis,”” Robert recalls. “But
he said, ‘Are youkidding, Dad?I've waited
allmylife forthis.’ It's like a train wreck—you
want to stopwatching, but youcan’t.”

Pastranatakes no pleasure in his parents’
discomfort, but going far beyond the norm
iswhat hewas bornto do. “Tdon’twantto
die,” says Pastrana. “Tjust want to do some-
thingevery day solknow I'malive.”

NASCAR Sprint Cup driver Brian Vickers
points out that there’s a method to Pas-
trana’s madness. “Before he does a stunt,
there’s a lot of analyzing and practice that
nobody sees. I'd say he's more brave than
crazy. He minimizes the risk by thinking
everything through. He knows his limits.”

In August, after checking out of the
X Games due to a brutal spill on a never-
before-attempted motocross trick—a
sideways backflip with two complete
rotations—Pastrana found himself staring
at his first prolonged stretch of free time
since becoming a professional athlete
in his mid-teens. It took just a couple of
days of boredom for him to decide to pedal
the entire Continental Divide trail, from
Canada to Mexico, a five-week off-road slog
that takes even expert riders months to
plan for.

Giant Bicycles quickly stepped in with
rigs for Pastrana and two friends, and three
days after Pastrana decided to do it, the
triumvirate dashed across the Canadian

border and began their journey, planning
to ride 70 to 100 miles a day and camp at
night out on the trail.

Naturally, Pastrana’s commitments and
sponsors found ways to interrupt the trip.
Iplanned toride for just adaywith Pastrana
and crew twoweeks into the trip, in Steam-
boat Springs, Colorado, where Pastranawas
required to spend the weekend racing his car
inarally. Iwould later find out that Pastrana
had already made an emergency detourto
Salt Lake City, where MTV needed footage of
him landing the stunt he'd wiped outon
atthe X Games, awreck that left him “pissing
blood for five days.” He nailed it.

On the first day of the Steamboat rally,
apoint-to-point race against the clock on
asphalt and dirt roads, Pastranamade a
mistake that knocked him out of contention.
Butitreally didn't matter. By that pointin
the series, he'd alreadylocked up his fourth
consecutive Rally America championship.

When I'meet upwith Pastrana and his
posse at a Steamboat watering hole later
that night, buckets of PBR sit on the table.
Pastrana greets me with awarm smile
andastrong handshake. “Little change of
plans. I'm not doing the race tomorrow
anymore. Have a beer, and let me get youa

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Nitro Bomb,” he says, passing me a bottle
from the bucket, followed shortly after by
atumbler—not ashot glass—filled with
equal parts Red Bull, Guinness, and Captain
Morgan. [ throw it back and wince.

While Pastrana and the rest of the table
hoot at my minor-league drinking skills,
Holly Montag, Heidi's sister, materializes
from out of nowhere, rolls up to the table,
buys around of whiskey shots, and slides
ontothe bench next to Pastrana. “We met
atmy dad’s golftournament,” Montag says.
Pastrana chats with her briefly before
getting up to circulatein the crowd, where
women stumble overeach otherto
introduce themselves. As I quicklylearn,
whateveryou dowith Travis Pastrana,
whetherit’s talking to ladies, drinking,
orriding bikes, he has aninnate ability to
doitatleastiotimes better than you.

The next morning, freezing temperatures
and asnowy forecast greet us as Pastrana
and the crew pound a can of beer for
breakfast and ponderwhether or not toride.
“When you're with Travis, don’t worry what
the planis. It'll changein five minutes,” says
Bartram. We saddle up the mountain bikes
and ride. Oursecond beerwould come 10
hours, one snowstorm, and 75 miles later, at
the day’s finishline atamotel hot tubin
Kremmling, Colorado. Somehowwe survive.

Pastrana’s next gig will be his most high-
profile stunt ever: On New Year's Eve, in front
of millions watching on ESPN, he’ll attempt
to break the world record for the longest
distance ever jumpedinarally carbylaunch-
ing off a pierin Long Beach, California and
onto a floating barge anchored in the Pacific
Ocean. He hopesto clear 200 feet. “Long-
distance jumping takes alot of skill. It’s not
very funwhen youmess up. Literally, you're
dead,” says Pastrana. Sowhy doit? “It’s
about finding your limits, checkingin to see
what you're made of.”

One person whowon't be watching on
New Year's Eve: Dad. “Would youwatch your
kid play Russian roulette?” he says.

“What he enjoys is not just doing crazy,
ridiculous stuffbut also pushing other
people todoit. He's going to go down in
history,” says Dyrdek. “Travisis amodem-
day Evel Knievel.” °

EAT

"Anything high in protein is
a goad alcohol buffer,” says
James Schaefer, Ph.0., and
a lead researcher in hang-
over studies.

A MEMORY. ..

THE BURGLARS WERE AMATEURS. That much was clear
from the security video. Prowling around the perimeter of Lindsay
Lohan’s Hollywood Hills home on August 23, the two girls peri-
odically covered their heads with hoods and scarves. The guy didn’t
even bother, apparently figuring that a baseball cap was enough to
obscure his identity. Still, they were able to pry open awindow and
break into Lohan’s home, where they rifled through her belong-
ings, taking clothes, some jewelry, and a blue-faced Rolex watch the
starlet’s on-again, off-again girlfriend Sam Ronson had bought her.
Time was, the Manson family haunted these hills, striking fearinto
the hearts of the rich and photogenic. Forty years later, Hollywood
was once again being simultaneously terrorized and captivated. But
the culprits this time were just aknuckleheaded crew of errant
teenagers enraptured by the glitz and glamour of Hollywood’s cult of
celebrity. They would pick out the jewelry and designer clothes
from the pages of fashion magazines, target the celebrities who had
what they wanted, and then track theirlocations and movements
using online sites like TMZ and celebrityaddressaerial.com (a kind
of map to the stars” homes using helicopter photography). From
there it was easy: Hop a fence, open awindow, and rummage through

enough closets until they found what they were looking for. Call it
the Home Invasion Shopping Network.

In one short year of operation, from October 2008 to their arrest
in October 2009, the crew’s hit list of brand-name marks—Paris
Hilton, Lohan, The Hills’ Audrina Patridge, The 0.C.'s Rachel Bilson,
Orlando Bloom, Brian Austin Green, and AshleyTisdale of High
School Musical—netted them areported $3 millionin cash and swag.
The same magazines and Web sites they fetishized ate it up. TMZ
dubbed them the Burglar Bunch. The Los Angeles Times went with the
Bling Ring. Media blog Gawker made their pitch for the Beverly
Hills Bandits. Whateveryou called them, it was apparently a story
tailor-made for Hollywood, especially when the culprits—young,
wealthy, and attractive—were finally collared.

OnAugust 26, three days after the Lohan burglary, Los Angeles
police released the surveillance video, noting the striking resem-
blance to the crew that was caught on security camera robbing
Audrina Patridge’s home in February. By mid-September the base-
ball-capped crook had been ID'd as Nicholas Prugo. Stories quickly
spread about the then 18-year-old club kid. The previous February
he’d been arrested for cocaine possession. In August he was busted

fora DUIL Unfounded speculation swirled that it was an inside job,
and an anonymous source even told TMZ that Prugo and Lohan were
buddies and that he'd regularly visited her on the set of her straight-
to-cable effort Labor Pains. Rumors spread that he was her former drug
dealer out to collect an unpaid debt. (Not so, said the police.}

Itwasn’tlong before the authorities had rounded up Prugo’s
alleged coconspirators. Within a month DianaTamayo and Courtney
Ames, both 19, along with 18-year-olds Alexis Neiers and Rachel
Lee, had been arrested on suspicion of up to 10 separate burglaries.
Most had known each other at Indian Hills Continuation High
School for troubled teens, located about 40 minutes from Beverly
Hills. Roy Lopez Jr., 27,a bouncer at Sagebrush Cantina bar and restau-
rant, where Ames was a waitress, was also arrested and accused by
police of fencing stolen goods. Prugo was quickly labeled the ring-
leader, and just as quickly diverted the blame to Lee, a stiletto-heeled
Korean-American lookerwho was arrested in Las Vegas on October
22. Police found three computers, three photos of Paris Hilton, ajar
of marijuana, a Korean passport, and more than $20,000in $100 bills.

According to Det, Brett Goodkin, the LAPD officer in charge of
the case, the group meticulously pieced together the stars’ travel
itineraries from gossip sites, paparazzi photos, and the ubiquitous
TMZ, and planned their attack and escape routes using Google
maps and other common Web tools. “We know for a fact that they hit
Paris Hilton several times, and the total amount was a little more
than $2 million,” Goodkin tells me. “And that s2 million heist is
attributable to Prugo and Lee. It absolutely was that crew.” Attorney
Blair Berk, who is representing some of the celebrities targeted,
claims that Web sites like TMZ actually create the problem by encour-
aging the invasive practices of the paparazzi and rewarding such
behavior by giving any willing miscreant his own moment in the sun.

“It's really frightening,” says Patridge, the gang’s second victim,
after Hilton. “Being on areality show, I became a bit desensitized to
all the paparazzi and the public knowing so much about me. But
now people know where I'live and go to dinner. On the other hand,
Irealize this is an industry and people are profiting from it. There’s
really not much incentive forthese gossip sites to change.”

The privileged crew seemed to live theirlives as if they were ona
reality show themselves. The tabloids called it celebrity worship,
but that would require reverence or awe. Ames told the New York Post
that inside Paris Hilton's home Prugo put on Hilton’s shoes and
began to dance, saying, “Don’t I look good?” They didn’t botherwith
skimasks or surgical gloves; getting caught was the whole point.

And really—why isn't this a reality show? Those video images from
Lindsay Lohan’s surveillance camera look like nothing so much as
ateaserreel for MTV.

By late October a third man had beenidentified as part of the gang.
Jonathan Ajar, 28, a.k.a Jonnie Dangerous.

From police reports it was clear that Ajar was cut from a different
cloth than the rest of the crew. Among the items reportedly recovered
by police in a raid on his apartment in a strip mall-infested stretch
ofthe San Fernando Valley were “a diamond-encrusted Cartier Tiger
watch, numerous gold and diamond bracelets, and cut diamonds
ina bagweighing more than 42 carats,” aswell as “illicit drugs and
astash of weapons,” including body armor and a Sig Sauer handgun
that belonged to actor Brian Austin Green. Ajar was identified
as Ames’ boyfriend, a club promoter at the hip Hollywood hot spot
Les Deux Café and a convicted drug dealer who police warned was
“armed and dangerous.”

ELIZABETH GONET, JONNIE'S MOTHER, is a fiftysomething
cashier at one of Washington State’s ubiquitous Fred Meyer grocery
stores. A devoted Christian, she’s been working for some time on
getting her son to accept the Lord. He’s a smart kid, she tells me, but
she’sworried. If she hears from him, she’ll let me know. Almost imme-
diately, a blocked call pops up on my phone. It’s Jonnie Dangerous.

We talk for awhile—mainly about TMZ and its founder, Harvey
Levin,who he thinks is promoting the idea that Jonnie is armed and
dangerous, which he’s afraid is going to get him killed. “I ain’t Billy
the Kid,” he says.

Jonnie tells me he's about four and a half hours from L.A., in the
Vegas area, and if I can come and meet him, he'll sit down with me and
tell me his story. Afterward we'll drive back together and he’ll turn
himselfin to the authorities.

The next day around noon, Jonnie shows up at the Suncoast Hotel
and Casino on Vegas' way-off-the-Strip west side in a tinted BMW
525i of dubious provenance. Tall but doughy, he has a stone-cold
glare and a cultivated menace that are undercut by a faint resemblance
to ayoung Rodney Dangerfield. “I could stretch this out for 15 years,
but I'm turning myselfin,” he says. "I don’t really want to hide
out the rest of my life. Your stomach drops when you see a cop. You
think you're going to get pulled over, beaten.”

As he runs through his biography, it's clear that Jonnie's life is
about as far as possible from the glitzy upbringings of his fellow sus-
pects. Jonnie came up in the projects near Reseda, drug-dealing ¥

and gangbanging. “My family is crazy,” he says. He calls his father
“a truck driver and career criminal who was burnt out on drugs.”
After his parents split, when he was two, Jonnie and his brother
and sister grew up as welfare kids, living in shelters or his grand-
father’s garage. Later he lived in cars or on the street, until a cocaine
trafficking conviction in Wyoming led to a two-year stintin fed-

eral prison at 22. He's always had the nickname Jonnie Dangerous,
which he says he got from never backing down from a fight.

“My dad was doing time in a state prison at the same time I was
doing federal,” recalls Jonnie. “He told me, ‘Congratulations. You've
made it to the big time.”

After prison, and a brief stint clerking at a law firm, he fell into pro-
moting events at Les Deux—a career that saw him rub shoulders
with the likes of will.i.am, Suge Knight, and Biohazard's Evan Seinfeld.
“Twas moving a pound of chronic a week, breaking it up into eighths
forsale. I'd pay $1,600 for an ounce of cocaine and sell it for s100a
gram,” he says. “I drove a Lincoln Navigator for awhile. Thad a good
time. Who else can say they had Playmates at their birthday party?”

At Les Deux, Jonnie thrived, promoting parties, dealing drugs,
and living out his Hollywood player fantasies. A hot spot catering to
bold-faced names such as Lohan, Hilton, and the cast of The Hills,

Les Deux is one of a number of Los Angeles destinations where celeb
worshipers can hobnob with the celebrities themselves, and where
the lines between glamour and crime get fuzzy. According to Detec-
tive Goodkin, it's no wonder the club became a magnet for a group of
bored teenagers. “We've had historic problems with them since the
Hollywood renaissance,” he says of the club and the ease withwhich
the underage can indulge there. “There are a tremendous number

of nightclubs around. The celebrities now partyin Hollywood, and
these kids want to be part of it.”

JONNIE SAYS HE FIRST MET Courtney Ames at a Holly-
wood restaurant cum nightclub called the Green Door. She and her
friends—high school students at the time—all had fake IDs, and

one night at Les Deux he talked a group of them into getting body-
painted in honor of his birthday. Through them he met Nick Prugo,
Rachel Lee, DianaTamayo, and the rest of the gang. They were not
unlike alot of too-privileged-for-their-own-good teenagers, spending
more time club-hopping and partying than studying.

“They all come from a rich little neighborhood in upper Cala-
basas, living in million-dollar homes,” says Jonnie. “Courtney has
an Audi A6. Nick had a Honda because he's not as well to do as the
others. Diana drives a Navigator. Rachel drives a brand new Audi.”

Wealthy, bored, and prone to bad behavior—both Lee and Prugo
had been expelled from Calabasas High School—most of the group
ended up as students at the Indian Hills school. With only 72 stu-
dentsin total, it’s the type of institution where troubled kids land
when they've failed out or been kicked out of everyplace else. Given
the environs, the group understandably looked outside Calabasas
for adventure. A privileged enclave and bedroom community over
the hills from Malibu, its main claim to fame is as the home to both
the world’s largest Rolex and the Menendez brothers.

Living on the margins of the glamorous world of Hollywood they
obsessed over, it's little surprise that many of the crew have tenuous
connections to the entertainment industry: Neiers' father, Mikel, is
acinematographer, her sister Tess Taylor is a Playboy model, and the
whole family starred in a recent pilot for E! that centered on Neiers
as a struggling actress and aspiring model. Courtney Ames’ stepfather
is former welterweight Randy Shields, who once beat Sugar Ray
Leonard as an amateurin a split decision and is now working per-
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sonal security and “writing a screenplay.” Prugo’s father, Frank, is a
former NBC functionary, now a senior executive at IM Global, an
international film distributor responsible for such releases as I Hope
They Serve Beer in Hell and Paranormal Activity. Nick himself once
starred in the dramatic re-creations for a “documentary” that aired
on the Discovery Channel called Little Lost Souls: Children Possessed?

The Prugo family’s reaction to their son’s recent troubles is telling,
“Mr. Prugois having a banner year with Paranormal Activity making
tens of millions of dollars,” says family lawyer Sean Erenstoft when
asked how Mr. Prugo was handling the situation. “He’s devastated
over having the spotlight stolen from him.” According to Erenstoft,
Nick haslong struggled with self-esteem as well as drugs and al-
cohol, and he easily fell under the influence of the Mean Girls types
at his school. “Rachel Lee was the ringleader,” Erenstoft insists. “She
had away about her.” He claims that Lee, whose parents recently
split, started out stealing from unlocked cars before moving on to
celebrity targets and coaxing her friends along for the ride.

“Idon’t believe they were close to Lindsay Lohan or Paris Hilton,”
Jonnie says of the group’s reported connection to their targets. “They
did all this research, but [ didn’t pay much attention. [ didn'twant to
be involved. But they were spending all their money from the crimes
on bottle service at the clubs. Tt wasn’t just my club; it was every hot
clubinthe city. And they drink horribly. Courtney, I tried to tell her,
‘You can't act like that.” Nick would blow chunks all over the place.”

WE PLAN TO LEAVE VEGAS early the next day, and a little
after noon Jonnie shows up in the sun-baked parking lot of my hotel.
I flash him to stop and askif he’s got any contraband or stolen pro-
perty on him. He pulls a new Sony VAIO laptop from his trunk and
hands it over to me.

“This is Audrina Patridge’s,” he says. “She can have it back.” He
says the battery is missing because Prugo was convinced it could
be traced if he left it in. Before we leave town, Jonnie wants to stop at
Best Buy and replace the battery pack. I convince him that at this
pointit's probably best to get it off his hands, and I run itin to the
concierge, telling him a lawyer I know will be by to pick it uplater
to turnit over to the police and get it back to Patridge. Soon we’re on
the Pearblossom Highway en route to Los Angeles.

We stop at a gated home 30 minutes north of Hollywood with
aspeedboatand Jet Skis littering the yard, where we meet some of
Jonnie’s homeboys, including a surfer Jonnie describes as one
of the top marijuana farmers in Southern California, and Jordan, a
half Trinidadian ex-con he’s known since childhood and whom
he considers a brother. This is part reunion of survivors from the old
'hood, part going-away party, and part wake: Friends keep rolling
joints, making toasts, and pouring out generous drafts into the yard
for the soon-to-be dearly departed. By the next day Jonnie has
turned all his possessions (including the Beamer) into cash, and he
passes the attorney $2,500, saving only $500 for the tattoos he and
Jordan have planned as his going-away present.

That night Jonnie shows up at my place with Jordan and two girls
in tow, one of them, Courtney Ames, cradling a Chihuahua puppy
in awhite blanket.

It's been arough time for Ames. She tells me she was sentenced
to 26 days jail time and drug and alcohol treatment for a recent
DUL Of the burglary charges, she’s casually dismissive. “Oh, I'm
pleading not guilty to that.” She was arrested just aweek ago as she
was leaving home for a psychology class at alocal community col-
lege. “Courtney doesn’t deserve any of this,” says Jonnie. “Seriously,
herinvolvement is less than mine.” According to Neiers, who also
denies involvement—but whose reality show is now on the rocks-
Ames’ only real connection to the burglaries was that she worked at
the Sagebrush Cantinawith Roy Lopez Jr. Another friend claims that
Ames aud Prugo had been best friends, but she distanced herself
after the burglaries, and a hurt Prugo ratted her out in retaliation.

Isaiah Negrete, the tattoo artist, arrives, lays out his kit, and be-
gins to draw Jonnie and Jordan’s choice of design—vintage Colt
pistols on the sides of their torsos, for easy access in the big house.
Before they start, I overhear Jonnie and Courtney discussing some-
thingintently, and his mood seems colored by it the rest of the
evening. Later he confides to me that she is pregnant with his child.
As the evening winds down, I find the young lovers a cheap hotel on
the edge of Hollywood where they can spend one last night together.

THE NEXT DAY just before their noon checkout time, T pick up
Jonnie and Courtney at their hotel. Jonnie is understandably
glum. Unlike the rest of the crew, he has arecord, and the material
recovered at his apartment by the authorities goes far beyond
stolen property.

He says there were also approximately 5o Xanax and five ounces
of psychedelic mushrooms, bagged up as party favors, and that he
bought one of the watches that came from Orlando Bloom's house,
which he will gladly return. Jonnie expects to be charged with nine
felony counts. But he steadfastly denies that police recovered a
bag full of stolen uncut diamonds from his house orthathe wasin
possession of stolen jewelry he planned to fence.

“I can barely pay my rent. Ilive in a one-bedroom apartment in the
ghetto. They're trying to make me the link to the criminal under-
world. Twasn’t trying to make a career out of this. 'm not into rob-
bing people anyway. It's not my nature,” he says. “Still, I'll do a couple
of years. It doum tlooklike anyone else is gomgto do any time.”
When Iaskwhat he'd like to do with the rest ofhis life once he gets
out, he says, “lwould love to be an instrument of God, and love, and
of service.” Then, out of nowhere, he says, “Fuck you, Harvey Levin.”

Aswe head to the lawyer’s office and Jonnie’s ultimate date with
destiny, he speed-dials seemingly everyone he’s ever met. “I'll see ya
when Iseeva,dog,” he says over and over again. We rendezvous at
a Pavilions Supermarket on Ventura, and Jonnie kisses Courtney one
lasttime and climbs into his lawyer’s late model Audi coupe. Nearing
the precinct, I see a phalanx of news cameras waiting. Instead of
marching in the front door, the lawyer turns on a side alley and into
an adjacent parking area, where he parks in a spot reserved for the
mayor. Almost as soon as Jonnie lights a cigarette, a chain-link gate
swings open and a hulking Mr. Clean type meets us on the other side.

This is Detective Goodkin, who raises his meaty hands in the air,
signaling Jonnie to do the same. Goodkin tells him to turn around
slowly and place his hands on the car, then they cuff him and walk
him into the station. The whole thing takes maybe 30 seconds.

Goodkin later tells me he'd been shadowing Jonnie the entire
time Iwas with him—that Jonnie spent two hours ina gun store in
Henderson, Nevada, and that they would have taken him down in
asecond if they hadn’t learned Jonnie planned on turning himself
in. He confirms that Jonnie was right in claiming he didn’t have
acache of jewelry or uncut diamonds in his apartment, just some
jewelry remnants. But he believes the drugs they found were pack:
aged tosell and that Jonnie's only telling halfthe story.

“These weren't mastermind criminals, but they did develop
asophisticated skill set,” says Goodkin. “They were really good at
stealing shit, but they had no way to monetize it. They needed a
fence, and that fence was Jonnie. When Courtney began sleeping
with Jonnie, he became it. Jonnie represented to these kids the
one guy they could go to.” Goodkin also disputes Jonnie’s claims
thatwhile he may have bought the stolen goods, he wasn't the
connection to the Hollywood underworld. “Bloom, Patridge, and
Brian Austin Green—he had their property, from three different
heists. We know for a fact that he has ajeweler contact. Remember
that when he’s talking to you he’s being duplicitous.”

“Still, he did the right thing, turning himselfin,” he adds. “You
know, I like Jonnie. He clearly has a code. The error he made with
these kids was that even ifhe said, Tfyou tell anyone, I'll fucking kill
you, when confronted with the real trouble they are in, these kids
can'tnot talk.’ And it’s a silly assumption that it was only Nick Prugo.”

He reports that Rachel Lee, in particular, has been orchestrating
avirtual online campaign to deflect attention. “She did a media
attack on the Internet. She claims she turned herselfin to the police—
not true. She planted an Internet story saying, T'm a production
assistant on movies, and I'worked on a straight-to-cable Lohan film,
and I saw Nick Prugo in her trailer.” She created the impression that
it was an inside job. It wasn’t. None of the victims knew any of them.”

At this point everyone involved is doing all they can to divert
blame and cast it on their former friends. “All these kids are talking,”
say Goodkin. “That's why Nick Prugo is in protective custody right
now. We've talked to everybody, and they're all snitching each other
out. All of them are little rats.” e

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For 14 YEARS, ALLEN IVERSON s
SHOCKED, AWED, AND CONFOUNDED NBA FANS.
AS HE FACES THE TWILIGHT OF HIS CAREER,

WHAT wiLL THE ANSWER'S LEGACY BE?

BIRMINGHAM, ALABAMA OFFERS FEW TEMPTATIONS. BY DUSK
downtown is a quiet collection of shuttered buildings and lifeless
streets. An enterprising delinquent could investigate the carwash
thatdoubles as a “private club” orindulge in the local literary scene
at AlabamaAdult Books, but Birmingham is a fairly sleepy place.
This could be one reason the Memphis Grizzlies chose the midsize
Southern city as the location for their 2009 training camp: There’s
not much mischief for the team’s newest player—and easilyits most
infamous—to get into. But Allen Iverson isn’t looking for trouble.
It's the evening after his first practice with his new team, and
Iverson has retreated to his room at the Hyatt. Draped in an oversize
team T-shirt and gym shorts, the 34-year-old icon perches his
narrow six-foot frame (closerto 511" up close) on his bed beside a
half-eaten container of takeout food and an empty bag of Doritos.
His trademark cornrows—cut last season in a possible bout of
existential confusion—have grown back. Despite the day’s activity,
basketballis not on his mind. “I swear I would never want to meet
Michael Jackson,” Iverson tells a handful of friends sprawled on the
carpet. They've flipped to a CNN special about the deceased singer,
who also happens to be Iverson’s favorite artist of all time. “Fuck
around and faint or something, the way I feel about him,” Iverson
chuckles in his gravelly voice. “Soon as you see Mike, next thing
you know, youwake up and you're in the fucking hospital " It’s a
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moment of comic vulnerability from a man known for Napoleonic
bravado, but perhaps it shouldn’t come as a surprise that he sees
something special in an eccentric talent who inspired both love and
loathing. Maybe Iverson recognizes that some people deserve to

be appreciated while they're still with us.

Atthis point it's difficult to know whether to speak of Allen Iverson
in present or past tense. Despite owning the fifth-highest scoring
average in NBA history and having reshaped the sport of basketball
in his own tattooed, baggy-denim-clad image, he has almost be-
come an anachronism. The 50-point games with adrenal moments
where he cupped his hand around his ear and reveled in the roar
of the crowd, the acrobatic drives where he levitated to the hoop by
sheerforce of will, they are glories of the past. Even Iverson grudg-
ingly acknowledges that he haslost a step. The question now may
not be whether he remains an unstoppable force capable of turning
defendersintoleaden sculptures, but whether one of the most
important athletes of our lifetime still matters at all.

To the trained sports fan, he does. In his recent Book of Basket-
ball, ESPN columnist Bill Simmons describes [verson as “one of the
all-time athletic superfreaks,” who for most of his 20s was “the
Association’s single most menacing player.” Beyond Iverson’s
on-court dominance, however, Simmons notes what may be the
bigger story, Iverson’s cultural impact, calling him “one of the

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mostinfluential African-American athletes ever, a trendsetter
who shoved the NBA into the hip-hop era and resonated with
blacks in a way that even Jordan couldn’t duplicate.” To those too
young to have seen him in his prime, too old ever to have under-
stood him, ortoo threatened by his appearance and his checkered
past to see beyond them, Iverson is nothing more than an after-
thought, one of a handful of players who held things down between
the age of M] and the rise of King James. What they don’t realize is
that without Iverson, there might be no LeBron. Without Iverson, a
generation of fans might have walked away from the game they
loved. He brought the style and swagger of the streets to the NBA,
alongwith a sense that the miraculous could happen—the little
man could be the victor.

Following a brilliant, decade-long tenure with the Philadelphia
76ers and a pair of respectable years on the Denver Nuggets,
things went shockingly awry for Iverson when he was traded to the
Detroit Pistons early last season. While the Nuggets surged to
the Western Conference finals, the Pistons, a perennial powerhouse,
spiraled into mediocrity and dysfunction. After posting career lows
in several categories, Iverson was removed from the starting lineup
for the first time ever. Citing a back injury that many in the media
believed was imaginary, he spent the end of the season on injured
reserve. Criticism came from all corners, and it cut deep. Iverson's
legacy,leadership, and heart were questioned. “He’s holding this
team hostage because he cannot accept the responsibility of coming
offthe bench,” said former All-Star Reggie Miller during a TNT broad-
cast. Even after four scoring titles, 10 All-Star Game appearances,
and aleague MVP award, every slight that had ever been cast his way
was, to many, finally given credence. He was egotistical. Undisci-
plined. A loser. “Ifelt like I'was going to be used as a scapegoat,”
Iverson says. “It opened up an opportunity for people to throw all
the bricks at me. Look at my whole résumé, my scoring and all
that. You predicate mywhole career on last year?” Unfortunately for
him, some of the people who reached that conclusion were also
the menwho cut checks.

The summer of 2009 was Iverson’s first opportunity to test the
market as a free agent, but by the end of August he was one of
the few remaining players without a team. “He’s used to being a
marquee player,” says the GM of an Eastern Conference franchise
who passed on Iverson’s services. “If you have a younger team,
he may win you a few more games, but he's not going todo alot to
develop other players.” On September 10, Iverson settled fora
one-year, $3.5 million deal with the lowly Memphis Grizzlies, a salary
that constituted a serious pay cut from his previous $22 million-
per-year contract. Two months later—after Iverson had seen limited
time in just three games and retreated to his home in Atlanta for
“personal reasons”—the team terminated his contract. After a career
of glory, controversy, and seismic culturalimpact, is this how things
end for the Answer—in basketball purgatory?

Planers like Jordan and Hobe

dominated due to superb athleticism, technique, and guile, but
only a handful of superstars in the modern era have been so phys-
ically unique that stopping them with one defender was impossible.
LeBron has a guard’s agility and a power forward’s frame. Shaqisa
glacier in human form.

In his prime Iverson’s speed turned ordinary outlet passes into
one-man breaks where he slashed downcourt like a wolf cutting
through a pack of bewildered, plodding cattle. He could change
direction so violently with his crossover dribble that Latrell Sprewell,
while with the Golden State Warriors, inspected his teammates’
sneakers and warned of ankle injuries before a game against Iverson’s
Philadelphia 76ers. But Iverson never made filling up the scoring
column appear effortless: His points came from knifing into the lane,
contorting midflight, and floating teardrop shots over the out-

stretched arms of hulking opponents. That he would score by the
bushel was inevitable, but individual buckets were tortured acts of
heroism. He took calamitous tumbles to the hardwood and earned
areputation for playing through strains, pulls, and broken bones.
“He’s by far the best I've ever played with,” says five-time NBA All-
Star Chris Webber, a Sixers teammate of [verson’s. “He’s built to kill,
he’s built to shoot, he's built to destroy you. That's Allen. He's coming
atyou all the time. He has a boxer's mentality.”

References to other sports are common when Iverson’s abilities
are discussed—partly because his stature seems an unlikely fit for
agame of giants, but also because he is the purest of athletes. Asa
junior at Virginia’s Bethel High School in 1992, he passed for14
touchdowns, rushed for 15, and racked up five more on special teams
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while leading the team to a state championship. He intercepted
seven passes in one game at safety, an ironman accomplishment
that elicited comparisons to Deion Sanders. He likely could have
excelled in any number of sports, butit's apparent his natural gifts
were well-suited for hoops. “God put this man on Earth to play
basketball,” says former Sixers president Pat Croce. T couldn’t force
him to do things in the off-season. He played street ball, he'd eat
his fried chicken. Then he'd come to the first day of camp and run a
five-minute mile. He's six feet, 165 pounds soaking wet, long arms,
big hands, spindly legs. He’s a freak of nature.”

Due to his unorthodox collection of attributes, simply plugging
Iverson into alineup can be the basketball equivalent ofusing a
flamethrower to fix aflat tire. He's the size of an elf but possesses the
mind-set of avolume scorer, not an egalitarian distributor. Despite
racking up more assists than almost any other shooting guard,
Tverson has frequently been cast as a selfish player. Never was this
accusation more justified according to the media than during the
2002 playoffs, when, after being slammed for not attending practice,
anindignant Iverson went on a three-minute rant, using the word
“practice” 25 times. An excerpt: “I'm supposed to be the franchise
player, and we're in here talking about practice. Not a game, practice.
What are we talking about? Practice?”

“Allen never made the people around him better, because it’s al-
ways about Allen,” former Sixers GM Billy King—the man who traded
Tverson to the Nuggets in 2006—told The Charlotte Observer last
summer. Iverson is unimpressed by the critique. “When we worked
together, he nevertold me any of this,” Iverson says. “I think that’s
cowardice. Don’'t wait till you're jobless and not in a good situation no
more to bring up this stuff. Tdidn’t agree with a million decisions
he made, butI always supported him. The guys they put in the uni-
form to play with me, those the guys I believed in, those the guys
Ttrusted, and those the guys I thought could get it done along with
me." What Iverson doesn’t mention in his own defense is that his
avoidance of practice had little to do with alack of respect for team-
mates and everything to do with the litany of injuries he suffered in
each game thanks to his life-or-death style of play. To Iverson,
conserving every ounce of energy to go up against opponents was
how he could best help his team.

Itwas Larry Brown, a coach renowned for his keen basketball
mind, who best solved the enigma of how to utilize the Answer.
During his six-year stint in Philadelphia, Brown stocked his roster
with physical, if inelegant, role players. “We tried to get defenders
and rebounders and unselfish guys with him because I wanted him
to shoot the ball,” says Brown, now the coach of the Charlotte
Bobcats. “Everybody would say you need a post presence, this and
that. Well, Allen created double-teams wherever he was on the
court. If he missed, we became the best rebounding team in the
league.” In 2001 the Sixers advanced to the NBA Finals before
falling to the Los Angeles Lakers. Following the season, Iverson
won MVP and Brown Coach of the Year. [t was as close as [verson
has ever been to a title.

@le Answer was boen in Hampton,

Virginia on June 7, 1975 to 15-year-old Ann Iverson—nicknamed
Juicy—a scrappy tomboy who was playing basketball and getting
into fistfights when she was five months pregnant. His biologi-

cal fatherwas a phantom, and the Iverson household suffered the
strains of abject poverty: cut utilities, a ruptured sewage line,
eviction. He witnessed his first murder at age eight; his best friend
was stabbed to death at 16. If Iverson hadn’t hit the Powerball in
the great genetic lottery, there are innumerable ways his story comes
to a swifter, grimmerend. “You've got to remember where he came
from,” says Croce. “He’s had no parental guidance. None. He's the
leader of the family and his neighborhood.” Even after being named
the top high school basketball player in the country and one of
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the top 10 football players by Parade, Iverson came close to being
swallowed back into the mire.

In the winter of 1993, an 18-year-old Iverson was charged with
“maiming by mob” when a fight broke out at Hampton's Circle Lanes
bowling alley between his friends, all black, and another group,
all white. Racial epithets, punches, and chairs were thrown. Iverson
maintained his innocence, but after a trial plagued by conflicting
witnesses, he was sentenced to five years in prison. Due to his cele-
brity, the severity of the punishment, and the fact that no white men
were charged, the case drew national attention. After four months
ina minimum-security work camp, Iverson was granted clemency by
Governor Douglas Wilder. The conviction was overturned, and
Iverson enrolled at Georgetown University to play for John Thompson,
alegendary disciplinarian who became A.L’s first real father figure.
There he flourished, winning two NCAA Big East Defensive Player of
the Year awards in two seasons before departing for the NBA. Though
he seemed to have moved on from the incident, friends say it still
haunts him. “Allen was wrongfully accused, wrongfully tried, wrong-
fully convicted, and wrongfully sentenced for something he did
not do,” says Gary Moore, Iverson’s business manager and former
youth league football coach. “Tt was a very, very mean and cynical
decision made by adults on a young kid whose life was so promising.
He will neverlet that go.”

Iverson has returned several times to the role of a celebrated athlete
atodds with the legal system. There was an arrest for gun and
marijuana possession in 1997. There were accusations in 2002 that he
threatened two men with a handgun. (These and the marijuana
charges were eventually dropped.) And a court ruled he was liable for
negligence after his bodyguards beat up a guyin a nightclub in 2005,
“I'had to grow up so fast,” Iverson says. “Been poor all my life, and
overnight a millionaire—got a bunch of ‘yes men’ around me, a
bunch ofleeches, people telling me my shit don't stink when I know
itdo.I basically jeopardized my life. I think of some of the places
used to go, some of the things Tused to do, and it’s scary. Somebody
get killed there last weekend, and I'm there this weekend.”

Scrapes with the law, the troublemaking friends, the club-hopping
in the wrong part of town—they are indelible parts of Iverson’s

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image. Unlike other athletes from rough backgrounds who soften
up their edges, Iverson’s popularity was based on hood authenticity.
In many ways he was treated not like an athlete, but like arapper.
He did a Reebok ad alongside Jadakiss, received in-song shout-outs
from Jay-Z, Rakim, and Big Pun, and even toyed with the idea of
arap career until receiving media blowback for spitting violent, anti-
gay lyrics on atrackin 2001. (“Come at me with those faggot ten-
dencies/You'll be sleeping where the maggots be.”) “Maybe he did
lose alot of money over the years by having cornrows and tats and
talking the way he talked and acting the way he acted, but I don't
think he really cared,” says Todd Krinsky, vice president of sports and
entertainment marketing at Reebok.

To put Iverson’s outlaw image into perspective, considerwho came
before him. Whatever Michael Jordan's personal flaws, his public
persona had a gleaming halo from basketball dominance and mar-
ketingingenuity. He endorsed sneakers, batteries, fast food, soft
drinks, underwear, and any other product with a suitable advertising
budget. But Iverson was never willing to cheese for the camera. “Alot
oftimes in corporate America you have to look a certain way that’s
appealing to the mainstream to be able to get endorsements,” he
says. “That’s not something I'was concerned with. The hardest thing
for me to be in life would be somebody I'm not.” But from James
Dean to Tupac Shakur, rebels have proved magnetic. Thanks toa
cultish fan base, Iverson’s Reebok sneaker line has been the longest
running behind Air Jordans, and his jersey has been one of the 10
most popular since the NBA started tracking sales in 2002.

Therelationship between the NBA and black culture has always
been awkward. The league mines the inner city fortalent, style, and a
customer base for s100 kicks, but remains wary of alienating white
fans by being too black. This dilemma has brought on a number of
regulations intended to assuage white people’s fear of young black
males. Rules against taunting and trash-talking were instituted,
along with draconian punishments for fighting that would make
NHL players scoff. Then there’s the dress code. Instituted in 2005,
the decree requires players to wear “business casual” clothingwhen
engagingin league business. The list of banned items—jerseys,
baseball caps, do-rags, gaudy jewelry—reads like an inventory of
Iverson’s closet. “I pretty much believe I am the reason for the dress
code,” he says, adding that the conservative fashion guidelines stifle

For the grousing purists who populate talk radio and pen sports
columns, Iverson singularly possessed—and normalized—
almost every negative trait associated with the modern athlete: the
wardrobe, the legal problems, the rapping, the selfishness, the
squabbles with coaches, the posse of nefarious childhood friends,
the showy style of play. “It's pretty much impossible to overstate
howmuch Iverson means to the race-culture dynamic that, to some,
brought down the NBA,” says Nathaniel Friedman, coauthor of
The Macrophenomenal Pro Basketball Almanac. “If Allen Iverson had been
amere All-Starwith a ‘street’ game and ‘*hip-hop flava,”he'd be a cult
figure. But A.I. was the most arresting player since MJ, maybe even
while the two overlapped. He legitimated everything he stood for or
was imagined to stand for.” Years later the Jordan and Iverson
models have merged. A playerlike LeBron James can hail from impov-
erished upbringings, cover himself with tattoos, consort with
rappers—all while being considered a wholesome family entertainer.

as a secondary player on a bad team, as his brief time in Memphis
indicates. That marriage was one of mutual resignation—he needed
adifferent team, they needed someone to sell tickets—and, as such,
ended in amessy divorce. But whether he agrees to come off the
bench fora better team (at press time rumors circulated of amove to
Cleveland or even New York) or decides to retire on a low note, the
Answer’s impact on the game extends beyond what he accomplishes
in his 14th season. "I practiced and tried to mimic everything he tried
todo,” says Mike Conley, a third-year guard on the Grizzlies who
during preseason was competing with Iverson for a starting spot.
“Being the size he was, and to be able to do what he was doing gave a
lot of people like me hope.” And there itis in a nutshell: Only when
players stop putting ink in their arms, when they stop twisting their
hair, when they stop crossover dribbling, when they stop playing
basketball with proud fury, when they stop fighting to break out of
the world’s most treacherous neighborhoods—only then will Allen
Iverson cease to matter. .

She
also points to a recent U.S. Department of Labor
report on who will be hiring the most in the next
five to seven years: 1T, engineering, health care,
and bioscience. “Firms that are hiring clearly have
cash in the bank,” she says. “That’s a promising
criterion for any company.”

<1 Take a Permanent Vacation
There has never been a better time to buy a vacation
home—especially if your little slice of Shangri-lais
the first home you buy.

“Even if you tank and have to go back into
the job market, a lot of employers will value a couple
of years' experience in a failed entrepreneurship
more highly than they'd value two more years in
your current job.”
